“Farmers and Ranchers and
their lenders had united in ask-
ing the Senate to move forward
with a farm bill so they might
have certainty as they planned
for their next round of crops”,
said TFU President Wes Sims.
“Unfortunately, a minority of
senators turned a deaf ear to the
pleas from the countryside and
voted against enacting a farm
bill this year.”

Falling six votes short of the
necessary count, the bill is left
vulnerable to filibuster and unre-

lated amendments meant to ob-
struct the bill until the following
year. : '

Immediate Senate action on
the bill would have meant a
$775 million increase in much
needed assistance for Texas
agricultural producers each of
the next five years.

“We commend .= Senators
Daschle and Harkin as well as
Representatives Combest and
Stenholm for their steadfast
efforts to restore a safety net to
rural America,” Sims said. “We
are extremely disappointed that
a minority of senators did not
share their same sense of
urgency to restore the rural
tconomy which has been in a
depressed state for five years.”

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Words can hurt more than we realize

I have to admit this article 1s

sort of a rerun from a couple of

years ago. I am not so naive (o
think that everyone remembers
the content of my articles. How-
ever, I do think that some things
are worth emphasizing several
times because of their impor-
tance.

Whoever said, “Sticks and

stones can break my bones but
words can never hurt me” must
have lived in complete isolation
from other people. Words do
hurt! They can leave deep emo-
tional scars as bad as a hit with a
fist.

Most of us are disturbed when
we hear of physical violence to
children. However, many of us
are guilty of cruelty with words

that we use when we are angry
with our children. We may say
thing like:

4+ “You are pathetic. You can't
do anything right.”

+ “You disgust me. Just shut
up.” '

+ “Hey, stup1d.”

4+ “You are more trouble than
you are worth.”

4+ “You will never amount to

anything.”

Children believe what their
parents tell them. Especially, if
they hear things repeated over
and over again. If you stop and
listen to what you say to your
child, especially when you are
angry, you may not believe your
cars. Children are casy largets
when we let pressure build up n
our lives.

The next time you feel so
pressured that you are about to
say something to a child (or an
adult) that you will regret,
STOP! Try some of the follow-
ing alternatives:

I. Put your hands over your
mouth. Count to 20. Say the
alphabet our loud.

2. Stop in your tracks. Press
your lips together and breathe
deeply.

3. Phone a friend.

4. If someone can watch the
child, go outside for a leisurely
walk.

5. Takg a hot bath or splash cold
water on your face.

6. Write down your thought and
feclings.

7. Close your eyes and imagine
your hearing what your child
hears.

These simple things may help
both you and your child feel
better about themselves. You
gain confidence in your self-
“control and your child does not
question his or her personal
worth

If these steps do not help, it
could be a sign of other stuff
that you may need to seek a
professional who can work with
you.

hantavirus pulmonary

The death Tast month ol an
Oklahoma girl due to hantavirus
pulmonary syndrome serves as a
reminder o residents ol the
Texas  Panhandle and  South
Plains region to take precautions
when dealing with rodent drop-
pings and nests.

AL this time ol year, people
may become at risk for exposure
as they remove decorations from
storage or when the items are
returned 1o storage alter - the
holidays.

Supplemental
livestock during the winter may
also increase the risk ol exposure
for livestock owners who have
(0'load hay to feed that his been
stored where rodents can have
ACCESS.

Humans arc usually inlccted
when  they inhale  dust
contaminated by saliva, urine, or
feees ol infected rodents. Hu-
mans may also be infected by
rodent bites, and when material
contaminated with rodent urine
and [ceces 18 introduced into
broken skin. Anytime cvidence
ol rodent droppings is seen, or
rodent ‘nests are encountered,
critical steps should be taken
belore any clean-up s attempted
or the arca 1s disturbed.

Scll-protection is critical, so
the use ol rubber gloves, cye
protection and a good quality
mask are recommended. Prior o
initiating the cleaning process,

open any windows and doors in
the room (o allow the air (o
circulate through the room.

Spray the arca with a solution
ol onc part bleach i nine parts
ol watcer, or another disinfcctant
that will kill viruses. Il rodent
carcasses or nest malterials are
found, spray them down with the
disinfectant,  too.  Allow  the
disinfectant (o remain on the
surlaces for at least 30 minutes.

To keep the amount of dust at
a minimum, spray the
disinfectant a second time just
prior (o beginning the cleaning
process and belore removing any
nesting materials or carcasscs.

II"a person develops [lu-like
symptoms alter clcaning a ro-
dent-ilested area, a physician
should be contacted and the
possibility ol hantavirus
pulmonary syndrome should be
cvaluated. ’

Preventing  hantavirus
pulmonary syndrome also in-
volves controlling rodent activ-
ity in and outside of the home or
storage buildings by
implementing -~ the  following
procedures:

4+ Keep kitchen and  food
preparation arcas clean and store
[ood and trash in containers with
tight lids.

4+ Plug potential entry points
in the exterior ol the structure
with steel wool or caulk.

4+ Eliminate possible nesting
