Castro County to Build Housing Unit at Local;

WHEAT HARVEST

SHIFTED INTO

HIGH GEAR IN CASTO CO. THIS WEEK

Car Shortage Causing
Hardship In Wheat Harvest

Wheat harvest, which gradually
got under way in Castro county
last week, shifted into high gear
Monday, and with the exception of
small areas where harvesting oper-
ations' have been interrupted by
rain, all available harvesting
crews and equipment have been
operating at capacity during the
week. Dimmitt grain men estimate
that approximately ten percent of
Castro county wheat acreage has
been harvested to date.

As the job of harvesting Castro
county’s bumper wheat crop pro-
gresses reports from various farm-
ers indicate that pre-harvest esti-
mates of the county wheat yield
were low. Most farmers report
harvesting from twenty to forty
bushels per acre with very few re-
porting less<than a twenty bushels
yield.

Trucks of all types and sizes
have lined the highways and streets
leading to the elevators, with the
largest number being counted late
Wednesday afternoon when 250
were in the process of unloading
or waiting to be unloaded. Accord-
ing to Mr. Joe Bruce, local freight
agent, 135 cars of wheat had been
shipped from Dimmitt up to Tues-
day afternoon. Only a few cars
have been received here since that
date,

Elevators closed down today,
Thursday for the first time due to
the fact that all storage space had
been used up, and no cars were
‘available to relieve the situation.
Despite the fact that marketing
facilities are overtaxed farmers are
continuing harvesting at top speed
and storing grain in all types of
storage space and as a last resort
piling it on the ground.

Farmers and grain men are of
the opinion that marketing of
wheat will be a long drawn out
process requiring several weeks or
poesibly months before all of the
crop finds its way into the termi-
nals.

Have Wiring
Done Correctly

“Amateur wiring or overloading
of electrical equipment may cause
a disasterous fire on your farm,”
County Agent R. L. King said to-
day, urging farmers to get com-
petent electricians to make any
changes desired for the summer
months.

“Most farmers think they are
good electricians but the fact re-
mains that faulty installations and
“handy-man” repairs are causing a
constantly growing number of
farm fires,” the county agent de-
clared,

King particularly warned a-
gainst overloading circuit with
temporary wiring for power tools
and other machines. “Don’t put in
homemade extensions to the barn
or other buildings. A faulty instal-
lation can easily set your barn on
fire,” he warned. “Be careful with
portable lights, too. Don't let them

touch flammable material. Hay or

grain dust is particularly explos-
ive,”

“If you do have an electrical fire,
use an Underwriter's
carbon dioxide or vaporizing liquid
fire extinguisher to put it

Chamber of C. to
Investigate Ped’rs

At an Executive Committee
meeting of the Castro County
Chamber of Commerce Wednesday
it was pointed out that numerous
peddlers and solicitors of all kinds
are constantly approaching our
merchants for donations or the sale
of relatively worthless items. This
practice is proving expensive and
often embarassing to the merch-
ants involved. A large percentage
of these itinerant salesmen are ac-
tually engaged in a rather lucrative
racket,

Aside from this they are also
escaping the payment of a peddl-
er's license, which is provided for
by city ordinance. and the city is
consequently losing tax revenue.

All merchants are hereafter urg-
ed to refer such solicitors to the
Chamber of Commerce office where
their credentials will be investigat-
ed. If their business is considered
legitimate and they have paid the
‘;IIL'CC:-‘.:'-:II‘_'.' license, then the Cham-
ber of Commerce will furnish them
with a proper letter of identifica-
tion.

1947 Wheat Loan
Program Given

The county rate for wheat loans |
under the 1947 program is $1.77
per bushel. Producers who desire !
wheat loans may contact the AAA
office for information pertaining
to loans.

There are two kinds of wheat
loans available to farmers under
the 1947 program, namely: ware-
house storage loans and farm stor-
age lqans.

Producers desiring a warehouse
storage loan must obtain a ware-
house receipt from the elevator for
the number of pounds stored and
bring to the AAA office.

For farm storage loans, wheat
must be stored in a building which
will keep the wheat in good condi-
tion at all times, and must be stor-
ed in such building at least thirty
days before a loan can be made.

The maturity date for loansg has
been set on April 30, 1948, and
producers have until December 31,
1947, to obtain loans on the 1947
wheat crop.

One afternoon last week, while

browziig in thc library, I ran
across an article which shocked me
greatly. An editorial in a 1900
New York paper described a dirty
delivery boy taking a loaf of bread
from his wagon . . . beating his
horse with it . ., . and then throw-
ing the loaf back into the wagon
to deliver later to some unsuspect-
ing family! 3

Today. such a situation is prac-
tically impossible, for when we
buy bread now we buy the freshest,
tastiest, cleanest bread that was
ever made . . . and the waxed
paper it is wrapped in is our as-
turance that it will stay fresh and
sanitary until we use it.

Not lonz ago, I went through
one of the bakeries in our city and
watched the wrapping process, Did
you know that our bread is auto-
matically sliced and wrapped with-
out being touched by human
hands? It was certainly interest-
ing to watch the wrapper form
rround the bread, automatically
pass through heated nplates which
temporarily melted the wax and
sealed the ends of the wrapper t¢
form a perfect enclosure. I was
surprised to learn that the waxed
paper wrapper is made with pure,
tasteless, odorless paraffin—such as
we use to preserve jellies—so mo
dust, dirt or insezts could possibly
penetrate it—and furthermore, it
prevents outside odors from con.
taminating it, g

You know, it's amazing that
such protection can cost so little,
The baker told me that the waxed
paper used to keep our bread fresh
and sanitary costs but a fraction of
a cent per loaf, We housewives
are certainly fortunate, aren’t we—
to be able to get maximum protec-
tion and minimum cost in these
days of inflated prices!
