STAMFORD, TEXAS, OCT. 12 —
Preliminary announcement of the Cen-
sus Bureau, issued October 3rd, shows
Floyd County to be the leading agricul-
tural county of the Plains, with
$26,258,837 values in land and build-
ings in the ten year period from April i5,
1910, to January 1, 1920, a percentage
increase of 297.3.

According to reports received by the
West Texas Chamber of Commerce,
Floyd County had a total of 1,290 farms
on January 1, 1920, against 620 in 1910,
an increase of of 107.9 per cent. 717 of
these farms were operated by owners
and 572 by tenants.

Tenantry shows a big increase in the
decade. There were 232 farms operated
by tenants in 1910. The number of ten-
ants is increasing faster than the number
of farms. The total acreage in farms
January 1, 1920 was 490,731 against
311,118 in 1910. The increase in im-
provements in the county for the ten year
period is 231.4 percent.
