Mooney stated that there was a loss of 
revenue from fines because the tickets 
were being turned into the Floydada 
office instead of Lockney. “In 1986,1 
turned over $11,000 in fine revenue 
from our precincts (2 & 3). In 1987, it 
was over $13,000. In 1988 it has 
dropped to a little over $7,000 and will 
probably be about the same amount this 
year.”

Councilman Eddie Fortenberry Qien 
asked Mooney, “Why is DPS not bring­
ing the tickets to you?”

“I don’t know,” replied Mooney.

good, and where the water will drain. 
We arc also putting them in areas where 
the residents are helping pay for the 
culvert. We are getting help on the 
costs.”

The aldermen voted unanimously to 
install the culverts.

Councilman Aston told the other 
councilmen present that he had been 
asked to ask the city if they would con­
sider renting the Community Center to 
the 4-H Club for free, because it is a non­
profit organization. “They arc having a 
hard time finding a place to meet be­
cause there are so many kids involved in 
it and they can’t find a place big enough 
to meet.”

After much discussion, the council- 
men decided to leave the ordinance like 
it was, since they would have to amend 
the ordinance and then would come 
under close scrutiny over who or what 
was a charitable organization.

Mayor Dan Smith read a letter to the 
council from the Texas Department of 
Health, concerning items of non-com­
pliance. “They came and inspected our 
ground level water tank and our water 
tower,” said Smith. ‘They told us our 
ground level tank was OK, but now it 
must be equipped with a check valve. 
Dickie said that was no problem and he 
could install i t ”

“Next thing is - they want us to build 
a new water tower. They said ours does 
not have enough reserve storage capac­
ity. It will take about a quarter of a 
million dollars to build a new one.

“If you all remember, two years ago 
they said ours was O.K.”

The council decided to take no action 
at this time.

During department reports Mayor 
Smith told the councilmen that a new 
structure was being erected by L.V. 
Harris in the southeast part of town. The 
building does not meet city building 
codes, nor has a building permit been 
obtained.

“Chief Gilroy has informed Harris 
that he cannot build this structure,” said 
Smith. “We just have to wait and see 
what becomes of it now. It is something 
we should keep on top of.”

The financial statement was re­
viewed by councilmen, all bills were 
paid and the previous minutes were read 
and approved.

Kditor's Note -  This is the second in a 
series of articles on drugs and alcohol 
and how Tamilies are affected. These 
articles were furnished by the local 
Parent Teacher Association.

Children imitate the adults around 
them. Your children will feel good 
about themselves if YOU feel good 
about yourself. Positive role models will 
help your children gain healthy habits 
and attitudes. The examples you set will 
also help your children resist pressures 
to use alcohol and other drugs - pres­
sures they receive from television 
shows and movies, commercials, and 
perhaps from their friends.

Try to lead a healthy lifestyle that 
your children will imitate. This in­
cludes;

* Exercise and good nutrition • Get
regular exercise that you enjoy and will 
continue. Eat balanced meals and keep 
snacks and junk food to a minimum.

♦ Positive relationships - Maintain 
^supportive, positive relationships with
^our spouse, children, and friends.

♦ Stress - Leam to recognize stress 
and handle it in constructive ways.

* Minimal use of alcohol and other 
drugs • Avoid using drugs to relieve 
tension, stress, unhappiness and bore­
dom.

as it helps to renew the bond between 
you.

* Listen to what your children say •
Help your children to talk with you 
freely, without fear of judgment or rep­
rimand.
• * Ask each child’s opinion about 
family problems and decisions • Even 
five-year-olds have a lot to offer if you 
give them a chance.

* Do not talk down to your child - 
Although a parent is older than a child, 
you are equals as human beings and 
deserve mutual respect.

It is equally important to spend qual­
ity time together as a family. Family 
traditions, meals, and other activities are 
important. Keep TV lime to a minimum, 
and make time for play, general discus­
sion, and family business. Consider 
having family meetings to discuss plans, 
share feelings, and air grievances. Let 
each family member take turns being in 
charge of the meeting. Many family 
members get so wrapped up in their own

outside projects and relationships that 
they take their family relationships for 
granted. Don’t let this happen to you! 
Give family members the love and at­
tention they n ^ .

SET HRM  LIMITS SVITH YOUR 
CHILDREN

Children need to be clear about what 
is expected of them and the conse­
quences of acting otherwise. Firm, rea­
sonable limits help children believe that 
their environment is dependable and 
secure. Limits also help them under­
stand how their actions affect what 
happens to them.

Teach your children to set their own 
limits, as well. For you, this means a 
gradual release of the reins. Praise them 
when they have done something well. 
Explore how things can be improved. 
Above all, focus on their learning rather 
than on your frustrations with their 
stumbling.
