County sticks with Bass

Castro County Commissioners
voted 3-1 Monday to give Allison
& Associates Attoney Bob Bass,
who represents the county in the
redistricting process, the authority
to negotiate a settlement with indi-
viduals who have filed an election
lawsuit against the county.

County Commissioners Jeff
Robertson, Vincent Guggemos and
Dale Winders voted in favor of the
motion while Pct. 1 Commissioner
Harold Smith was opposed.

Smith also introduced a motion
to terminate Bass’s position with

the county, but the motion died for
lack of a second.

Bass will attempt to negotiate a
settlement with San Antonio attor-
ney Rolando L. Rios and Dallas
attorney William L. Garrett of Gar-
rett & Thompson, who filed a law-
suit in US District Court in Amaril-
lo on behalf of Frank Valadez of
Hart.

The suit asks that the March 10
primary elections held in Castro
County be declared "unenforcea-
ble." It (suit) claims that the present
redistricting plan of Castro County

has been implemented without pre-
clearance from the attorney general
of the United States, and it and
elections under it shall be declared
null.

Before making the decision to
give Bass the authority to negotiate
a settlement, commissioners were
updated on the redistricting process
and lawsuit by County Attomey
Jimmy Davis, who met last Thurs-
day with Bass and representatives
from other counties who have been
named in similar suits.

"One of the difficult things about

working these cases out, is we're
apparently getting different de-
mands from different minority
groups,” Davis said. "For example,
Bass mentioned that Texas Rural
Legal Aid sent out letters indicating
that for most of the counties they
want two minority precincts. Mr,
Rios is applying to have the
counties create one extremely large
minority percentage precinct.

"The danger there is it is possible
that we could settle these cases and
still have some groups out in the

Fitzgearld is sworn in as county sheriff

C.D. Fitzgearld of Dimmitt was
sworn in as sheriff of Castro Coun-
ty Monday moming. to fill the seat
vacated by former sheriff, Lonny
Rhynes, who resigned to accept a
job as a 15th District Court deputy
in Sherman.

After Rhynes tendered his resig-
nation, which was effective Mon-
day, Castro County Commissioners
voted to advertise for candidates to
fill the remainder of Rhynes’s term,
which will expire Dec. 31.

Commissioners also passed a re-
solution and presented a plaque to
Rhynes in appreciation for his
years of service as county sheriff.

Fitzgearld, the Democratic nomi-
nee for county sheriff who will run
unopposed in the November gener-
al election, applied for the position
and his application was approved
by the commissioners in a unani-
mous decision. He was officially
sworn in as sheriff Monday morn-
ing during a called meeting of the
commissioners’ court.

Fitzgearld retired Jan. 1 after
working 24 years through the Dim-
mitt office of the Dept. of Public
Safety’s Driver’s License Division.
After his retirement, he decided to
run for county sheriff and won the
Democratic nomination in March.

A graduate of Hereford High
School, Fitzgearld started working
with the Texas Dept. of Public
Safety’s driver’s license division in
June 1967. He graduated from the
Homer Garrison Police Academy in
Austin in October 1967. He has

received the "Advanced Certifica-
tion," "Deputy Custodian of Rec-
ords" and "Instructor Certification"
from the State of Texas.

"I hope that the people will give
us a little time to make some
changes (in the shenff’s depart-
ment)," Fitzgearld said. "I hope the
commissioners’ court will under-
stand that I am new at this and will
bear with me a little bit when I try
and work out some problems.
Hopefully we can work well
together. I think this is a very
positive move I’'m making.

"I have a good team at the
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sheriff’s office—they're a bunch of
very good, qualified men. I'm very
proud of all of them," Fitzgearld
said.

In addition to swearing in Fitz-
gearld as county sheriff, several
employees of the sheriff’s depart-
ment also were sworn in by County
Judge Polly Simpson.

They were Cpt. Jerry Jansa, head
of the sheriff’s communications de-
partment; Lt. Glenn Snitker and
Tana Young, all members of the
communications department; Cpt.
Don Williams, who is chief deputy;
deputies Mitch McDonough and

Charlie Perez; and Cpt. Brad Hudg-
ens, chief jailer.

In addition to these seven, Fitz-
gearld also will be working with
Earlene West and Santos Perez
(part-time) in the communications
department; and with Lt. Denise
Schilling, Jimmy Kelly and Mary
Thomas-Ewing, jailers.

Fitzgearld said he plans to hold
training schools here.

"In the past we’ve had to go to
Amarillo, Lubbock, San Antonio,
Corpus Christi or wherever they
were holding schools. We do plan
on having these set up here for
some of the smaller communities
around us that have the same prob-
lems we do," Fitzgearld said. "It’s a
little difficult to plan any long-
range goals right now. I hope that
over the next several months the
citizens of Castro County can see
the change and difference that we
are making. I hope to have all the
state look at the improvements we
have made and see that we’re going
forward with our training and im-
proving the department.”

After Fitzgearld was swomn in,
his first official act was to reorga-
nize areas of the department.

"We are four employees short
right now. The communications de-
partment is in pretty good shape—
we have four full-time and a part-
time person to fill in when we have
problems. The jail is your big prob-
lem in any shenff’s department.
We are two jailers short right now,

"MultiVision has been a total
pain in the neck to get along with in
the past and we are reluctant to
approve the assignment until the
city’s cable franchise ordinance is
accepted by Ponca," Collins told
Rowdy Whittington, an employee

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Quilt construction
to be taught at camp

The Friendship Quilters’ Guild
will sponsor a quilt camp Saturday
from 9 am. to 3 p.m. at the Expo
Building in Dimmitt.

The camp will teach individuals
how to quilt the "Nine Patch" pat-
tern (with plain setting squares),
also called the "Single Irish Chain"
pattern.

Anyone over the age of 12 may
attend the camp, and those who
wish to pre-register should contact
the Extension office at 647-4115.

Supplies needed for the
60" x 84" quilt comforter are 1-1/2
yards of dark fabric (print or solid),
3-1/2 yards of light fabric (print or
solid) and 5-1.2 yards of fabric for
backing (choose a muslin, or if you
want to make the quilt reversible,
select one of the fabrics used for
the top or another different fabric).

For an optional border, 1-1/4
yards of medium-shaded fabric or a
companion fabric of one of the
fabrics used on the top will be
needed.

You should select a cotton or
cotton-polyester blend fabric which
looks good with the other fabrics. It
should not be "obviously direction-
al" (i.e. stripes or plaids).

Fabrics should be washed in
warm or hot water to preshrink and
fade so that the quilt will be washa-
ble in the future. Press and fold the
fabric and bring it to the workshop
in a protective container so it will
stay clean.

You also will need extra-loft
bonded polyester batting that is
64" x 90" or 72" x 96" if you are
adding optional borders.

Other supplies needed include
two large spools of polyester spun
thread in the same shade as your
lightest color of fabric; a sewing
machine and three filled bobbins in
the thread of choice; a rotary cutter;

a clean cutting ruler; cutting mat
and a basic sewing kit including
straight pins, big safety pins, scis-
sors, needles, seam ripper, thimble,
pencils and pens. The sewing ma-
chine, rotary cutter, cutting ruler
and mat will be available for use if
you do not have access to the items.

A $2 fee will be assessed for

additional supplies that will be pro-
vided.

Irons and ironing boards will be
available for pressing.

The final date to certify corn, grain
sorghum, cotton, soybeans, sugar-
beets, sudan, hegari, Acreage Con-
servation Reserve (ACR), Conser-
vation Use and more is Wednesday.

An accurate acreage report is
important and producers shouldn’t
guess at it. Be sure and measure
turnrows so they can be used to
protect crop acreage bases. Produ-
cers also need to report intended
uses of com and grain sorghum
(grain, seed, ensilage).

Wednesday also is the final date
to request measurement service for
comn, cotton, grain sorghum, ACR,
CU, and etc. If you are not sure of
your acreages, you should request
measurement service.

We have mailed out appointment
cards to certify and/or request mea-
surement service. If you haven’t
received a card, you need to contact
this office and we will set up an
appointment for you.

sk

Remember that you must never
replant, plow, graze or otherwise
destroy a crop that has failed with-
out first measuring the crop, report-
ing the acreage to the ASCS office
and filing an application for disast-
er credit.

Approved failed acreage can be
replanted to the original crop or can
be planted to any other crop. Any
crop planted after failed row crops
will be considered as "ghost" acres
and will be ineligible for program
benefits. Grain sorghum planted be-
hind harvested wheat will be consi-
dered as grain sorghum, not "ghost"
acres.

Applications for disaster credit
may not be withdrawn after the
final certification date for the appli-
cable crop. This date is July 15 for
spring seeded crops.

e

Castro County has not been ap-
proved for emergency haying and
grazing of ACR and CU for Pay
acres for 1992. This means that
acreage reported as ACR and/or
CU for Pay is not eligible to be
hayed or grazed during the period
beginning June 1 through Oct. 31.

*

It is your responsibility to be
sure that weeds on ACR, CU for
Pay and CRP acres are controlled
in a timely manner. Failure to take
measures to control these weeds
could result in loss of program
benefits. Producers shouldn’t wait
until ASCS officials visit the farm
before taking measures to control
weeds.

£

Effective Aug. 1, a signature
requirement change will permit a
husband or wife to sign most farm
program documents on behalf of
each other for farm programs in
which either has an interest, unless
written notification denying a
spouse this authority has been pro-
vided to the county ASCS office.
The only exception to this rule is
that a power of attorney (ASCS-
211 or ASCS-211-1) not signed in
the presence of a county office
employee must be witnessed by a
notary public. ASCS and FCIC also
have adopted combination power of
attorney forms.

Signature requirements also have
been simplified. When a program
document shows the name of part-
nership, corporation and etc., the
person signing needs only to sign
his or her name and does not need
to add the capacity. Also payment
limitation forms (CCC-502s) have
been revised to provide for desig-
nating individuals who can sign on
behalf of corporations, limited part-
nerships and similar entities.

s

Following the farm operating
plan on file in the county office is
essential. Failure to follow these
plans will result in loss of all
program benefits for the year.

Joint operations formed by hus-
bands and wives must be handled
in the same manner as any other
joint operation and/or partnership.
This means that bills, settlement
sheets, payments received for crops
and livestock sold and other related
documents for these operations
must be in the name of the farming

operation. Many of these joint
operations have been formed in the
last two years and these rules apply
to each one of them.

If you are involved in a partner-
ship or joint operation be sure that
each party involved pays their
share of the expenses and receives
a proper share of the proceeds
when draws are taken. In no case
should any member of one of these
operations pay a bill for the joint
operation and/or partnership.

Contributions of labor or man-
agement that is performed by a
member of a partnership or joint
operation will be excluded when
determining significant contribu-
tions and commensurate shares for
the member if that member re-
ceives a guaranteed payment for
any part of the contribution. Draws
or advances for a member that have
an effect on the member’s share of
the joint operation or partnership or

proceeds from the operation are not
considered a guaranteed payment.
Guaranteed payments for labor an-
d/or management contributions by
a member could result in that mem-
ber of the farming operation not
being actively engaged in farming
and/or shares not being commen-
surate with claimed shares which
could result in the member being
ineligible for program benefits.

The 1992 crop loan rates for
Castro County are $2.20 per bushel
for wheat, $1.65 per bushel for
barley, 91 cents per bushel for oats,
$1.45 per bushel for rye, $1.97 per
bushel for corn and $3.15 per hun-
dredweight for grain sorghum.

Emergency loans for farmers,
ranchers or aquaculture operators
are available through the county
Farmers Home Administration
(FmHA) office. Applications for

production losses that occurred be-
tween Oct. 1 through Dec. 31.

FmHA loans covering actual
physical and production losses may
be used to replace installations,
equipment or buildings lost through
this disaster. Funds may be used to
buy feed, seed, fertilizer, livestock
or to meet interest and depreciation
payments on current real estate and
chattel debts. Funds may also be
used for essential operating and
living costs according to Dean San-
ders, county FmHA supervisor.

Crisis exemption is issued
for use of Capture on corn

The Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) has granted a speci-
fic exemption to the Texas Dept. of
Agriculture (TDA) for use of bifen-
thrin (Capture) on field com to
control mites.

The exemption was granted July
2 under the provisions of Section
18 of the Federal Insecticide, Fun-
gicide and Rodenticide Act, as
amended, and it will expire Sept.
15.

Carl King, executive director of
the Texas Corn Producers Board,
began receiving calls the first of the
week, and after placing numerous
telephone calls to Douglas Campt,
director of the Office of Pesticide
Programs at the Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) in Wash-
ington, D.C., the exemption finally
came through.

"Thanks to the cooperation of the
Texas Dept. of Agriculture in Aus-
tin, and the Environmental Protec-
tion Agency in Washington D.C.,
we received this exemption in time
to battle the mite and earworm
before it really becomes a serious
problem," said King.

"Although most areas of Texas
have had adequate moisture, a mite
problem could develop if we incur
hot, dry and windy conditions.
Capture also can be used to control
earworms," King said.

The specific exemption is subject
to the following conditions and
restrictions.

4 The Texas Dept. of Agricul-
ture is responsible for ensuring that
all provisions of this specific ex-
emption are met. It also is responsi-
ble for providing information in
accordance with 40 CFR 166.32.
This information must be submitted
to EPA headquarters through the
EPA regional office.

4 The product Capture 2EC,
Reg. No. 279-3069, manufactured
by FMC Corporation may be ap-
plicd. All applicable directions, re-
strictions and precautions on the
EPA-registered product Iabel must

Aerial applica-
tions under this exemption will
utilize a closed loading system (di-
rect pumping from drums) and
mixer/loaders must wear, at least
long sleeves, long pants and gloves.
Mechanical flaggers only may be
used. All applicable directions, re-
striction and precautions for chemi-
gation on the EPA-registered pro-
duct label must be followed.

4+ Emergency use of bifenthrin
may be initiated in those corn fields
that meet the economic threshhold
criteria for treatment, as set forth by
Dr. Tom Archer in the document
"Mite and Insect Management on
Corn." Prior to authorizing applica-
tions of bifenthrin in a particular
county, the Dept. of Agriculture of
official designees must confirm the
presence of the above emergency
situation in the county.

4 Growers with Low Energy
Precision Application (LEPA) che-
migation capabilities in place and
functional at the time of need may
not use bifenthrin under this ex-
emption.

4+ A 30-day pre-harvest interval
and crop rotation restriction will be
observed. Treated fields will not be
grazed prior to harvest. Straw de-
rived from wheat planted in com
fields treated with bifenthrin may
not be used for animal feed.

4+ A maximum of 450,000 acres
of field corn may be treated.

4+ A buffer zone of 500 feet will
be maintained between treated
fields and streams, ponds, lakes,
rivers, springs, swamps, bogs,
marshes or irrigation canals con-
taining water year round. Applica-
tions may not be made under this
exemption when wind speeds are
10 miles per hour or greater.

4 The use of bifenthrin is prohi-
bited in areas that may result in
exposure of endangered species to
bifenthrin. Prior to authorizing use
in a particular county, the Texas
Dept. of Agriculture will notify the
appropriate endangerd specied spe-
cialist of the US Fish and Wildlife
Service.

4 Combined residues of bifen-
thrin and its four - foot hydrozy
metabolite resulting from applica-
tions made in accordance with the
above are not expected to exceed
.05 ppm in or on corn grain, two
ppm in or on corn silage and 4 ppm
in or on corn fodder.

Combined residues of bifenthrin,
BP-acid and BP-alcohol are not
likely to exceed .02 ppm in milk, .2
ppm in milk fat, .1 ppm in meat,
and .5 ppm in meat fat.

This agency has determined that
these levels are adequate to protect
the public health. The Food and
Drug Administration, Dept. of
Health and Human Services and the
Food Service Inspection Service of
the US Dept. of Agriculture, have
been notified of this action. Analy-
tical methodology is available from
the Chemistry Branch, HED (H-
7509C), EPA, 401 M Street, SW,
Washington, DC 20460.

4 The EPA shall immediately be
informed of any adverse effects or
misuse resulting from application
of bifenthrin made in connection
with this specific exemption.

4+ A final report summarizing
the results of this program must be
submitted by March 15, 1993.

4+ This specific exemption ex-
pires Sept. 15, 1992.

4 Any future correspondence in
regard to this exemption should
refer to file symbol 92-TX-10.

Exemption granted for use of Tilt fungicide

Texas corn farmers were granted
a crisis exemption last Wednesday
by the Texas Dept. of Agriculture
(TDA) to use the fungicide Tilt for
control of Northern Corn Leaf
Blight and Southern Rust.

Carl King, executive director of
the Texas Com Producers Board
(TCPB) and TCPB assistant Harold
Bob Bennett toured infected fields
near Goliad and Beeville in South
Texas in early June.

"This exemption is good news
for the corn farmer and should give
the Coastal Bend farmers a little
relief from the leaf blight and rust
that has spread in that area," said
King.

Dr. Harold Kauffman, disease
plant pathologist from Lubbock,
was in the Panhandle last week and
found traces of the fungus in areas
around Springlake and Earth, and
in Castro County.

Northern Com Leaf Blight oc-
curs when the com is in its early
tasselling stage. Brown elliptical
lesions appear on leaves, usually
one to two inches in length.

TDA specifies use of Tilt as
follows:

4+ TDA authorizes use of propi-
conazale in food and feed grade
comn for control of Northern Com
Leaf Blight and Southern Rust.

4+ The product Tilt fungicide
(EPA Reg. No. 100-617) may be
used. All applicable restrictions,
directions and precautions on the
Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) registered label shall be fol-
lowed.

4 Tilt fungicide may be applied
at the rate of four fluid ounces per
acre in a minimum of 15 gallons of
water per acre when ground appli-
cation equipment is utilized or in a
minimum of five gallons of water
per acre when aerial application
equipment is utilized.

TDA also states that "within 15
days from issuance of this crisis
exemption, TDA wll make applica-
tion to the EPA for an emergency
specific exemption to authorize use
of Tilt fungicide for the above
noted purpose. This act will main-
tain the crisis exemption in effect
until EPA renders a decision on the
specific exemption application.
TDA will immediately notify ap-
propriate persons of any EPA deci-
sion affecting this crisis exemp-
tion."

King said that when the TCPB
office received the call from Dr.
Gary Odvody of the Texas A&M
Agricultural Experiment Station in
Corpus Christi and from Dr. Rich-
ard Fredericksen of College Station
which alerted King to the problem,

the TCPB representative went to
see Elvis Cozart of the Texas Dept.
of Agriculture in Austin to ask for
the crisis exemption on Tilt. Cozart
spent the weekend working on the
paperwork to get the exemption
approved.

"The Texas Corn Producers
Board appreciates the prompt atten-
tion that the Texas Dept. of Agri-
culture gave this matter. Commis-
sioner Rick Perry acted on this
exemption immediately and hope-
fully with the use of Tilt fungicide,
farmers can get this problem under
control soon,"” King said.

cold. And there’s no guarantee that
some of those groups won’t bring
suits at a later date," said Davis.

"Sure you can draw up a number
of different plans that are satisfac-
tory for today, but Bass continues
to push us to get a plan that will
have the least difference in those
percentages because what the
people don’t realize is statisticians
can come in a year or two from
now and say the minority popula-
tion has changed. Then they could
sue us again. So what we're trying
to do is adopt a plan, if possible,
that will be fair to everybody for a
period of 10 years. That way we
won’t have to do it again until the
next census.”

Because of the nature of the suit
against the county, if it is heard in
court, it will be heard by three
federal judges—not just one.

The three-judge panel that will
hear the county’s case, if it goes to
court, will include US District
Judges Mary Lou Robinson of
Amarillo and Sam Cummings of
Lubbock; and Fifth Circuit Judge
Sam Johnson of Austin.

"The interesting thing about hav-
ing a three-judge panel is that under
current law, either side appealing
the decision of the three - judge
court will send the case directly to
the US Supreme Court and not to
the Fifth Circuit Court," Davis said.

"Our position is that our plan
(redistricting) is still a valid plan,
but the only way we can get that
plan pre-cleared at this late date is
to go through the US District Court
of the District of Columbia," said
Davis.

He added that if the case was to
be tried in the District of Columbia,
costs of the litigation would "in-
crease dramatically.”

"We discussed the possibility of
filing suit and going into the US
District Court of the District of
Columbia. We could spend a lot of
money doing this—we’d have to
send Bass and possibly other attor-
neys to the District of Columbia
and we'd have to pay experts to go
there and testify on behalf of our
statistics. And it’s still possible that
we might not wind up a bit better
off than we are today," Davis said.

Davis said several different op-
tions and strategies were studied at
last Thursday’s meeting.

"Bass outlined the pros and cons
of going to the Supreme Court
system, different courts or trying to
go into the district court of the
District of Columbia," he said.

According to Davis, Bass also
has talked to Rios about trying to
adopt an interim plan which would
be more acceptable to all parties.
Bass also said he has heard com-
ments from at least one of the
federal judges, that they (judges)
"would like to see these cases set-
tled if at all possible."

"And Bass said he always takes

comments like that very seriously.
He did mention that he does intend
—as part of the strategy in these
suits — to file suit under the
Freedom of Information Act. That’s
one way the US Justice Dept. can
be drawn into these suits, if neces-
sary," Davis said.

He said that the county did not
plan to start over and draw a com-
pletely new redistricting plan from
scratch.

"What we're going to do is take
the plan that’s already been submit-
ted and make small changes that
will be acceptable to both sides.
This way we’ll leave the incum-
bents, and people who’ve been
nominated in various offices, in
place for the general election. We
recognize that we might have to
start over completely and take some
kind of a plan that would be pro-
posed by the plaintiffs, but by the
time we study their supporting data
and go through all the processes
again, Bass thinks we may not have
the suit settled this year (in time for
the general election) without creat-
ing a lot more confusion," Davis
said.

At last Thursday’s meeting, Bass
said he would attempt to settle the
county’s suit if commissioners
would give him the okay to do that
along the same lines that he had
told people he would require for
settlement (of a suit) in Gaines
County. That means that any settle-
ment would have to include a pro-
vision that the 1992 primary elec-
tions be allowed to stand and that
the elections will not be changed or
altered, according to Davis.

"We may get into a dangerous
area if we start negotiation settle-
ments between now and August
because we may or may not get the
suit settled in time for the general
election, If the other side’s willing
to settle, we’ve got a few weeks left
to work on it. If they don’t, we’ll
use Aug. 1 as a self - imposed
deadline where we’d have to make
a decision on whether or not to take
the case to the district court of the
District of Columbia," said Davis.

And we’re short two
deputies.

"We have three field deputies
and they will be covering the whole
county. They will have to put in
some overtime because we are
short-handed right now."

But the new sheriff says he
doesn’t want to "jump in and fill
the vacant spots now, just to get the
department’s strength back up.

"I want to get good, qualified

people to fill these vacancies," Fitz-

gearld said. "We will set up an
interview board which we haven’t
had in the past. This board will
make the recommendations and it
will fall back on me to make the
final decision."

The interview board will include
members of the sheriff’s depart-
ment and one outsider—possibly
someone who works in the court-
house, but who is not connected
with the sheriff’s department, ac-
cording to Fitzgearld.

Commissioners meet
with highway reps

Castro County Commissioners
Vincent Guggemos of Pct. 4 and
Jeff Robertson of Pct. 3 met recent-
ly with representatives of the Texas
Dept. of Highways and Public
Transportation.

Robertson said Bobby Temple-
ton of the state highway office in
Austin came to Dimmitt on June 30
and examined the condition of US
385 between Dimmitt and Here-
ford. Templeton was accompanied
by an engineer.

Robertson said he and Gugge-
mos also visited the state office on
June 26, and also met with an aide
from State Rep. Pete Laney’s of-
fice.

Robertson reported that William
Pope and an engineer, both from
the Lubbock District office of the
highway department, also came on
June 30.

"Pope told us the road will be
seal-coated this year," Robertson
said, adding that Pope said it will
be next year or the year after that
before it will be black-topped.

"We can’t let them blackmail us
with that," Collins said. "Our terms
are NOT unreasonable.”

The US Justice Department sta-
ted that the lines drawn by the
commissioners would not be accep-
table. When the commissioners
were informed of the Justice De-
partment’s decision, the board deci-
ded to keep Bob Bass, an Austin
attorney, to object to the US Justice
Department at an expense to the
taxpayers.

This is the same attorney whose
firm has been paid thousands to
draw the redistricting lines. The
plan was rejected.

Should the county decide to
pursue with a suit against the Uni-
ted States of America, it could cost
the taxpayers of Castro County up
to $1.5 million or more. If the
commissioners feel so strongly
about their plan, let them use their
own personal funds.

In the meeting, Commissioner
Jeff Robertson stated that "Our
lawyer (Bob Bass) told us that I
(Larry Gonzales) drew up a plan
and it was my (Larry’s) plan.”

I didn’t draw any map, and that
is when the word "liar" was used.

Commissioner Robertson pro-
duced a statement from Bass detail-
ing the plans. In the newspaper it
was worded as if he produced this
statement in the meeting.
