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City will consider WIFI proposal at next meeting 
The Dimmitt City Council had to 

re-schedule its regular Monday 
meeting for two weeks until, Aug. 
28, at 6:30 p.m., because notice of 
the meeting wasn't posted on time, 
according to Mayor Wayne Col-
lins. 

The only matter on the agenda 
was to hear a presentation from 
Marty Hale of Blue Moon Solu-
tions and to consider whether or 
not to agree to negotiations 
between the city and Blue Moon. 

Last month a representative  

from Blue Moon talked to the 
council about the benefits that 
would come from letting Blue 
Moon seek subscribers in Dimmitt. 
WIFI offers a broad-band service 
that would include local and free 
long-distance calls, wireless 
Internet hookups and limitless 
television packages. 

In essence, the Blue Moon 
representative said if their com-
pany could find 100 subscribers to 
pay $99 a month for its services, it 
would be financially feasible to  

come into this area. In,addition, the 
company said it would provide 
police, emergency personnel and 
Dimmitt School with the service as 
part of their commitment to being 
locally involved. 

Although few council members 
have spoken publicly about Blue 
Moon, one source said some 
members have a philosophical 
problem with the city going into a 
venture that would make the city 
money. 

However, Mayor Wayne Collins  

pointed out that over the past two 
decades, after local ownership of 
the cable company was gone, there 
have been a number of problems 
with the quality, pricing and lack 
of response to complaints from the 
various cable companies that 
residents in the city were required 
to use IF they wanted cable. 

"We haven't been able to exert 
any influence over those compa-
nies, basically because Congress 
took that authority away from us" . 
he said. "By contracting with Blue  

Moon, the city would have control 
over rates, quality of content' and 
level of service. Plus the city would 
share in the revenue that would 
enable us to provide services at a 
lower cost." 

The city already gets money 
from cable, phone, electrical 
power and gas because it collects a 
franchise fee for the use of city 
streets and alleyways. 

"It seems to me that if we get 
some competition in here, it's

Man killed in fall from grain elevator 
Owen Dale Ewing, 40, of New Kirk, 

Okla., died after a fall from a grain 
elevator at DeBruce Grain Inc. in 
Dimmitt, on Friday morning, confirmed 
Police Chief Ray Aleman this week. 

"Everyone responded to the call, 
including assistant Police Chief Santos 
Perez, fire vehicles and EMTs," he said. 
"Judge (Tana) Young was also on the 

scene to pronounce the 'man dead." 
Police reported to the scene after receiving 

a call at 8:44 a.m.on Friday, Aleman said. 
"I guess he just slipped," Perez said. "He 

fell approximately 130 feet." 
Young also ordered an autopsy - the results 

are pending. Ewing was a contract roofer 
worker out of Oklahoma, Perez said, noting 
that "no one saw him fall." 

After serving several generations 
Harman's will close Aug. 31 

"Right on the corner, 
right On the price" has 
been Harman's Dept. 
Store's motto for the last 
53 years. The "mom and 
pop" store opened its doors 
in May, 1953, and has 
been supplying the needs 
for Castro County and 
surrounding areas since. If 
it was dry goods, house-
dresses, suits or shoes -
Harman's has had it at one 
time or another. 

The store began in a 25-
foot storefront that has 
expanded to 150 feet, 
including two stockrooms 
and extending from Broad-
way to the alley. The store 
was opened by S.L. 
Harman, Bill's dad, be-
cause Dimmitt was in need 
of a general mercantile  

store that would have 
everything you would 
need. The store branched 
off from Harman's in 
Hereford that was operated 
by Bill's brother, S.L. 
Harman Jr. (Pick) and his 
wife, Mary. The store 
carried luggage, sheets, - 
towels, material (all dry 
good supplies); if you 
needed it - Harman's had 
it. 

Bill and his dad operated 
the Dimmitt Harman's until 
S.L. retired. Bill and his 
wife, Paula, were then sole 
owners and employed on 
the average of six full-time 
employees. One of those 
employees was Wade 
Maynard, owner of Auto's 
Unlimited. Bill's son, Billy, 
began working at the store  

during summer vacations 
in 1967. Dana Harman 
Nelson, Bill's daughter, 
also spent her summer 
vacations working in 
family business. 

Bill and Paula's daugh-
ters are Jo Holt and her 
husband, Bill, who live in 
Amarillo, Linda McLain 
lives in Hart; and Dana 
Nelson and her husband, 
Vic, live in Dimmitt. Bill 
and Paula's son, Billy and 
his wife Carolyn, live in 
Dimmitt. The Harmans 
have been blessed with 
nine grandchildren and 
seven great-grandchildren. 

Do you remember the 
"white elephant sale?" That 
one will probably age 
some of you - but it is an

odd-and-ends sale. If you have only one left of an item, 
an odd size or a discontinued item - these were put in the 
sale. 

Also, another type of sale that Harman's had was a 
"white sale" - this was a linen and towel sale that also 
included sheets, pillows, luggage, etc., anything but 
clothes. 

Harman's usually had this type of sale once a year. 
Ladies of the community would be standing in line for 
Bill and his employees to unlock the door, when these 
sales were given. 

Harman's gave out Bucceneer & S&H Green Stamps as 
a "customer appreciation gift" with each purchase. Those 
stamps could then be redeemed from a stamp store for 
home decor items. 

Getting stamps and sticking them in a redemption 
booklet was a chore for many pre-teen ladies. 

Changes happen in every town - Dimmitt is no excep-
tion. Harman's and the other stores in Dimmitt always 
anticipated the holidays. 

Everyday holidays were a big event for Harman's -
Valentine's Day, Mother's Day and Father's Day were 
special days to purchase items for your loved ones. 

Bill would always employ extra help for those days. 
Easter was a BIG DAY - the ladies and girls had to have 
new dresses, shoes and hats and the men and boys had to 
have new suits. 

The "Easter finery" was worn on Easter Sunday to 
church and the following Sundays. 

Of course, Christmas was the BIG EVENT. 
Shopping would start the day after Thanksgiving and 

business would be booming from 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. As 
long as customers were shopping, Harman's would be 
open. 

Plans at Harman's always included plenty of help on 
Saturdays. 

Usually five to six employees would be at the store 
until 10 p.m. because everyone would get paid on 
Saturdays so they made their "weekly trip" to town. 

In the 60s and 70s, Dimmitt had a lot of migrants 
working in the fields, so this was their time to shop also. 

Another change that the store in Dimmitt saw was the 
way you purchased merchandise for your store. 

In the years 1960-1970, salesmen from the different 
merchandise companies would come to your store to 
show their wares. 

Bill and Billy would decide what would sell in 
Dimmitt, then place their order. 

Of course, fall merchandise would be purchased or 
ordered in the spring; and summer and spring merchan-
dise would be ordered in the fall. Of course, now all of 
the orders are placed through the computers or over the 
phone. 

Harman's has changed since 1953. 

As the styles and needs have changed, so did 
Harman's. Western wear was a big thing in the 1960s 
when stock shows required hat, jeans, boots and white 
shirts. Stanley Henderson, brother of the late Carl and 
Bill Henderson, noted that he would get everything he 
needed in one store - Harman's. Western wear is still the  

basis for sales in Harman's. Again, styles have changed 
from the X-toe (sharp points) boot to the round toe and 
now the U-toe. Heels on the boots also changed, from 
walking heel and riding-heel (for those cowboys who did 
a lot of horse riding). Now the big seller is Ropers and/or 
work boots. Years ago, everyone worked on a farm, so 
everyone needed irrigation boots - from the little boys 
that would follow in the steps of their dad to the big boys 
who followed in the steps of their dad. With the new 
technology of the irrigation.  systems that are used now, 
irrigation boots are used at the beginning of the watering 
season when the farmer is servicing the system. 

On the ladies side of the store, changes also occurred.

A. As a general rule, rain 
checks are a courtesy 
that the store extends to 
its customers not a legal 
requirement. A store must 
have a reasonable number 
of items for sale to meet 
anticipated demand, but 
when it runs Out has no 
obligation to give a rain 
check. Of coisse, if the 
advertisement indicated 
how many would be 
available or stated quantity 
limited, the store must only 
comply with the ad.

television. It cost 
almost $2,000. Can I 
sue in small claims 
court to get it back? 

A. Yes and no. You can 
sue in small claims court 
only for monetary relief. 
In other words, you 
cannot sue to have the 
court order your friend to 
return the television, but 
you can sue for what it 
will cost to replace. You 
won't get back that 
particular television, but 
you may recover funds 
sufficient to buy a  

replacement. 

Q. My apartment was 
recently flooded from a 
water leak in the 
apartment above mine. 
The landlord paid to 
have the rugs cleaned. I 
asked him to pay for the 
cost of cleaning my 
furniture and he 
refused. He said that 
either the upstairs 
tenant or I would have 
to pay. It is his 
apartment, why isn't he 
responsible? 

A. Just because the 
landlord owns the 
apartment does not mean 
he is responsible for any 
damage that occurs. 
Basically, a landlord is 
responsible only for 
damage that either is 
caused by his breach of 
the lease or his 
negligence. A landlord is 
not liable for damage 
caused by an accident, 
another person's 
negligence, or act of God. 
That is why all tenants are 
encouraged to obtain 
renter's insurance. 

For example, if the 
landlord knows about a 
faulty pipe and does not 
take reasonable steps to 
repair it, or does not 
properly maintain the 
plumbing, he may be liable 
for any damage that 
results when a pipe leaks.

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Area schools lunch policy 
Area schools today announced their policy for providing free and reduced price meals 

for children served under the national School Lunch Program.  and School Breakfast 
Program. Each school has a copy of the policy which may be reviewed by any interested 
party. 

The household size and income criteria identified below will be used to determine 
eligibility for free and reduced price benefits. Children from households whose income is 
at or below the levels shown are eligible for free or reduced price meals. Foster children 
who are the legal responsibility of a welfare agency or court may also be eligible for benefits 
regardless of the income of the household with whom they reside. Eligibility for the foster 
child is based on the child's income. 

Application forms are being distributed to all households with a letter informing 
households of the availability of free and reduced price meals for their children. 
Applications also are available at the principal's office in each school. To apply for free 
and reduced price meals, households must fill out the applications and return it to the school. 
Applications may be submitted anytime during the school year. The information 
households provide on the application will be used for the purpose of determining eligibility 
and verification of data. Application may be verified by the_ school officials at any time 
during the school year. 

For school officials to determine eligibility for free and reduced price benefits, 
households• receiving food stamps or Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) 
only have to list their child's name and food stamp or TANF case number. An adult 
household member must sign the application. 

Households that do not list a food stamp or TANF case number must list the names of all 
household members, the amount and source of the income received by each household 
member, and the Social Security number of the adult household member who signs the 
application. If the adult who signs the application does not have a Social Security number, 
the household member must indicate that a Social Security number is not available by 
writing the word "None", "No Number", or some indication that the person does not have 
a Social Security number. An adult household member must sign the application. 

Under the provisions of the free and reduced price meal policy, the food service director 
will review applications and determine eligibility. Parents or guardians dissatisfied with the 
ruling of the official may wish to discuss the decision with the reviewing official on an

House dresses were 
replaced by four-piece 
ensembles when more 
and more ladies joined 
the work force. "Center 
Stage" was the brand 
everyone wanted because 
it included pants, jacket, 
skirt and blouse. Sweaters 
were a "hot item" was 
well as gowns, bras and 
pantyhose. Shoes (high-
heeled for dress and flats 
for casual) were pur-
chased and sold by the 
case. For the latest 
fashion in footwear, you 
could depend on 
Harman's to have it. 

Changes happen even 
in the large cities. For 
instance, when our 
merchandise suppliers 
sold to apother company 
or they closed their 
business, it was hard to 
find another company to 
supply our needs at a 
reasonable price. 
Harman's had a reputa-
tion for having quality 
merchandise at a fair 
price. 

Harman's diversified in 
1995 by adding tuxedo 
rentals to their store. We 
furnished the tuxedos for 
the Dimmitt, Hart and 
Nazareth proms. Some of 
these young men re-
peated for their next 
prom or for their wed-
dings. Since a young 
many could come in to 
get sized and pick out a 
tux, he saved time and 
money. 

Wedding and 
quincernias were also big 
events for tuxedos. 

Harman's also ran the 
Classic Cable Community 
Channel limn 1996-2001 
until Classic Cable sold to 
Cebridge and the ads 
went digital. 

Changes happen - this 
"mom and pop" store -
one of the last of its kind 
- will close its doors for 
the final time on Aug. 31, 
2006. 

For 53 years, 
Harman's has been ready 
to purchase ad space for 
the county schools 
yearbooks, donated to 
their .drug-free parties, 
donated to their buyers' 
clubs, printed signs for 
their student athletes and 
supported their band an 
technology programs. 

The store has seen and 
• been through a lot of 

changes in the last 53 
years - seen people move 
in and move out; seen 
babies born, grow up and 
farm their parents' land 
or purchase land of their 
own; seen businesses 
open and close. This is 
the end of a legacy. 
"Right on the corner, 
right on the price" -
hopefully, will be pleas-
ant memory for the 
communities of Dimmitt, 
Hart and Nazareth. 
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
