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HOMELESS CHILDREN.
A  highly meritorious measure 

DOW before tne present L egisla­
ture is the proposition to estab­
lish an Industrial Training and 

' Reform School for the helpless, 
parentless boys and girls of this 
State, between the ages of eight 
and sixteen years.

The bill contemplates the se 
lection o^« site for the school 
through the competition of 
towns, asks the appointment! of 
commissioners ^or this purpose 

' and provides tor an appropria­
tion pf | 10(X) with which to meet 
the expenses of making the 
choice. It further provides that 
the, cost of Site," which must con­
tain hot le'ss than 500 ^cres, 
shall not exceed $15,000, 
that the buildings.'  and other 
equipments erected thereon 
shj|li nut exceed 1n cost the sum 
of $40,000. For the esta b lish  

_ jo e n t of the school $65,000 ^  
asked for in all to beriTVailable 
out of the revenues of 1906, ex 
cept the first thousand named 
which is to be available this 

• year. The institution when es- 
. tablished is to be under control 

of the State, and of course kept 
up by taxation as is the State 
University, etc.

T o briefly state the case the 
^object of this legislation is to 

furnish a home with common 
'  school education and proper 

training for manual labor, to the 
deserted, homeless, ^lelpless lit 
tie  white w aifs of Tekas; to |ee< 
them, to clothe them anil to 
teach,'them the w ays of honest 
labor until arriving at an age 
when they can-shift for. them­
selves. Truly, if any class need 
legislation and ought by all 
means to have it, it is the poor 
helpless orphans of oiir country.

The News is not lost to the 
fact that a great deal a f work 
along the line of caring for the 
homeless little  ones, is done by 
the churches and outside benev­
olent institutions, but they don’t 
and in the very nature pf things 
can’t ey e  for all of them. A ll 
over this great State of ours to ­
day, are t many homeless little 
w aifs, and they should at the 
public expense be furnished 
refuge' from destitution and the 
road to cringe.

Aside from the benevolent 
features o f this proposed meas­
ure, which surely within them 
selves, would appeal to all but 
the most callous heart, there is 
another way to look at it; it is 
good policy, it w ill rather save 
money to the State than add to 
the.burdens of government. The 
News can make this statement 
authorifivery, because o ver halt 
of the prisoners in the State to­
day-are out of the class of ch il­
dren who, abandoned in their 
tender years, drifted easily and 
naturally in the paths of vice 
and crime. ^
