Amid It all the explosives coutaiued 
in the magazines^* which were hoisted 
Into the air, liad their fuses Ignited aud 
fiew in all directfons, burling down 
fragments of iron’ upon' the. crowds 
and semilug lire Indiscriminately upon’ 
dwelling, store and sanctuary. Tlie 
Confederate troops were all otherwise 
engaged, aud the |M>llce were powerless.

The bridges by which the Confederate 
troops were to evacuate the city w’ere 
stocked with barrels of tar and pine 
knots, and these were fired at duyliglit 
Just as the troops of Weltzel ap|>eareil 
befoCie tbe works. No Conf^erate.^ 
were In sight. Tbe road between the 
bniied' torfiedoes was marked odf by 
fiags, aud the army moved ini wltfiout
tbe loss of a man or the firing of a gun. 
Tlie (!oiife«lerute navy lying in James 
river and comq^^anded by Admiral. 
8euimes, of Alabama notoriety, was de­
stroyed by blowing up tbe vessels. 
8eumies aud bis saiJora were foruied 
Into a provisiuual brigade and sent to 
pauville, !thc new capital that was to 
be. '

Childress Post from the attor­
ney general 'y office puts to rest 
all doubts regarding ’ county 
primaries. In the letter setting 
at rest this question the office 
assistant Attorney G e n e r a l

Claude Pollard say*: ‘4 t is 
manditory upon the Democratic 
party in this state to hold pri­
mary elections for c o u n t y  
officers.”

To corpmehtihg* upon thTs rul­
ing « f  the attorney general the 
Post says;

“ As a result of this investiga­
tion, taken togtrther, ynth the 
opinions of the attorney gener­
al’s office and Judge Terrell, the 
Post is compelled to admit "that 
the Democratic party must hold 
a primary accordinj^ to the law 
in each and eyejy*county of the 
state or disrupt the party in 
every county not so doing.

“There is no way of having a 
voice in the democratic nomina­
tion, of district and state officers 
except through the primary, 
and in the primary the Demo­
cratic county executive com­
mittee must also be selected. 
80, if no ‘Democratic primary is 
held in a county that county 
has no voice in district or state 
officefs and has no official party 
organisation.

“ The law plainly says that 
all expenses ot the primary 
election must be borne by the 
candidates .for county ,offices, 
-and- each iumu-s t pa y -  
share before hjs name is 
placed upon the b a l l o t .  
The district candidates can be 
made to pay something toward 
these expenses if the county ex 
ecutive committee so orders, 
but in no case can they be 
called upon to pay more than 
one dollar each.
