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I have finished my round of 
visits to the public schoo^ and 
wish to make a few observations 
as to their condition and suggest 
some needed improvement. *

I am happy to say that on an 
average'^w.e have an efficient, hon­
est and con^ientious class of 
teachers in the county who seem 
to be doing the best they can un­
der the circumstances.

The children, too, are bright, 
active and intelligent.

I notice a marked upward ten­
dency on the part of the teach­
ers as to methods, more espe­
cially M to those V^o have had 
the behcfit of Normal training, 
and I would urge upon all our 
teachers tlm importance of at­
tending ou rotate Normal schools.

The salaries of _.the teachers 
are reasonably remunerative—in 
fact there * is more liberality in 
using the funds in this resi)ect 
than in needed improvements. 
Not that the teachers are paid too 
much—for they are not—but that 
not enough attention is paid to 
the school house and grounds.
I know that heretofore our funds 
have been small and trustees and 
patrohs have been interested in 
trying to get all the teaching 
possible out of them.

But with uncomfortable hous­
es and particularly no apparatus 
or conveniences the money spent 
for teaching is la j^ ly jp ^ t^ -i

-*Rxen have "not done our 
best in the way of raising funds. 
Several districts in the county 
levy less school taxes than the 
law allows.

Several of the school houses 
are a reproach to the districts, to 
say nothing of inferior furniture, 
small worthless stoves, black­
boards, etc.

It is surprising that children 
leaving snug and comfortable 
homes with paperhd walls, adorn­
ed with pictures, should be re­
pulsed by an unceiled and dilapi­
dated old building where they 
spend the day shivering around 
an old cracked “ Bachelor”  stoVe 
impatiently waiting to be releas- 

« ed to return to comfortable fire­
sides. I do not call attention to 
this so much to criticise present 
conditions as to inspire an ambi­
tion to improve them. Let ns 
start a cru a d e  for better school 
buildings. Let us ceil every 
school room and paint the ceil­
ing. L et us ^
charts and a globe, good large 
i i e t e  and plenty of blackbou^

with heavy steel screens., wnerp 
the buildings are not painted 
outside they should be.

Those districts which levy but 
15c should at once petition the 
commissioners’ court for an elec­
tion to raise it to 20c.

Of course these things cost 
money, so does any good thing. 
Besides the efliciency of the 
school and the money paid teach- i 
ers is largely hampered and 
wasted on account of the condi­
tions I have mentioned.

M.v former home was in the 
mack land district of Tex^s in 
Dallas county. It was consid­
ered one of the best farming 
imrts of the state. My si^ecial 
crops there were corn, oats and 
ivheat. L came to Hereford six 
years ago and have JjeeiL.farm 

take the Mme imins 
cultivating my crops here as I 
did there and I always make as 
much to the acre on the average. 
After the Ibnd has been broken 
two years I have no trouble rais­
ing as much corn to the acre 
hdre as I did in Dallas County. 
Prom my last crop of corn, I 
sold ten acres that weighed out 
50 bushels per acre and forty 
acres that weighed 40 bushels 
per acre. I have never raised 
any dorn hei*e that made less 
than 25 bushels i)er acre. I also 
think from my experience here 
in growing wheat.thal this coun­
try is well adapted to that crop. 
Last year my wheat which was 
already joinb^ was froaen down 
the last day of April, yet it suc­
cored out and made 804 bushels 
from 50 acres. I consider it 
should have made 25 .or 80 bush­
els per acre but for the late 
freeae.

The law requires the assessorN^ 
to obtain this information from 
every citizen, so be ready with 
the answers when he comes to 
you.

Some couniie.s are claim­
ing to assess at full market value 
while others are .said to be as- 
.sessing at one-half that. Tarrant 
asserts that she is of the first 
named, taking all manner cf 
property at one hundred cent® 
on tlie dollar o f  its market value, 
and Dallas county is among those' 
accused of taking it at just half 
of that amount.

It may well be Said that aU 
Texas is  affected more or less 
and if one portion more than an­
other it 'is  North Texas, where 
the taxyiayers are holding public 
meetings and resolutjng. Tlie 
substan<% of these resolutions is 
about the same and in the follow­
ing, given to the Dallas News 
from Hebron, Denton county, we 
have the eh tire song of< the fa­
mous black land belt of the Stater

Resolved, Tliat the actual cash 
value of oUriarm  lands should 
be determined by the net returns 
from said lands (one y ^ r  with 
another), or by what they would 
bring if sold under hammer, rath­
er than by fluctuating and siiecU- 
lative values* also be it

Resolved, That there are at least 
four different grades of land in 
Denton county, $20, $10 and
$5, being a reasonab!3- fair and 
uniform value for each grade, 
respectively.

The first proposition is entire­
ly too thin for argumeht.

The second, as to the * f̂air”  
value of Denton county’s land, is 
ridiculous when c o m r e d  to%he 
prices at which such lands are 
put ujxm the market. ’ *

The truth of the whole matter 
is that the rich lands >f C-entral 
a,nd North Texas have escaped 
their-just proportion of the bur­
dens of taxation so long that to 
“ whack up’ ’ with the balance of 
the State don't suit them a little 
bit. If it be^ cepted , however, 
that $20 j)er acre is a ‘/fair value 
for the best farms of Denton 
county, Panhandle lands  ̂are al­
ready assessed too high. ,

The News does not‘see in this 
full rendition law near what its 
friends claim for it, but if it must 
come it desires' to see the 'Pan­
handle get a square deal.

J. T. Holland, of south of the 
canyon in Armstrong county, in 
town last week, said that he and 
his nubors situated like him eith­
er wanted a new comity carved 
Out of Arin.stroug, Randall, 
Swisher and Briscoe or else they 
desired' to be -attached to either 
Randall or S wi.sher county. Tliej’ 
pTief6tred,a new county, ’ he said, 
but failing, in this they desired 
to "be annexed. The.se jieople,

The 
annexation proptisition, however, 
is different as only the con.sent of 
the two'''counties concerned is re­
quired to assure success.
