There
is a reason for this and it is
found ir the fact that no portion
excels our country in percentage
of tillable land, fine climate and
variety ‘of products. You will
have to hurry if you get any of
the land here at anything like
the present prices.

Why don’t farmers plant more
trees? Nearly every one of them
have more land than they can
cultivate in field erops, and there
are waste places that do not pro-
duce a profitable crop of grass.
The rapidity with which black
locusts, catalpas, Russian mul-
berries and Osage oranges grow
into posts when given half a
chance anywhere should lead to
a more extended planting of
these trees. Five to ten acres,
properly planted to those trees,
will, on an average of ten years,
return a greater. net revenue
than any other crop which cani
be grown. Begin now to pre-
pare the land and to locate the
trees which you will plant during
the winter when the land is in
shape for working. Make up
your mind what you want and
buy it. The only trouble seems
to be that the tree crop can't be
harvested and sold for money
next fall, Itis acrop in the na-
(ture of a permanent improve-
ment constantly increasing in
value. And that doesn’t seem to
appeal toad many land holders
as it-should.
