Advieo hu beon roooind in
this city this week that the De-
partment of Patents at Washing-
ton had granted to Robert J.
Steen of this city a patent upon
an attachment as a feeder for a
feed grinding machine.

' Hitherto the machines which
have been in use for the grinding
of milo and Kafiir corn have not
been able to do the large amount
of work that it was thought thst
they ought to be-able to doon
account of the fact that thes eval..
uable feed stuffs grow in: ‘dose
heads and therefore- d0 not feed
fast into the~machines, Mr.

Steen has had a large experience
in grinding feedstuffs and there-

fore was cognizant of the fact
that something ought to be done
in order to secure greater results
and he therefore started out to
make some_sort of improvement
which resulted in his patent.

Without going into the general
and specific description of thel..
patent the attachment is one that
automatically forces the heads of
the feed down into the hopper so
that the grinders take hold of
them more rapidly. It is auto-
matic in its work- and when the
heads are placed in the machine
they are pushed down until they
are bound to grind.

It is said that one of the mem-
bers of a large concern which
makes these grinding machines
has offered Mr. Steen a large
royalty upon these attachments
as sopn as his patent was issued,
provided that his company could
secure ‘tho exclusive use of the
patent, ‘therefore proving that
they think the invention a very
valuable one.

Panhandle Hogs.

During the past year the out-
put of hogs in the Panhandle has
increased 400 per cent. It isthe
great new field for the hog in-
dustry in this state. In East
Texas, where hogs were grown
at one.time, the farmers have
turned to fruit and truck grow-
ing.

There is a reason for the re-
markable development of the hog
industry in the Panhandle. The
farmers are raising milo maize,
Kaffir corn, alfalfa and other,
cheap feed for hogs. At pres-
ent prices, hog-raising is profita-
ble, even if the animals” are fed
50-cent corn. But the big re-
ward comes to the man who
provides Burmuda, wheat or
alfalfa pasturage for his hogs.

Panhandle farmers have learn-
ed this lesson from their neigh-
bors on the north, and will soon
be rivaling their teachers in this
great branch of the producer’s
business.—Fort Worth Star.
