when there is a heavy rain.

Other council members men-
tioned other problem spots as well,
including Western Circle Drive and
the intersection of Front and Bel-
sher Streets. Beghtel recommended
cutting down the high spots and
then patching any rough spots. He
added that summer would probably
be the best time to attempt it when
the pavement would be more work-
able.

Sheffy suggested that City Man-
ager Reeford Burrous work up a list
of some of the worst spots needing
work, and then possibly look at
taking bids on the work.

Another agenda item was ap-
proving the ordinance for annexa-
tion of the MW Carrot property
east of town into the city limits.
The first reading of the ordinance
was approved, but a second reading
must be approved before the ordin-
ance is final.

Burrous said he had been ap-
proached by Coby Gilbreath about
annexing his property, west of
town, into the city. City Attorney
Jack Edwards advised that the
property is too far from the esta-
blished city limit and intervening
properties also would have to be
annexed.

Burrous reported to the council
that the oxygen content in the ef-
fluent from the city sewer plant
needs to be increased. He said an
inspector recommended installing a
pump to aerate the water. Burrous
estimated the cost at $2,000.

Burrous told the council that the

s!tuation is still uncertain for the
city landfill operation, but he added
that all options are being explored.

He said the Texas Water Com-
mission will take over regulation of
the landfill in March, and he added
that the commission appears to be
more willing to work with small
towns on maintaining a landfill
than was its predecessor, the State
Health Dept.

Burrous said it would not take
over 60 days for Dimmitt to up-
grade its landfill operation to a
Class 1 if permission is granted for
a city the size of Dimmitt. He also
told the council that the landfill
could be transformed into a transfer
station for surrounding commu-
nities if necessary.

"We're in about the best position
we can be in for the landfill,"
Mayor Wayne Collins said. He
added that all options are open so
that the best decision can be made
for Dimmitt.

Burrous reported on the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Dept. grant for
development of a park on the south
edge of town encompassing the
playa lake there.

Collins said more would be dis-
cussed about the project at the Feb.
17 meeting of the council. He re-
marked that the city had good help
from the Panhandle Regional Plan-
ning Commission in preparing the
grant application, which was rated
number one by the TPWD.

Almost half of the estimated 10
million Americans with diabetes
are unaware they have the disease,
yet something as simple as a com-
prehensive eye examination could
help diagnose it and reduce the risk
of sight-threatening, diabetes-rela-
ted eye disorders, according to the
Better Vision Institute.

Diabetes is a condition which
impairs the body’s ability to use
and store sugar and it damages
blood vessels and nerves. It affects
almost every part of the body.
Because the blood vessels in the
cye are the most fragil of all, the
eyes may be the first organ da-
maged by diabetes. Therefore, the
eye care professional often may be
the first to diagnose diabetes even
before there are any other symp-
toms.

"Diabetes is the leading cause of
blindness among people between
the ages of 20 and 74," said Dr.
Stanley B. Teplick, a New York
opthamologist and a Better Vision
Institute advisory council member.

Diabetes has other ill effects on
the eye. It contributes to glaucoma
(excessive pressure in the eye that
can lead to blindness) and cataracts
(clouding of the eyes lenses). Com-
plications from diabetes also can
cause changes in nearsightedness
and farsightedness, and bring on
premature presbyopia (the ability to
focus on close objects, known as
"aging eyes).

While the Bobbies were beating
Muleshoe without their top scorer
Tuesday night, Tulia’s Lady Hor-
nets virtually locked up the District
2-AAA championship for the Dim-
mitt girls by toppling Friona at
Tulia.

The Bobbies — who already
owned the first-half title with a 5-0
mark — are now the only team
undefeated in the second half of the
district race.

Friona’s long-shooting Squaws
are giving Bobbies Coach Richard
Wood the jitters. The Bobbies had
to rely on late-game free throws to
turn back the Squaws, 5044, in
their first-half game here Jan. 28.

"I'm not sure we can beat them
at Friona," Wood said after that
game.

Hart farmer discusses ag
problems at TFU convention

"All of rural America is in seri-
ous economic and social condi-
tion."

That’s according to Doug Hig-
gins of Hart, who recently attended
the annual meeting of the Texas
Farmers Union.

"We're following the same path
we’ve been on since 1980—banks
and hospitals close and school dis-
tricts can’t collect taxes. The prices
farmers receive are too low and
rural America is fading away,"
Higgins said.

"While rural America is dying,
we still see the big corporations in
the food chain showing a profit.
Apparently our farm programs are
designed for the corporate farmers
and not the family farmers. That’s
why we have a program of over
supply and low prices for commo-
dities. The taxpayers end up paying
for this program mismangement.
But for some reasons we can’t get
this point across to Congress," Hig-
gins continued.

Higgins and other Texas farmers
share the opinion that the world
marketplace impacts the food bills
for both producers and consumers,
yet changes in American policies
can improve the national economy
and stimulate overseas trade.

H.R. Pruett of Slidell, a dairy
and wheat farmer, said "It’s time
we quit telling the rest of the world
how to live and run their lives. We
need to focus on our own problems.
Most of us are not beyond helping
our neighbor, but we’ve given Rus-
sia over $5 billion while the operat-
ing budget of the US Dept. of
Agriculture is around $50 million. I
think we need to re-examine our
priorities and focus on America
first." X

Pruett was both critical and com-
plimentary of Japan’s economic
policy toward the US.

"We need to be protecting our
farmers like the Japanese protect
their producers. But when the Japa-

nounced that we were reducing our
auto imports,” Pruett said.

A.J. Priesmeyer of El Campo, a
rice farmer, said he feels farmers
need new markets for their pro-
ducts.

"We lost a lot of the rice market
because of the Gulf War and now
Vietnam, India and China have
taken our place,"” Priesmeyer said.
"We've lost many of our buyers to
other countries who have cheaper
labor and do not have the quality
and safeguards we have in our
commodities."

Gary Moore of Tulia, a High
Plains grain farmer, agreed that
more emphasis should be placed on
domestic programs.

"We need to reduce military ex-
penditures overseas and maintain a
rapid deployment force. As long as

we continue to run a national budg-
et deficit, we should reduce foreign
aid."

Moore said the US also should
"crack down" on trading partners
who "are not playing fair with us."

He added that a great many
producers are unhappy with both
the Bush Administration and Con-
gress.

"We in agriculture need to man-
age our supplies in return for a fair
price for our commodities,” Moore
said. "But people in Washington
seem to be more intent on perpe-
tuating themselves in office than
listening to the folks back home.
Why is supply management bad for
agriculture and good for General
Motors? I think it’s time our na-
tional leaders started listening more
to the people at home who are
offering solutions to problems in-
stead of worrying about their own
re-election campaigns.”

3. All livestock must be in place by 12 p.m., Wednesday, Feb. 12, 1992.
Weighing will begin at 4:30 p.m. Animals must be weighed by 8 p.m.

4. All animals must be weighed at the time of entry by the official
weighers. Only one weigh back will be allowed if the animal does not make
the limits set. This weigh back must be within one hour of the first
weighing or at the discretion of the superintendent.

5. All animals will be ear-tagged or numbered by the county agent or ag
teacher before they are weighed.

6. Each exhibitor will not be allowed to show more than two calves, two
barrows and two lambs. Exhibitor will be allowed to sell no more than
three animals and only two animals in any division. If individual shows
more than three animals, he must notify the superintendent, immediately
after judging, which three animals he will place in the sale.

7. The number of animals that will be sold through the auction will be as
follows: 125 barrows, 125 lambs and 40 steers, or 75% of the total animals
that are weighed in: whichever is the smaller number.

8. The percent of animals to be sold will be figured on each class. If an
animal eligible for the sale is pulled, the next animal in line from that class
will sell. This will be at the discretion of the superintendent.

9. Animals that make the show but do not make the sale will be sold with
the floor animals, unless the exhibitor pulls the animals within an hour after
showing. '

10. All livestock will be sifted by weight. Sifted animals will be the
responsibility of the owner and must be removed from the bamns by 10 p.m.
on Wednesday, Feb. 12.

11. A division showmanship trophy will be awarded for beef, swine and
sheep. The animals must have been owned, fitted and groomed by the

. exhibitor for the exhibitor to be eligible for a showmanship trophy.

12. No calf which has not been owned as of Sept. 1 will be allowed in
the show. Barrows and lambs must have been owned as of Dec. 1.

13. Only active 4-H and FFA members are eligible to show. All
livestock entered in the show must have been feed under the supervision of
the Castro County Agent or a vocational agriculture teacher of Dimmitt,
Hart or Nazareth High Schools and must be so certified by one of the above
on the entry card.

14. To be eligible to show, all 4-H club members must be enrolled in a
Castro County 4-H Club under the supervision of the Castro County Agent.

17. The Dimmitt Young Farmers shall reserve the right to disqualify any
exhibitor or animal for any reason that is deemed necessary.

Sales tax rebates
continue to decline

Sales tax rebates to cities in the
county continued on a downward
slide this month, as rebates dropped
by 49.3% compared with figures
for the comparable period last year.

Rebate checks issued to the
county have been declining in re-
cent months, and the checks for
January show no change.

While the rebate check issued to
Nazareth was up 10.51%, stipends
to Dimmitt and Hart were down by
51.53% and 29.18%, respectively.

Nazareth received a check for
$837.89, up from 1991’s January
rebate of $758.22.

A check for $684.72 was issued
to Hart, but this figure shows a
29.18% decrease from January
1991’s check for $966.90.

Dimmitt received a total rebate
of $14,094.92, down 51.53% from
the previous year's rebate of $29,-
077.74 in January.

January’s checks to cities,
counties, hospital districts and city
transit departments include taxes
collected on November sales which
were reported in December by
businesses filing monthly sales tax
returns with the state. Businesses
file either monthly, quarterly or
annually, depending on the amount
of sales tax they collect.

Shoppers pay the local sales tax-
es of up to 2% along with the
state’s 6-1/4% state sales tax when
they make a taxable purchase.

Merchants then send the taxes to
the state comptroller’s office with

Mark Ancira, 30, of Las Cruces,
N.M., and Pedro Payan, 32, of
Mexico were charged with the
thefts of 15 tractors from through-
out the South Plains area, and were
convicted in US District Court in
October.
