By the
vote of 66 to 2 the present
school board was authorized to
levy and collect taxes to the
amount of fifty cents on each one
hundred dollars of taxable valua-
tion for the maintenence fund
and for the payment of interest
and sinking fund on the bonds.
The board is not of the opinion
thas so large an amount will be
necessary but the matter pro-
vides that the board may assess
and collect such an amount as
they should see fit up to the fifty
cents.
The people of Canyon City are
more than pleased with the re-
sult as our town is essentially
interested in its public schools
and the amount of money collect-
ed last year was hardly sufficient
for the full need of the board
and the board was therfore com-
pelled to be rather “skimpy" in
their expenditures which feature
the new board which has just
been elected, will not have to
consider.

Proposed Amendment to the State Constitution
In Regard to Formation and Taxing Pow-
er of School Districts.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO, 6
HOUSE JOINT RCSOLUTION to amend
Section 3 of Artitle.7 of the Constitu-
tion ul‘.tlw State of Texas, in regard
to the formation and taxing power of
school districts.

Be it resolved by the L- agrislature of
the State of Texas:

SECTION 1. That Section 3 of Ar-
ticle 7 of the Constitution of the State
of Texas be so amended as to here-
after read as follows:

SeC. 3. One-fourth of the revenue
derived from the State occupation
taxes and a poll tax of $1 on every
male inhabitant of this State between
the ages of 21 and 60 years shall be
set apart: annually for the benefit of
the public free school, and in addition
thereto there shall be levied and col-
lected anannual ad valoremStatetax of
such an amount, not to exceed 20 cents
on the $#100 valuation, as with the
available school fund arising from
all other sources, will be sufficient to
maintain and support the public free
schools of this State for a period of
not less than six months in each
year, and the Legislature may also
provide for the formation of school
districts by general or special law,
without the local notice required in
othér cases of special legislation, and
Pall such school districts, whether cre-
ated by generdl or special law, may
embrace parts of two or more coun-
ties. And the Legislature shall be
authorised to pass laws for the assess-
ment and collection of taxes in all
said districts and for the management
and control of the public sclool or
schools of such dlstn( ts, whether
such districts are mmpn-wd of terri-
tory- wholly within a county or in
parts of two or mere counties.
