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NEW FORMS FOR
TAX GOLLEGTORS

STATE AUTHORITIES WILL TRY TO
DETERMINE NUMBER OF VOTERS.

New Methods are beind Employed in
Order to Eliminate Fraud.—Uni-
form System.

That the state officials will do
all in their power to eliminate
frauds in state elections hereaf-
ter is shown by the large num-
ber of new forms that are being
sent out by the comptroller to
the tax collectors regarding the
issumg of tax receipts. In the
past the method employed was
more or less in the hands of the
tax collector, but now monthly
reports are required by the
state officials on four different
blanks, and the collector is re-
quired to make affidavit to his
reports on tax receipts and ex-
emptions granted.

The four new forms issued
are: number of poll taxes re-
ceived; exemptions granted;
number collected found upon col-
lector’s suplemental roll; those
that appear upon the assessor’s
roll. 'The collector is required
to send to the comptroller every
month a list containing the re-
sults obtained on thesé four forms
to which affidavit must be made.

The attention of the collector
is also called to the clause in the
Terrell election law which says
that exemptions shall not be is-
sued to men over 60 years of age

except in towns over 10,000.
