The above article gives an idea
of the work of the Texas Antj-
Tuberculosis Association. This
association was founded in the
fall’ of 1908. .Since then much
active work has been done.

A Hospital for tubercular chil-
dren is being erected at Galyes-
ton. It has been named in mem-
ory of Gov. Colquitt’s youngest
son, Walter, who died two years
ago. Thé women of Texas under
the leadership of Mrs. O. B. Col-
quitt, have taken up the sale of
the Red Cross Xmas Seals'in
order to augment the funds for
carrying on this work.

Maize and Peanuts for Hogs.
o

W. B. Starr, assistant agricul-
tural agent of the Texas & Pacific
Railway Company, headquarters
at Longview, in discussing the
care and feeding of his stock
with a - representative of the
Texas Commercial Secretaries
and Business Men’s Association,
said: “I havg now ready for
market, 182 head of hogs that
will average 180 pounds each.
These hogs were raised on pea-
nuts and milo maize which I find
will produce 2 pounds of fat to
the bushel, at the rate of a pound
toa pound and a half aday. I
believe that I have doubled my
money on my stock, for the use
of peanuts and milo maize has
minimized the cost of feeding far
below the cost of corn. Peanuts
are now selling at 72 cents per
bushel on the market, but by
feeding them to the hogs, the
pricé per bushel would be $1.00,
providing the hog sells for 8
cents and even at 6 cents for the
hog, your peanuts, as a food, are
worth 75 cents per bushel, and
besides you are spared the cost
and trouble of harvesting and
marketing the crop which will
amount to at least tén per cent.
Therefore, I find it cheaper and
more profitable to let the hogs
run at large on the peanuts and
milo maize field than to harvest
the crop. I once believed that
hogs could not be raised success-
bnt, that
theory has been dispelled by ex-
porimentlng with peanuts”and
maize,  two crops that
abound extensively in my ucﬁon
