The avera^ farm in Randall 
county contains 767.2 acres and 
in each farm the average num­
ber of improvet^  ̂ land is 260.1. 
The Farmers Union is advocat­
ing tbe redaction of tbe size of 
tbe farms of this state and its 
President, Hon. Peter R ^ ford  
has has previously, through the 
press, called attention to the 
number of large farms in Ran­
dall county. Federal Census 
Reports show that we have 347 
farms that' contain more than 
100 acres. Mr. Radford claima 
thkt if cheap money, were avail 
able more tenant faAners would 
become home owners and the 
owners of these large tracts 
conld be induced to place their 
property bn the market in small 
tracts.

Railway Viluatlent Adjusted.

At the special meeting of* the 
commissioners court last week 
when tlie oonrt was sitting as a 
board of equalisation, the valua­
tions of the Santa Fe were modi­
fied somewhat tq the amount 
raised two weeks ago.

perpendicular. Any bulge or 
hollow makes ah air space that

Dig down six* feet at a time 
and then plaster the wajls. Tldsh 
saves all expense for scaffolding7 

Plaster the earth wall^^onfe 
half to three fourths of an Tnch 
thick with a mixture made of 
one part cement to two parts 
sharp, clean sand. Wet the 
ea^th before putting on the plas­
ter and dampen the plaster 
every day for a week. Plaster 
tnat dries slowly is tougjh.

The Kansas Agriculture Col- 
lege has shown that pound for 
pound either beef or diary cattle 
silage from corn, kaffir and cane 
have the same .feeding value, 
provided each is cut at the right 
time. Corn should be cut when 
the ears are denUng. Kaffir 
and cane should be cut when the 
seeds are ripe but the stalks 
still full of sap.

P. Stone vice president and W. 
J. Flesher secretary. A mem­
bership of thirty eight was per­
fected at the meeting and this 
number will be pushed up to the
seventy five mark during the 
next few weeks.

The primary object of the 
meeting was the reorganization
of the farmers institute of Ran­
dall county so that delegates 
might be sent to the Farmers 
Congress to be held at the A, & 
M. College July 28. One dele­
gate at large will be elected from 
each county and one delegate 
for every twenty five member­
ships of the institute. T All 
transportation and lodging of 
the delegates will be paid and 
the meal exjienses will not be 
heavy. A meeting will be held 
in the near future to select dele­
gates from Randall county. It 
will be a great opertunity for 
the farmers who are chosen to 
make the trip as a splendid pro­
gram is being pr4i>ared for the 
occasion.

Major Duffel spoke Tuesday 
largely reguarding the egre of 
trees and gardens. He analysed 
tree life and showed the proijer 
c^re of trees, especially' fruit 
trees. He recommended in or 
der to keep off the bores to 
spray trees after the leaves have 
fallen with the following solu­
tion: 5 pounds of sulphur dis­
solved in boiling water,' add 10 
I>ounds of lime and enough tar 
to make it sticky.

In order to keep bugs out of 
gardens, Major Duffel says that 
a row of turnips and a row of 
rai>e should be sown across the 
garden early in the spring be 
fore the other vegetables. This 
gives tlie bugs a chance to work 
on these. In order to kill the 
bugs use a teaspoonful of arsnic 
of lead, in a bucket full of water 
and spray on plants. This will 
kill bugs and is not injurious to 
plants and will not be harmful 
to persons after a few days.

'The first amendment relateo to the Judiciary. Tha oaly ehaagss aC 
importance proposed Is that if this amendment la adopted more than fifA 
.udge can be elected for eaeb Judicial diatricL and lastead of reqalftng kira 
terms of ths district court In each county each year, the tenu  of hiddlf lf  
the district courts will be determined by the leglelatura. It you tivor 
amendment you should vots:

“FOR THE AMENDMENT of secUon 7. article fi of the ConaUt 
of the State of Texas, r els ting to district Judges and dlatslak 
courts."

If opposed, let your ballot read:
“AGAINST THE AMENDMENT of aecUon 7, arUoIe I of the CoasO- 

tutlon of the State of Texas, relating to district Judgds and 
district courts."

The second amendment provides that “all Steta, dlstricL county i 
precinct offlcera within the State of Texas shall berolnaftar he cemi

Good lumber is neCes^ry for good 

cnncrcte work. Lumber free from 
knots should be used, but green lum­
ber is preferable to kiln dry, as kiln 
dry lumlter will warp when wet by 
the concrete. Two-inch boards should 
be used. Well surface^ lumber, 
matched, tongued and grooved, and 
f l ic  from knots is the best kind to 
get. The cement dealer frequently- 
handies lumber, and where necessary 
to buy lumber, it is much more eco- 
nem.ical to get good material; which 
can be used over and over again 
for the forms for the concrete work. 
Before erecting the forms, paint the 
lumber with oil or soft soap. Never 
use kerosene oil for tbit purpose un­
der any circumstances, ybut use lin­
seed. black, or cylinder oiL This 
will prevent the cement from sticking 
to the forms and will give a much 
smoother finish and a better job. i

TRACTOR FOR DEEP PLOWING.

PRACTICAL FARM CREDITS

Why is it that farmers do not plow 

deeper? Best practice considers it 
essential for inci^ased yields. It pro­
vides a larger moisture reservoir’ by 
loosening up greater portions of the 
soil This allows the water to enter 
the ground more easily and to a 
greater extent.^ The increased water 
storage insures the crops against 
drouth. But deep plowing takes pow­
er. .A farmer can plow as deep as he 
likes if he has the necessary power. 
The plowing season is short and thF 
work hard. Extra horses are required, 
even more extra horses gre needed 
than ordinarily. It is not profitable to 
keep more horses merely to furni.sh 
this increased power, which is needed 
for only a short time During the 
rest of the year they are idle and ft 
costs money to keep them. Unlike 
horses, it costs nothing to maintain a 
tractor when doing nothing. When it 
s^ps v,ork. expense -tops. Less pow- 
ef capa city IS required, where a trac­
tor is used, since by providing two 
crews, a tractor can be worked day

tests in the various parts of the coun­
try regarding the condition of seed 
oats vary greatly. In several coun­
ties in Illinois the tests were even 
as low as 10 to 20 per cent.

Mr, C. A. Russell, in charge of the 
Grain Standardization Laboratory in 
Decatur, made an effort to test a rep­
resentative number of samples, and 
while the oats were of mongrel vari­
eties, in most cases the tests resulted 
on an average of 95 to 96 per cent. 
The samples were taken from the 
seeders in the fields, and represent 
seed actually planted Mr. Russell 
says:

“ There does not seem a scarcity of 
seed oats in this section, although the 
|)ulk of oats here stood in shock 
during several days of wet weather, 
and consequently are. badly stained 
and a good many of them were bin 
^urnt. Tbs farmers seem to have 
avoided bin burnj oats in this section. 
The worst feature we have noticed 
is that most farmers are in the habit 
of sowing oats without recicaning.”
