JUDGIENT ON LECAL POIIITS

Recent Decisions Handed Down That

-Are of More or Less Gen-
eral Importance.

The right of a person injured in a
swinging door to recover for the negli-
gence of another customer against the
proprietor of a store has just been
passed on by the supreme judicial
court of Massachusétts ' in Smith wvs.
Johuson. The court held that ‘where
plaintiff in entering deféndants’ store
through ‘a swinging door, put out her
hand to guard her face from thke door,
which was swinging in her direction,
aud it was crushed between the door
and the jamb, defendants were not lia-
ble, such door being in good condition
and similar to those gemerally used,
and there being-no such crowd as
would require the keeping of a door-
than

A similar ruling has been made in
New York state by the appellate di-
vision, second department, by a ma-
Jority vote, in Pardington vs. Abraham
where the prevailing opinion sald:

“The -proof ' showed that similar
doors, with springs. of the same or |
greater strength, are in use at nu- |
merous like establishments in the |
borough of Manhattan. There does |
not appear to be anything about their |
construction or operation to make
them dangerous to ‘the customers of
a department store, provided ordinary
and reasonable care is exercised in |
their use. That it is possible to use
them 80 as to injure others is dem-
onstrated by this very accident; but
carelessness in the use of any form of
door may inflict injury upon one who
happens to be sufficiently near it. No
doubt the plaintiff has been the victim:
of & lamentable accident, but it is at-
tribufable, as it seefis {o mé, not to
any fault of the defendants, but rather
to the hasty carelessness of a third
person over whose movements and
conduct they had no control.”

Marvelous Are the Devices That Are
Being Employed by the Op-
posing Armies.

The Germans have adopted several
ingenious devices to cope with prod
lems not foreseen at the start of the

ventions. A wonderful stereo-telescope
produced by the famous firm of Beiss
deserves inclusion. Every battery of
German artillery is provided with one.
It is & remarkable instrument, which
can be used behind cover out of
sight of the enemy. The outstanding
features are two long slender arms
rather like the antennae of an Imgect.
Though absolutely invisible at a very
short distance, the antennae can give
the hidden operator a very extensive
view. To insure the accurate drop-
ping of bombs from aeroplanes, the
Germans have an airgun app
which pushes the bomb out from the
back of the aeroplane with the same
