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Early ballots
due Monday

Early voting in the Dim-
mitt bond election will end
Monday for the Jan. 9 special
election.

Early voting began Dec. 21
and ballots may be cast at the
Dimmitt City Hall, 200 E.
Jones, from 8 am. to 5 p.m.
on weekdays, except for Fri-
day (New Year's Day).

Those wanting to vote
should present their voter’s
registration certificate. If you
don’t have a certificate, the
voter registration lists will be
checked. If your name still
cannot be found, you may
sign an affidavit of eligibility,
election officials said.

Voters are asked to mark
their ballots either "For" or
"Against" the issuance of
$4.5 million in bonds for land
and building for lease to an
entity. )

"We believe that this is the
only viable plan for Dimmitt
and we urge you to vote FOR
the bond issue on Jan. 9,"
said Dimmitt Mayor Wayne
Collins. He referred to the
promotion of the bond issue
by the Dimmitt City Council
and the Dimmitt Economic
Development Committee.

A town meeting on the
bond issue has been sched-
uled for Jan. 4 at 7 p.m. in the
Dimmitt High School audi-
torium, and everyone is invi-
ted to hear a detailed explan-
ation of the bond proposal.

Dean Sanders to
begin retirement

"I’ve made a lot of friends here,
and I’ll miss them a lot," said Dean
Sanders, County Supervisor of the
local Farmers’ Home Administra-
tion office in Dimmitt.

Today (Thursday) is Sanders’s
last day on the job, with his retire-
ment becoming effective tomorrow.
He started work with the local
office in March of 1981.

"Since I had farmed for 30 years
before starting this job, I think I
understand farmers better than
some others, perhaps,” Sanders
said. He said he took the job be-
cause "farming wasn’t doing too
good, and I needed a job."

He said one of the best parts of
the job has been helping people
"get into farming, keep farming, or
buy a house. It has been satisfying.

"A lot of our work is good,
working with young farmers, start-
ing them out with no debts and lots

of enthusiasm. They're easy to
work with. ;

"But we also see some of the
older farmers who have had nume-
rous problems and they’re discour-
aged, maybe they’ve been hailed
out. It’s sad to see them fail," he
said.

Sanders said the local office has
been financing about the same
number of loans as in the past, but
a lot of them are under a guarantee
program now. He said the 150 farm
loans handled by the local office
have an average size of $200,000,
and the 156 housing loans are for
an average of $35,000.

"Some of the houses are back in
our loan program that originally
sold for $15,000," Sanders said.

There have been some draw-
backs to the job, according to San-
ders. A major one has been the
increase in paperwork.

Ron Rubinoff of Rubinoff Foods
Corp. will be at the public meeting
set for 7 p.m. Monday in the Dim-
mitt High School auditorium. He
will answer questions about the
"Rubinoff Project” that has brought
the city to a bond election.

The election, set for Jan. 9, will
ask voters to cast ballots either "for
or against the issuance of $4,500,-
000 bonds for land and building for
lease to an entity."

In further explanation of the
issue, voters are asked to decide if
the city council shall be authorized
to issue the bonds for the acquisi-
tion of land and construction or
other acquisition of a building and
the equipping of the building for
the purpose of leasing the land and
building to a private entity for use
in manufacturing or another com-
mercial activity in conformity with
the Constitution and laws of the
State of Texas.

The bonds would mature serially
or otherwise over a period not to
exceed 40 years from their date.
They may be issued in one or more
series at any price or prices and
would bear interest at any rate or
rates as determined by the city
council at the time of issuance or
sale of the bonds. The interest rate
may be fixed, floating, variable or
otherwise and may not exceed the
maximum rate prescribed by law.

Voters are asked to decide whe-
ther ad valorem taxes shall be
levied upon all taxable property in
the city sufficient to pay the annual
interest and proe  a sinking fund
to pay the bonds't. naturity.

City council members have re-
peatedly pointed out that the coun-
cil does not intend for the bonds to
be paid from ad valorem taxes.

"Lease payments from Rubinoff
Foods would pay the city’s bond
debt," said Mayor Wayne Collins.
The council intends to collect en-
ough on the lease payments to
cover the bond payments and have
a little left over to be placed in an
economic development fund for fu-
ture projects.

Collins said that Dimmitt has the
lowest taxes in the state in the
3,500 to 4,500 population category.
He also pointed out that 96% of all
Texas cities with a population of
3,500 or more have higher taxes
than Dimmitt.

Dimmitt’s current tax rate of
23.28 cents per $100 property va-
luation also is one of the lowest in
the area. Collins cited Tulia at 26
cents, Amarillo at 27 cents, Here-
ford at 42 cents, Friona at 45 cents,
Littlefield at 50.01 cents, Muleshoe
at 61.9 cents, Lubbock at 64 cents,
Childress at 68 cents, and Earth at
73.46 cents.

The council pursued the bond
issue as a means for economic
development for the city. A written
agreement has been obtained from
Rubinoff to locate here if the bond
issue passes and the bonds are
obtained.

The city would invest $4.5 mil-
lion, with the company bringing
another $8 million to the venture.
The project is expected to provide
70 jobs within the first 12 months
of operation, 150 jobs in 18
months, 250 jobs within three
years, and as many as 500 jobs in
six years. Annual sales are expect-
ed to reach $130 million within
three years.

The company will use locally
produced beef and pork products,
and locally grown produce, includ-
ing tomatoes, onions, various types
of peppers, and carrots.

Corn growers to hear

Challenge for the '90s will be
the theme for this year’s annual
meeting of the Texas Corn Growers
Association, which will be held in
Dimmitt Jan. 26.

The meeting will begin at 9:30
a.m. at the Expo Building in Dim-
mitt and a lunch will be prepared
and served by local members of the
Women Involved in Farm Econom-
ics (WIFE).

The meeting will focus on vital
domestic and international trade
and legislative activities which will
have a direct impact on com far-
mers across Texas, according to
Carl King of Dimmitt, president of
the Texas Com Growers Associa-
tion.

King said various state and na-
tional officials have been invited to

speak at the meeting and although
the list of speakers is not complete,
it will include people with knowl-
edge of and influence in important
agricultural policy.

"The controversial General
Agreement on Tarrifs and Trade
(GATT) talks and those on the
North American Free Trade Agree-
ment (NAFTA) will be thoroughly
dicussed at the meeting," said King.

"As written, these policies will
have a negative impact on Texas
corn farmers and virtually all of
agriculture. The future of both un-
der the new Clinton administration
and new congress will be re-
viewed."

He added that preliminary dis-
cussions of what needs to be inclu-

update on GATT, NAFTA

ded in the 1995 Farm Bill will also
be discussed.

The afternoon session of the
meeting will be devoted to acti-
vities supported by the half-cent per
bushel checkoff program through
the Texas Com Producers Board.

Many of these activities involve
research into com production and
marketing.

The Texas Corn Growers Asso-
ciation meeting also will see the
clection of new officers. .

Dr. Pat Morrison, area entomolo-
gist with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service will head a
group of researchers who will dis-
cuss the latest findings in insect and
disease control.

Threats to slap big import duties
on French wine had a sobering
effect on European trade negotia-
tors recently. And there have been
indications the European Commu-
nity and US were ready to conclude
the seemingly neverending General
Agreement on Tariffs and Trade
(GATT) talks.

Don’t count on it. GATT is still
far from being finished, according
to officiating with the Texas Sugar
Beet Growers Association
(TSBGA).

There’s a strong chance its cur-
rent status never will be aproved by
france and other European Com-
munity countries and other
countries across the world. More
importantly, Congress may balk at
it—because it still isn’t fair to US
farmers, TSBGA officials say.

On the GATT table is a proposal
for the countries to cut farm export
subsidies by 21% over the next six
years. The European Community
has balked against the proposal,
which also calls for guaranteed
access to markets. And it requires a
20% reduction in internal price
supports, cuts the US has already
taken since the 1986-88 base per-
iod. This is the proposal that has
caused French farmers to conduct
massive demonstrations.

Bill Cleavinger, TSBGA pres-
ident and chairman of the Ameri-
can Sugarbeet Growers Association
international affairs committee,
says American farmers are getting
a raw deal because the overall
program "doesn’t take into con-
sideration that the European Com-
munity subsidies were much higher
than those in the US in the begin-

ning. The program "would not be
equitable to US farmers," he said.

Even though Agriculture Secre-
tary Edward Madigan recently
agreed to settling an oilseeds com-
plaint the US had filed against the
European Community, he did it
against his will. "He didn’t like the
settiment, but was asked by the
president to take the offer in order
to break the GATT stalemate," said
Cleavinger. "Even with the agree-
ment, the settlment isn’t final."

Cleavinger says the "access to
markets" segment of GATT could
undermine the US sugar program,
which would hurt US farmers as
well as foreign countries which
enjoy a good sugar trade relation-
ship through a popular quota sys-
tem.,

"Our industry cannot support the
GATT as it is written," said Clea-
vinger. "And we will continue to
oppose it."

One indication that international
sugar proposals won’t ease through
Congress comes from Idaho Sen.
Larry Craig, co-chairman of the
Senate Sweetener Caucus. He has
received a pledge from Kansas Sen.
Bob Dole that he will assist Craig
and other sugar senators in addres-
sing international sugar issues.

NAFTA proposal would hurt the
US sugar industry. NAFTA is sup-
posedly leading to free trade, yet it
indirectly is sending a message to
Mexico that it should expand its
sugar industry," Cleavinger said.
"Mexico has nearly always been a
net importer of sugar. But the
NAFTA proposal sends a signal to
Mexico that it should increase its
sweetener production to obtain ac-
cess to our domestic markets.
That’s why we cannot support
NAFTA."

Sen. Craig also has received a
pledge from US Trade Rep. Carla
Hills that she would be "pleased to
continue the dialogue with you,
your colleages and members of the
sugar industry."

Hills, who hasn’t been a close
friend to the sweetener industry in
recent years, was responding to a
letter signed by 30 senators con-
cerned about problems with NAF-
TA.

"If we are to keep our sugar
industry strong in the face of
foreign competition, we must work
with the US trade representative to
create the sort of implementing
legislation that will protect US in-
terests within NAFTA," said Craig.

He added that specific concerns

about sugar will be addressed in
congress.

NAFTA

The new congress also may find
much fault with the North Ameri-
can Free Trade Agreement (NAF-
TA). Even though President-Elect
Bill Clinton indicated he supported
NAFTA prior to the election, it's
still unclear how he will view the
proposal as it is now written.

Happy New Year!

Some of the most popular ideas
about what makes people happy are
incorrect.

Studies by psychologists have
measured little difference in happi-
ness between teenagers, males and
females, the middle-aged and the
elderly.

Knowing whether someone is
rich or poor, black or white, healthy
or handicapped does not make it
possible to predict how happy that
person is likely to be.

Generally, people are as happy
today as their parents were 30 years
ago. Researchers say that external
circumstances have little effect on
psychological well-being.

They agree that the following
four inner traits foster happiness.
These are:

Self Esteem: Those who are
happy like themselves. They
protect themselves from anxiety
and depression by fecling good
about themselves. Those who be-
lieve positive things about them-
selves suffer less from ulcers and
insomnia and are less lLikely 1o
abuse drugs. They tend to be more
resistant to pressures to conform

and are more persistent at difficult
tasks.

Personal Control: Americans
who have a strong sense that they
control their own lives and feel
sausfied with themselves are twice
as likely to be very happy as the
national average. Those who agree
with statements like “What happens
to me is my own doing” or "The
average person can influence
government decisions” typically do
better in school, cope better with
stress and live more happily than
those who lack that sense of perso-
nal control. Those given little con-
trol over their environment such as
prisoners or even people in nursing
homes suffer from lower morale,
greater stress and worse health,

Optimism: Optimistic people
tend to be healthier as well as
happier. They suffer less from ill-
nesses and tend to recover better,
Positive thinkers get positive re-
sults, succeeding better in business
than do pessimists, However, un-
realistic optimism can make people
believe they are invulnerablec and
stop them from taking sensible
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less than $7.50 a week.

1992-93 Basketball Preview

"I like a motion offense —

Longhorns’ mentor optimistic about year‘

Although they started playing
basketball a month later than most
teams and they haven’t won a game
yet, first-year Hart Coach Charles
Wrenn has high hopes for the
Longhorns this season.

"I think the potential (to be a
good team) is there, they just need
that first win to develop some
confidence,"” said Wrenn. "We’ve
got a lot of negatives working
against us. We don’t have a win-
ning tradition. We got a really late
start because of football season.
And just when we got started, we
had to take a week’s break for
Christmas. Right now we're a
month behind everybody else. But I
think that once we get back in
school and establish our routine,
we'll start playing some good bas-
ketball."

Wrenn said before the season
started, he set a goal of achieving at
least a 20-win season with the
Longhorns. But the Longhoms ad-
vanced to the state quarterfinals in
football, and all but one member of
the basketball team played football.

So the Longhoms didn’t get into
the gym until mid-December.

"Since we got such a late start
(on basketball season), we'll only
have a total of 23 games, so my
goal (of 20-wins) isn’t a realistic
one at this point."

Hart has lost its first seven
games (through Monday), but
Wrenn isn’t discouraged by that.

Although the Longhorns have
lost, they have managed to average
58 points in their first seven games.

"We do have some guys who can
score, and I think that as the season
progresses, others will step in and
contribute, also," Wrenn said. "Our
major goal is to be competitive and
be playing good basketball when
district rolls around. By the time we
reach that stage of the season I
think we’ll have played enough
games to do that."

Wrenn’s first five includes two
returning starters—o6-1 senior post
Bryan Welps, who averaged 19
points and eight rebounds last year;
and senior Anthony Washington, a

5-11 guard who tossed in eight
points per game. Joining that duo
are returning lettermen Jayson Wil-
helm (5-10) and Jason Aven (5-9),
both at the guard positions; and
freshman post Charles Lee.

The Longhorns’ roster also in-
cludes junior guards Barry Wash-
ington (5-9), Cesar Salas (5-9) and
Carlos Urbina (5-11); and senior
posts Jeremy Hawkins (5-9) and
Chris Salinas (5-10).

Both Barry Washington and Sa-
las are seeing a lot of playing time
and Wrenn says "both are really
coming on in practice. I think both
of them are capable of coming in
and playing some good basketball
for us."

Wrenn says the leadership and
experience of the returning starters
and lettermen is a definite plus for
the Longhoms. And the team is
quick, something Wrenn hopes to
take advantage of.

"We have a lot of guys who are
just naturally fast. Once we get into
the season, we can adjust our speed
and coordiantion to basketball and
use that court speed to our advan-
tage."

That translates into a pressure
defense.

Wrenn says he’s a strong advo-
cate of a good defense because "if
you play great defense, you have a
chance to win any game you're in.
If you can keep the other team from
scoring, they can’t win."

Hart will run a combination de-
fense, which features some portions
of a man-to-man and parts of a
zone defense.

Wrenn calls this defense "match-
up" and says "it’s pressure on the
ball, with both man and zone de-

fense rules. We're going to try and
run that as much as possible."”

Offensively, Hart has looked to
Welps inside and so far it’s worked.
The post player has been Hart's
leading scorer this year and hit a
season-high 27 points against River
Road in a 90-79 loss.

The Longhoms’ offense is de-
signed to work the ball inside, and
if the inside shot isn’t there, the
posts pass out to the guards.

movmg the ball all the time until
you’ve got a good opportunity to
go to the basket. Hopefully, if we
can get our inside game esta-
blished, it will open up the outside
game."

Wrenn likes to run a one-post
offense, and he said it works well
for the Longhorns, using Welps
inside and running the other four
starters outside, utilizing their court
quickness and natural speed.

The Longhorns’ shortened
schedule features some tough teams
before district, including a couple
of Class AAA schools, and they
competed in the Sudan Tournament
Monday through Wednesday.

"We’ve played some good teams
—we lost those games, but I think
we played well in them. If we can
build on that and gain confidence
before we play teams in our own
classification, we’ll do okay,"
Wrenn said.

The Longhorns will compete
against Farwell, Vega, Bovina,
Kress and Sudan in district play
and the first loop game is scheduled
for Jan. 12.

Wrenn says Sudan is favored to
claim the district title because
they’ve "got the most talent as far
as overall skills are concerned.” He
added that the rest of the district
should be pretty competitive.

"] think every game played will
be a dog fight," Wrenn said.

Wrenn sees Nazareth and Peter-
sburg as the teams to beat in Re-
gion 1-A, and says that "before it’s
all said and done, I think you’ll

probably see Nazareth and Peter-
sburg fighting it out for the regional
title. Petersburg went to state last
year and got beat in the champion-

New grain sorghum grading
standards will be implemented by
the Federal Grain Inspection Ser-
vice on June 1.

Under the new rules, the maxi-
mum amount of broken kemels and
foreign material allowed in US sor-
ghum will be reduced.

That's good news, according 0
Jeff Casten, sorghum producer
from Quenemo and president of the
Navonal Grain Sorghum Producers.

Casten said US No. 2 sorghum,
which is what most customers buy,
will contain only 7% broken ker-
ncls and foreign matenals, com-
pared 10 the 8%, which is allowed
now,

“In addition, grade limits will be
set for foreign material” said
Casten. “No. 2 sorghum may now
contain no more than 2.5% foreign
material. Prior 0 this change, all of
the allowable broken kermnels and
foreign materials could have been
foreign material.

"Buyers were never sure of what
they were getting. Now they can be
sure they are buying no more than
2.5% foreign matenal. That is one
of the changes that we have been
working for.”

Only 4% ol broken kemels
and forcign material with 1.5%
foreign material will be allowed in
US No. | sorghum. US No. 3
sorghum will be allowed 10% bro-
ken kemels and foreign materials
with 3.5% foreign materials and
No. 4 sorghum can contain only
4.5% foreign materials for a twotal
broken kemels and foreign mater-
ials of 13%.

Other changes include lowenng
the limit of brown, high - tannin
sorghum allowed in yellow sor-
ghum from 10% 10 3%.

“Nauonal Grain Sorghum Produ-
cers had long argued that allowing
too much high-tannin sorghum in
US sorghum lowered the quality
and reduced nutritional levels of
the sorghum,” said Ralph Olson,
sorghum producer from Ceresco,

Cotton
Talks

Castro County cotton producers
intended to plant 50,368.9 acres
this year, but after unfavorable con-
ditions in the spring, 34,148.2 acres
were reported failed. Only 15,833.8
acres are left standing.

Production estimates for the
High Plains have not been an easy
thing to develop for the 1992 crop.

The best estimates from area

crop watchers now places the size
of the High Plains crop between
1.35 and 1.37 million bales, nearly
150,000 bales below the December
US Dept. of Agriculture (USDA)
estimate for crop reporting districts
1-N and 1-S. Harvested acreage is
expected to be near the USDA
estimate of 1.39 million for the
area.
"The 1992 crop will definitely go
down in the books as one of the
strangest on record,” said Donald
Johnson, executive vice president
of Plains Cotton Growers of Lub-
bock.

"The fact that we lost over 1.5
million acres of cotton is note-
worthy by itself, adding in the fact
that 1992 will be one of the highest
quality crops ever produced from a
predominantly late crop makes it
that much more noteworthy."

Total crop losses for the area
were approximately 52% of expect-
ed plantings and averaged as much
as 60% when accounting for the
fact that only 2.7 to 2.8 million
acres actually had been planted
when the heavy rainfall and seedl-
ing disease problems that followed
swept through the area.

Acreage figures provided by the
state Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation Service in College
Station indicate approximately
1.574 million cotton acres were
certified as standing and slightly
under 1.672 million acres reported
failed in PCG’s 25-county area.
The report also indicates that total
planted acres were expected to be
over 3.1 million.

PCG calculations indicate that a
crop of 1.37 million bales would
produce average yields of 473
pounds per acre from 1.39 million
harvested acres or 445 pounds per
acre from 1.475 million acres. Each
scenario is well below the 52 pound
average yield estimated by USDA
to achieve their 1.51 million bale
estimate.

In the lamb show, wethers and
ewes are eligible in finewool, fine-
wool cross, southdowns and medi-
umweight classes with a minimum
weight of 80 pounds.

In the pig show on Jan. 10,
barrows and gilts will show togeth-
er and weigh-in is slated to begin at
10 a.m. The show will begin at 12
noon. Only Texas residents and
Texas hogs are allowed to compete.

Hearings set for proposed
solid waste control plan

Four public hearings will be held
to give Panhandle residents the
chance to learn about a proposed
solid waste management plan and
to allow them to comment on the
plan’s applicability.

The first hearing will be held
Jan. 4 at 7 p.m. at the Canadian
City Hall. The second will be held
at 7 p.m. on Jan. 5 at the Dalhart
City Hall. Tulia’s City Hall will be
the site of the third meeting on Jan.
6 at 7 p.m. The final meeting will
be held at 7 pm. on Jan. 7 at
Memphis City Hall.

The plan will be mailed to every
city hall in the Panhandle and can
be reviewed by contacting the city
manager or City secretary.

The plan also will be sent to each
county’s courthouse and can be
viewed by contacting the county
judge or his or her secretary.

Rhoads Memorial Library in
Dimmitt also will have a copy of
the plan for the public’s viewing.

For the past two years, the Pan-
handle Regional Solid Waste Man-
agement Advisory Committee has
been working on the development
of a regional solid waste plan
which will provide a framework for
local and regional solid waste man-
agement strategies during the next
20 years.

The planning process has been
prompted by the increasing number
of rules being mandated by state
and federal agencies which place
further restrictions on the manner
in which the wastestream is man-
aged. These increased regulations
will translate into higher solid
waste fees at the local level and one
of the primary goals of the regional
plan is to help the region’s local
governments in mitigating these
costs.

One of the smoothest sugar beet
harvests in history ended in the
middle of a blizzard in late Novem-
ber.

Only 150 acres of beets re-
mained in the fields when the bad
weather hit just before Thanksgiv-
ing. If those acres would have been
harvested, the campaign would
have been completed with "virtual-
ly no glitches," according to offi-
cials with Imperial Holly of Here-
ford.

"I think most growers will agree
that we were extremely fortunate to
have most of the crop in ahead of
schedule," said Bill Cleavinger,
president of the Texas Sugar Beet
Growers Association. "Our orga-
nized harvest effort allowed us to
finish most of the harvest 10 days
early.

"If not, the Thanksgiving bliz-
zard and the heavy snow which
followed could have left us with
25% of the crop in the fields. And

that could have caused serious
problems similar to what we faced
last year. We're just sorry that not
all fields had been harvested before
the storms."

Dennis Printz, ag manager at
Imerial Holly of Hereford, said
excellent cooperation with growers,
along with good weather early in
the harvest season, helped growers
stay ahead of schedule.

On peak days, up to 48,000 tons
of beets were received—a one-day
record. About 40,000 acres were

harvested. Yields were about 21
tons, close to average. Sugar con-
tent was higher, at 14.6%, which
was about half of a point above
normal.

Cleavinger said the strong team
spirit expressed during last year's
weather-hampered harvest helped
make the 1992 campaign a success.

"Growers are pleased with the
positive ‘partnership’ we’ve conti-
nued to enjoy with Imperial Holly
and especially with the Hereford
agricultural department."

City of Dimmitt plans
to recycle Christmas trees

Disposing of Christmas trees af-
ter the holidays can be a problem
for many people, but the City of
Dimmitt hopes to alleviate that ho-
liday worry this year.

City employees began recycling
Christmas trees Saturday and will
continue doing so until Jan. 10 at
the vacant lot across from the Cas-
tro County Appraisal District of-
fice, which is located in the 200
block of E. Jones.

New environmental mandates
prohibit the dumping of grass clip-
pings, mulch, tree limbs and other
natural waste in landfills "because
it creates so much gas," according
to James Killough, public works
director for Dimmitt.

The city is planning this Christ-
mas tree recycling project in an
effort to reduce the volume in
landfills and meet with environ-
mental guidelines.

The program is partially funded

by the Governor’s Energy Office,
according to Killough.

Recycling may extend the life of
the city’s landfill by reducing the
amount of materials placed in it,
according to Killough. Also,
Christmas tree recylcling provides
residents with free tree mulch for
landscaping purposes. Overall, re-
cycling makes sense, Killough
added.

Those who wish to have their
trees recycled may bring them by
the vacant lot until Jan. 10, accord-
ing to Killough. The trees will be
recycled and you may bring along a
container and keep the mulch creat-
ed during the process for use in
your own garden, flower beds, etc.

If you do not wish to keep the
mulch, the city will use it around
flower beds in the city’s parks.

Flocked trees also may be re-
cycled. City officials ask that all
nails; omaments and tinsel be re-
moved from the trees.
