►'or months after the captura of 
Liege paaaag# acroaa the frontier was 
a fairly easy matter. Then the Dutch 
GoverumenL which has prohibited tha 
export of many articles and it much 
exercised to prevent smuggling, began, 
to tighten its frontier guard, and the 
Germans began a aeries of measurea 
designed to keep the Belgians in Bel­
gium, and everybody else out. Today 
farmers and tradesmen living near the 
frontier can get passes across It, it 
favorably known to the authorities. 
But without definite and approved busl- 
neee no man, no matter who be may 
be, la allowed to pass the barriers.

Take a uxUab with a trilingual 
driver armed with a pass permitting 
you to approach the frontier and drive 
out alc'ng the mad northwest of 
Maastricht. Through tbs mists of tha 
wet. gray afternoon you can sea oft 
to tbw left the hills along the Meuse, 
and presently, little more than a mils 
out of the city, you ceme to a long, 
straight stretch of road bordered by 
tall trees which is blocked In the dis­
tance by a bank of earth straight 
across tba thoroughfare.. Your cab 
halts at the barrier, and from a shabby 
brick bouse at one aide of the road 
emerge a customs inspector in muddy 
tweeda and half a dotan blua-clad sol­
diers. Another •oldl'y jn 
provla«4 a ^ try  boy of straw thatcli 
on a frame of saplinga. is on guard 
acroaa the road, and before you are 
two embankments, oiie starting at 
either aide of the roadway and both 
stretching more than half way across, 
« ith only room for a single vehicle to 
pass between them.

Must Go Ne Farther.

Here you see none ol 
the bright uniforms worn by the men 
on leave or home duty in Germany; 
there are not many soldiers laft In

Only two cr three of them are ia 
■ight here at Smeermaes—tba senti­
nel. and one or two others,# little dla 
tance away, pacing along a high 
barbe<y wire fen< e.

studded from Maastricht to the sea 
wiUi carcasses of dogs, rabbits, chick­
ens and cowa.

And latterly the Cermarta have he 
gun the constmctloa of still another 
fence exactly like this one, hut hoO 
yarda farther back. The fences are 
constantly patrolled, and at night 
there are searchlights. It is getting 
pretty hard to get Into or out of Bel­
gium.

Tha taxi turns back through the 
town and cut again toward tha south. 
After passing another double barrier 
of earthen embankments and an la- 
quisltlve sentry Just outside the city 
limits you run aloug a road that fol­
lows the river perhaps 2U0 yards on 
the right, down through the cleft be 
tween the double veld, a little village 
where the Dutch troepa acting as tha 
frontier guards against smuggling on 
the much-traveled route are quartered, 
and 'then on down the road toward 
Vise.

Ruins of Vise In Distance.
The ruins of Vise are down yonder, 

beyond the zulst-clad wboda; and It 
It hardly more than a quarter of an 
honr'a run to Liege. But it ia the 
frontier; the driver shruge hla shoul- 
ders: "Welter kann man nicht." And 
aa you turn bark you pasa a line of 
high covered carta filled with loaves 
of bread—bread made from American 
flour, sent across the frontier by the 
Belgian Keliaf commission.

Until quite recently It was almost 
as bard to get to .Maastricht as to get 
into Belgium; The Dutch garr1ec,n 
was a atrong one. and the traveler in 
Bouth Limburg had to undergo hourly 
inspection of passports and special 
pennita. But repeated proteeta by 
Dutch bualneaa men had Its effect, and

ITALY INVENTS NEW BREAD

Method of Baking, Recently Adopted, 
Seld to Make Product Mere Ni .̂. 

tritive and Digaatibla.

Rome.—A new method of making 
bread, recently adopted In Italy, has 
proved a great aueceaa. It Is found 
that 300 pounds of grain produces 400 
pounds of what la termed "natural 
bread.”

In the process the grain Is sifted and 
washed; It la then left for 40 to 60 
bonra In a warm bath, where It germt- 
nates and begins to sprout. When the 
germinating proĉ eaa baa gone far 
enough the grain ta crushed In a ma­
chine and made Into dough, which is 
passed into the oven.
