This will put the land in fine 
shape, and they will doubtless be 
rewarded by yields of a satisfactory 
t>rder next year. Th* falling o ff of 
the wheat yields in this section. like 
the boll weevil in the eotton growing 
sections of the south a few years 
since, while coupled with disappoint­
ment at the time, has a tendency to 
sober and awaken the thinking facul­
ties of the people. An utter failure 
of the wheet crop might ceelly have 
been a valuable lesson, but I am glad 
it did not come at this cost.
