Freight Car ShortaRe Expected to Be 
Very Serious

The railroad traffic men are be­
coming alarmed at the unprecedented 
manner in which the surplus railway 
freight cars has been reduced, and 
are issuing warnings to receive this 
shortage and prevent a greater short­
age within the next sixty days.

At the prestnt time the shortage 
is not marked, though all freight cars 
ar* aaid to b* in use.

"The most effective wsy for the 
public to aid in relieving the impend­
ing situation,”  said one railway man­
ager. "is to unload and load cars as 
rapidly »s  possible.”  This man says 
that north of tha Texas line his road 
is able to move cars at the rate of 
thirty miles a day, while going south 
from the line they are able to move 
their cars on an average of only sev­
enteen miles per day.

One reason given for the shortage 
is the prosperity of nearly all parts 
of tha southwest as well as tiie east­
ern part of the United Sates. Ship­
pers of all farm products are expect­
ed to be affected by th* shortage.
