Cattle thrive exceptionally
well here. There is always ample
water and when not available from
surface mm\\mexhlnmblc under-
ground streamg furnish the necessary
supply which is usually pumped with
windmills with the exception of some
instances where gasoline engines are
used.

In addition to the Hereford stock,
which predominates generally thru-
out the Panhandle country as the
leading pure bred stock the full blood
Black Polled Angus are also raised
and a herd of this stock is raised on
one ranch close to Canyon. There is
also about 100 head of Holstein cat-
tle in the country which were import-
ed recently for dairy purposes the
dairying_industry being one which
will be thoroughly developed and the
Holstein cattle are recognized as dairy
animals and those interested in this
industry have signified their intention
of breeding the Holstein for this pur-
pose. There are alsv many full
blood -Durhams in the county the
Herefords, Durhams and Polled An-
gus being the principle breedg of cat-
tle that are raised.

At this time there is about 25,000
head of cattle in the county all of
them pure bred animals. ,/The herds
at this time are not nearly extensive
as under ordinary conditions many
of them being shipped out to mar-
kets and to other sections for bread-
ing purposes. However it is gen-
erally conceeded that Randall county
has a more extensive supply of pure
bréd stock than any other county in
the cattle country.
