New Cattle Feed to be Tried.

A combination of alfalfa and sugar
cane ground together is one of the
products for cattle feeding being tried
out by growers in sections of South
Dakota, or will be as soon as they can
get the feed in shape for a trial.

One of the products of alfalfa which
is put upon'the market contains a
certain percentage of cheap molasses,
and it is believed that the sugar cane
will supply the place of molasses in
this mixture. Years of effort have
demonstrated that both alfalfa and
sugar cane are crops which can be
grown in the central and western
parts of the state every year, bring-
ing the grower a heavy crop of forage.
If the two can be combined in a
ground forage feed, the stock grower
can feel certain that he can easily
supply himself with the necessary
concentrated produet to carry his
herds through:a seige of storm and
cold.

In the same line cattle growers are
finding that ground alfalfa goes far-
ther, and apparently makes a better
feed for their stock than the hay with-
out preparation, and alfalfa-grinding
mills will become more numerous over
the state when this fact is once per-

Jishes and the trend of its editorial
comment, must, of necessity, reflect
the judgment and views, broadly
speaking, of some group of individ-
uals or some single individual, it will
_mo doubt be readily admitted that the
~publication of today which most clear-
ly reflects upon its pages the ideals
and interests of  the individual in

last century; in the days when

fixst in the small cities, long before
equipment was procurable for the is-
sue of a daily paper, and long before
the public demand was expressed that
the news should be printed oftener
than once a week, the weeklies for
many years occupied the newspaper
field exclusively, In those earlier
days the news, no matter how im-
portant, coming from the' capitals of
the world, was often weeks and some-
times months old when published, for
it must come, never by telegraph, an
cable, as it comes today, but by cour-
ier, coach or sailing vessel, according
to its source.  Comparatively, then,
the weekly publication was as nearly
abreast of the times in those days as
is the daily paper of today,

The early period of newspaper mak-
ing in the United States was an in-
tensely partisan period. Partisan al-
4legiance manifested itself more often
than today in bitter and acrimonious
aggerevation and negation, too fre-
quently with the element of person-
ality interjected. The edigpgr of a
weekly paper, because of his out-
spokenness and his opportunity to be
heard, almost to the exclusion of
others, often became the state, sec-
tional or perhaps national standard
bearer of the cause, the pariy or fac-
tion which he chose to espouse. This
was true in the earlier periods of the

Settling Business Disputes Out Of
Court.

Detroit Free Press: Chicago has
devised an ingenious way of settling
business disputes without going into
court with them.
