Crop damage 'not serious 
He measured a half-inch of 
moisture at his farm 10 miles 
north of the city, but said there 
was no hail. 

THE OFFICIAL measure-
ment for Dimmitt, at KDHN 
Radio Station, amounted to .47 
of an inch of rainfall in two 
showers Wednesday night and 
Thursday. However, estimates 
ranged as high as two inches 
from a gale-driven thunder-
shower in downtown Dimmitt 

which governmental unit, de-
partment or utility to assign 
each problem to, depending on 
the nature of the problem. 
Each department head receiv-
ing a problem is expected to 
have his department organized 
and ready to respond. These 
administrators or department 
heads are the ones who actually 
decide what to do about each 
problem, and they make the 
necessary assignments. 

Thursday afternoon. 
About a quarter-inch fell at 

the Easter Grain Co., according 
to Gene King, but no hail. 

There was only a slight 
shower at Flagg Grain and no 
rain at all to the east and south 
of Dimmitt. 

Fred Bruegel Jr. of the 
Bruegel Elevators here and in 
the west part of the county said 
he expects the wheat harvest to 
begin next week. 

Such practice sessions not 
only keep the command team 
and the various departments 
trained in what they're sup-
posed to do in such an emer-
gency. They also result in a lot 
of "what ifs": 

What if both the gas and el-
ectricity to the hospital were 
knocked out? (Answer: an LPG 
tank inside a tornado-proof 
housing to power the hospital's 
emergency generator.) 

But now, because of the 
Joint Emergency Preparedness 
Program, local governments, 
utilities and service agencies 
are organized to fight back and 
hold the loss of lives and prop-
erty to a minimum. 

THE PROBLEMS above 
were among 22 that were 
thrown at approximately 50 key 
people who make up the em-
ergency operations command 
team, when they reported for a 
practice session recently in the 
courthouse community room, 
which serves as the Emergency 
Operation Center. 

These key people include city 
and county elected officials and 
department heads, administra-
tors of the school and hospital 
districts, and representatives of 
the utility companies, service 
agencies and news media. 

The sheriff's office upstairs 
—which serves as the vital 
radio-telephone communica-
tions center in all emergen-
cies—gets the calls and writes 
out each problem on a triplicate 
form. The form is sent down-
stairs, and there the command 
team takes over.

FARMERS around Nazareth 
say they will begin cutting 
wheat in 10 days, according to 
Lucy Leinen at the Dimmitt 
Agri-Industries plant there.

J. R. Brown of Flagg Grain 
told the same story, saying 
they expect this year's harvest 
to begin by June 10 in that 
community. There is room at 
Sunnyside Grain and Supply to 
begin receiving the new crop, 
Ricky Byers said, and he es-
timates the harvest will begin 
in about two weeks.

What if a lot of volunteers 
come in from out of town to 
help? What do we do with 
them? (Answer: form "holding 
pools" of people and equip-
ment at the lots of Reeve-
Fleming Chevrolet and Stan 
Byrnes Ford, and have them 
wait there for instructions.) 

THE Emergency Prepared-
ness Program was the brain-
child of the Chamber of Com-
merce. The idea was pushed to 
fruition by the late Elvon 
DeVaney, who was the CofC 
manager, and was organized by 
state Civil Defense officials. 

Details of the emergency 
plan are all in a printed 
booklet. 

But the plan won't work 
without practice. Those who 
are involved in the program 
keep practicing—and hoping 
they won't ever have to use 
their training in a real disaster. 

Vaccine clinic 

is scheduled 

Two tornadoes hit Dimmitt—
one at 9:10 p.m. at Western 
Circle Drive and Stinson Street, 
and a second one 12 minutes 
later at the Southwestern Pub-
lic Service Co.'s south power 
station at Butler Boulevard and 
South Front Street. 

POWER LINES are knocked 
out. Natural gas lines are 
leaking. Fireplugs are broken 
off at ground level. The west 
water tower is damaged, and 
there's a strong odor of chlor-
ine. The south power station is 
destroyed. 

In the wake of the tornadoes, 
a car and cattle truck collide at 
the 500 block of West Bedford. 
People in the car are injured, 
and cattle are loose on the 
street. 

There's another wreck in-
volving an Army convoy going 
through town. A fuel truck is 
on fire, and flaming fuel is 
running down the street. 

A FAMILY is trapped in 
their cellar with a tree trunk 
over the door, and water is 
filling up the cellar. 

Debris is blocking the streets 
in the hospital area, and am-
bulances can't get in or out. 

The city water lines lose their 
pressure. 

Cars and trucks are stalled in 
high water on Highway 385 
near Stan Byrnes Ford, Inc. 
and people are leaving their 
cars. They need transportation. 

HOW DOES a city cope with 
such a flurry of problems all at 
once? 

If such an emergency had hit 
Dimmitt three years ago, there 
would have been total con-
fusion. The community wasn't 
organized to cope. 

Extreme disappointment and 
a wait-and-see attitude were 
expressed by school superin-
tendents in Castro County after 
the Texas Legislature ended its 
1977 term this week without 
passing a school finance bill. 

"WE ARE waiting to hear 
from the Texas Education Ag-
ency in Austin to learn what 
alternatives are open to us 
now," Dimmitt Supt. Robert 
Ryan said. "We assume that 
we will operate under the old 
finance bill until a new one is 
passed." 

This means that no changes 
can be made that involve larger 
expenditure, he said in ex-
pressing ''extreme disappoint-
ment." Teacher contracts are 
being written without showing 
the amount of salary, Ryan 
said, calling for the state base 
salary plus whatever bonus the 
teacher is entitled to. 

On tax base problems Ryan 
said, "If the legislature does 
not raise our local fund assign-
ment, it will be bad but not 
severe. However, if they raise 
our local fund assignment 
again, we're going to be in bad 
shape financially. We'll just 
have to wait and see what they 
do. 

"WAIT AND see" was the 
solution echoed by Ted Averitt, 
Hart school superintendent, 
who waid "We were stunned, 
and now we don't know exactly 
where we are." 

Plans were under way for 
voting bonds in the Hart dis-
trict to build an auditorium, 
kindergarten rooms and repair 
existing buildings, Averitt said, 
and now those plans are "up in 
the air." 

"Our planning was based on 
prospects of the state lowering 
local fund assignment," he ex-
plained, "and now I don't know 
what we will do." 

FACULTY contracts there 
are being handled as in the 
Dimmitt system, the superin-
tendent said. 

He voiced hope that a special 
legislative session which Gov. 
Dolph Briscoe has tentatively 
promised will mend matters, 
but said "that session would be 
in July, and July is very late to 
make plans for the next school 
year." 

Disappointment in the legis-
lature was Averitt's reaction to 
the failure to provide financing 
for the state's schools after 
promises early in the session

The teacher noticed smoke also 
coming from a nearby locker, 
and discovered a sealed bottle 
with a lighted fuse inside the 
locker. A student snuffed the 
fuse with a fire extinguisher. 

David Montiel, 17, has been 
charged by the county attorney 
with arson, and a 15-year-old 
boy has been referred to ju-
venile court. 

Harkins called in the city 
police. Police chief David 
Slaughter examined the device 
and said it appeared to be 
"either kerosene or gasoline in 
a bottle, rigged with a time-
delay fuse and sealed with 
wax." 

SLAUGHTER said that the 
materials taken from the locker 
have been sent to the FBI lab-
oratories for analysis and fin-
gerprinting. A report is ex-
pected in a couple of weeks, he 
said. 

County Attorney Robert Bun-
tyn said an FBI agent from 
Amarillo came here Friday to 
investigate, singe the case in-
volved federal statutes, but 
that the agent referred the case 
to the state for prosecution. 

The juvenile is in the custody 
of his parents. Montiel was to 
be served with a warrant 
Wednesday.

It's a challenge while 
there is still time. The catch is 
that the energy problem be-
comes critical even before it 
appears serious.

The key role played by Saudi 
Arabia in world oil supplies 
was driven home last week by 
another energy forecast pre-
dicting a global oil shortage by 
mid-1980s. The report was 
sponsored by an international 
group and prepared by Mas-
achusetts Institute of Technol-
ogy. It took two years to pre-
pare and the report concludes 
that a political or economic de-
cision by the Saudis to limit 
their oil production could result 
in a shortfall in world supplies 
as early as 1984. 

PRESIDENT Carter released 
the details of a similarly pessi-
mistic global energy study last 
week. It was prepared by the 
Central Intelligence Agency 
and concluded that although 
Saudi Arabia has the reserve 
potential to meet increased 
demand, it was doubtful that 
they would be able or willing to 
do so. And two years ago a 
noted oil economist, Walter J. 
Levy, predicted that a Saudi-
related shortage could come as 
early as mid-1977. He has re-
tracted that prediction but still 
maintains that the underlying 
conditions will recur in the 
1980s. The Saudis have said 
they will not increase produc-
tion indefinitely simply to meet 
world demand. 

THE MIT report is more op-
timistic than the CIA report. It 
says that in the absence of any 
decision to limit oil production 
on the sparsely populated and 
largely undeveloped Arabian 
peninsula, world production 
will peak after 1985. The CIA 
says that production will prob-
ably peak before 1985. 

However, the MIT report 
points out that a Saudi pro-
duction limit is far more critical 
than most people realize. If the 
Saudis refuse to produce more 
than 13 million barrels of oil 
daily, a shortage will begin in 
1984. Even if the Saudis agreed 
to produce 25 million barrels a 
day. says the MIT report, de-
mand will exceed supply by 
1990. And with all-out produc-
tion of 36 million barrels a day, 
total demand will remain un-
satisfied in 1998 .

that the educational fund bill 
would get prompt attention. 

"WE WILL have to hold ofc 
hiring extra people at Nazareth 
and reduce our budget by elim-
inating electives and keeping 
only the required subjects," 
said Supt.

Acreage reports required for 
all farms: We have just re-
ceived information requesting 
all 1977 crop acreages be cer-
tified to. 

The Agriculture Committees 
have reported out farm bills 
which provide that if a set-
aside is implemented for the 
1978 crops. the acreage re-
quired to be set-aside as a con-
dition of eligibility for program 
benefits may be based on a 
percentage of the acreage 
planted for harvest in 1977. 

It is very important that you 
measure your acreage and 
make a correct certification, 
since we will be required to 
make quality control checks. 
and errors in certifying could 
have an effect on program ben-
efits. 

YOU ARE urged to certify to 
all your crop acreages by fields 
as soon as possible, but in all 
cases no later than June 20 for 
wheat and Aug. 1 for cotton. 

Beef referendum: The Castro 
County ASCS Office will regis-
ter beef producers June 6 
through June 17 to vote on a 
Beef Research and Information 
Order. Beef producers who fail 
to register cannot vote in the 
July referendum. 

If over half the registered 
beef producers vote and over 
two-thirds of those voting ap-
prove the order, the Secretary 
of Agriculture will appoint a 
Beef Board from names sub-
mitted by producer organiza-
tions. The board would collect 
assessments on sales of cattle
