On Murder Charge

John II. Asher, formt'rly a citizen of 
Ramiall county, living west of Happy, 
is in the Amarillo Jail held on the 
charge of m urder for shooting a man 
in Claude Thursday. He was a c-on- 
stable in Randall (*«mnty's(>verni years 
ago. and Joined the .\n iarllio  ]tollce

-  fo rc ^  two years ago. Ho tVHiune a 
s ta te  rangt'r recently, and it was in 
th is  caiiacity tim t he stat«>s he was 
carrying out his duty when the man 
was killiMl.

Asher, with an oil field worker, fol- 
lowe<i a car loadtHl w ith whiskey. In 
Claude they deuinnde<l th a t the car 
stop. Wlieu the 1kk»m‘ wagon started  
to  escaiK*. Asher, is said to have o|s*ii- 
ed fire, killing the alk>ged owner of the 
booze. A woman, man, add bdy were 
w ith the owner of the booze and bis 
daughter. The iKwr^! was captured and 
hid in a field 20 miles from Amarillo.' 
the  trunks being burnetl. A wide 
chase followed, and both Asher and bis 
confederate landed in Jail Friday 
night. They were examined Saturday 
■nd held w ithout bond. Heveral
charges a re  expected to be developed 
from the case.
