A PROMJEM IN ROAD BUILDING
Oshkosh N orthw estern: The S tate 

of Minnesota Is (*onsideriiig a pmiiosal 
to aixjuire or construct Its own plant 
for the m anufacture of cement to be 
us«*«l in the extmisive rmid building 
program of tha t Commonwealth. I t is 
iirgiKl by the adviK-ates of this plan 
th a t it will result In a large saring  to 
the State, as it is clainitKl tha t exces­
sive i>rlri*s a re  nski*<l by private pro- 
dui*ers and ibuless, and that the only 
way for the S tate to avoid this allegeil 
holdup is to go into the. biisiiu*ss and 
produce its owu m aterial, (tii the other 
hand, however, there is ’considerable 
opIHisitioii to the pro|M>sal, largely lias. 
ihI on the argument that the S tate 
shoiihl not attem pt to invade 'a  field 
wh<*re itwoiild Ik* in coni|K‘tition with 
l(*gitiniate private enterprlsi\ not only 
Ikm-iiusi* this would lead to conflict with 
jirivate intert*sts, but ls*caus«* a iiollcy 
of this kind onci* estnblish«*<r 'might 
h*ad to d)>i*lte>'ous ex|K*riinents along 
other and siniihir lines.

Viewing the i|uestioii broadly. It 
would sis’iii t h a t 'a  S tate Icgitimatel.v 
has as much right to engage in the pro- 
ilnction of the iuK>«*ssary iiiaterials for 
road building ns to prosis’iite the work 
of road improvemejit its<*lf. If, thert*- 
fore a S tate inn  effis-t large e<’onomii*s 
by actually pnslucing the m aterials 
it iitssls for road building, it would lie 
Jiistifiisl in entering this fit*ld, fpr the 
sake of the saving tha t would n<*criie 
to the tax iKiyers. .Strictly s|H*nking 
it would not he “setting up com|ieti- 
tion” with jirivate business, for the 
prmluct of the S tate would lie Intended 
for the use of the S tate in its work. 
And if private business interests were 
reluctant to see; this {larticular m arket 
closeii to them, it would lie “up to” the 
Interests directly isuicerned to make 
their prices low. enough to destroy the 
indiKvment for Stnte-eiwiied plants of

m m m
prodactloD.

The righ t decision of every such 
question, in fact, rests on the ground 
of ai*tiial or prospe<*tive economy, and 
when th is rule carefully* Is followed 
there will be small chance for mistake. 
In the cam* o f  road building moreover, 
the same proldem is going to re<‘ur fre­
quently. for a vast amount of rind im- 
Iirovements will Ik* carried  out in the 
next few years and the cost of m ater­
ials will caiim* more attention to  lie 
imld to priHluctioii by public ow’iied 
plants, thereby to avoid exi*«*sslve 
prices and iinwarraiitcKl profits to pri­
vate coiuerns.

Tne American people were called up­
on by President H arding In a  p roda- 
matlon issued to offer a  silent two- 
m inute prayer a t  noon on Armistice 
Day, Nov. 11, when tbe body of an  un­
known American soldier killed in 
France will be laid to  rest in Arlington 
National Cemetery.
