Th<; Library anti President Hill a re  
In roeeipt of a ttipy of the thesia of 
lliiw  Adeiin W hite tiune a t Columbia 
IJniveraity for her m aster's dt^grtn?. 
This thesis w as'done through the lab­
oratory  of the  New York City ('hil- 
4lren’s hospital, a fte r which the city 
publlshetl it as  a model for Columbia 
University students continuing to do 
work through this lalMiratory.

The subject of the thcntis is Heading 
Ability and D isability of Subnormal 
Children, and the problem lies in a 
better understanding of the processes 
Involved in the reading activity  and 
not in the general ability nM-essary 
for the appropriate reaction to  the 
printe<l imge. Two grou]>s of subjects 
were stdected; one' a reading group to 
serve as a control in the study of the 
d isability  group. A fter a thorough 
i-onsideration of the e<lucational a tta in ­
ment of the children under considera­
tion, Miss W hite then selectchI a group 
of laboratory tests as a griidc to the 
evaluation of her methods in corinec- 
tlou with her instruction. Tlie types 
o f tests a re  as fo llow s; ( 1 ) auditory 
and visual acumen. (2 ) auditory per­
ception and reprcxluctlon, (.1 ) a tten ­
tion and perception. (4) ability  to 
learn  in resimnse to auditory and vis­
ual stimuli of fam iliar and unfam iliar 
■objects, and (T>) emotional attitudes.
