Before the war the krone was worth
about 40 cents in our money.

A loaf of bread is worth 300 to 400
krones.

A pair of common work shoes sell at
7000 to S000 krones,

Sugar sells at 300 to 400 krones per
pound.

Meat is almost unobtainable, and
when offered for ‘sale is so high in
prices that the common people cannot
afford to eat it.

Overalls sell at 8000 to 12000 krones.

Good clothing cannot be procured.

Milk goats sell at 7000 krones,
