He answered that they were 
supplying this grorer, as well as all 
their other print trade- butter,, with 
their sweet cream butter, for which 
they received 48 ceuta per pound whole­
sale. and that this kind of hotter was 
taking far better than bad bcon ex­
pected.

a small sum, when it ia considered tha|. 
It may be bad for very little additional 
effort—ooly taking good care of tha 
dairy utensils and cooling so it will be 
aweet and well flavored when delivered 
to the (Temnery.

" I  kept a pound of this first cbnrn- 
ing at my home for a mouth to see how 
It would keep, and It was almost as 
fine at tbe end of that time as tbe 
day It was made., There is no need for 
fearing an overprodoctioo of that kind 
at batter. This creamery has a good­
ly nnmber of wide awaka. weii pootad 
patrons, and a capable board o f direc­
tors that realise the im^rtanoe of 
qnality. In addition., tbe crenaMry is 
fortunate in haring a capable manager 
and operator ,̂ under wbooe superrlsiou 
tluTC Is a bunch at good workers.

THE FALL OF THK GERMAN MARK
The moot extraoiritnary economic 

phenomenon of tbe moment hr tlfl evap­
oration of thq value of the German 
mark. Before the war it was worth 
In exchange almost exactly twenty- 
four cents. At tbe moment of writing 
It Is worth in exchange one third of a 
cent.

For the preeent tbe effect is stimn 
latlng to German indnstry. Tbougb 
prioM have riaen, tbey have not rii 
quite as foot at the mark has fallen. 
Tbe Germans themselves, who fear 
that tbeir money will aoon be worth 
nothing, are turning it as fast as they 
get it ioto goods, which have at least 
some value; and' speculators from 
neighboring countries are taking tbeir 
Own money Info Germany, ctmvertlng 
it into marks and baying goods that 
would cost them twice as much or 
more at homdl In an ordinary italic 
everyone tries feverishly to turn bis 
goods into money. In Germany tbe 
process is reversed; everyone is try­
ing to turn his money into goods.

Whether the situation is Inevitable 
or whether it is to some extent arti­
ficial—created in onlet. to Impress on 
tbe other naticHu< the Inal>illty of Ger­
many to meet the r^atration payments 

is nni'ertnln. 'The effect is the same 
either way. It is taken for granted 
that tbe Allies will bare to give the 
Germans more time on tbeir next pa.v- 
ment. ince German money is worth 
nothing, there is nothing but German- 
made goods with which to pay, and 
tbe AlHed nations are in no mood to 
he flooded with cheap products made 
under the couditlona that now exist 
on tbe other side of tbe Rhine.
