ZERO WEATHER WITH HIGH
WIND FROM THE NORTH.

About Four Inches of Snow Falls, But
Wind Drifts Is Very Badly—
Worst Since 1918,

The hardest storm in four years hit

Canyon at midnight Sunday night. By
morning the temperature stood = at
12 degrees above zero, with snow being
driven before a high wind. The snow
continued through Monday and Tues-
day with the temperature holding about
two degrees above gzero most of the
time.
- About four inches of snow was re-
ported by the weather man, but owing
to the continued high wind through-
out the storm, the snow was badly
drifted. East and west roads are al-
most impassable. The moisture on ac-
count of the snow will not amount to
much owing to the bad drifting.

This storm was predicted by the
weather bureau, and the cowmen were
generally ready for it No loss of
stock has been reported.

The snow fell for about 54 hours,
which was the longest snow we have
had since the winter of 1918-19 when
snow lay upon the ground a greater
part of the winter.

8123,000 for Last Year
Outlook Good for 1922

By J. L. McCarty

Canyon, the busy and thriving city
of Randall county has had a steady
growth for the past year and anti-
cipates a better year in 1922, Over
sixty five buildings have been erected
or remodeled during the last twelve
months. These buildings for the most
part- have been substantial modern
bungalows and represent the homes of
permanent citizens. Some few houses
built during this period total an in-
vestment of several thousand dollars.
The bulk”of improvement has been in
the east part of town. However the
west end of town has not been slow in
building. Proximity to the college is
probably responsible for the east end
receiving the greater amount of im-
provements, Five small business
bouses have been erected. However,
two of these were made necessary by
the fire which destroyed the South
Side of. the square. Two business
houses were erected adjoining the col-
lege campus.

In interviewing Mayor J. D. Gamble
it was learned that Canyon is very
careful about the water supply for her
citizens—$6,000 having been expended
on the water plant alone. A new well
and new engine with all new pumping
equipment was installed. - This has
assured the city of an abundant supply
of good water. A key rate of 59 cents
on fire insurance is a thing of which
the town is proud,

The college is also proud of its
water system, having erected. at a
cost of $10,000, a water tower with
50,000 gallon capacity. That, a new
well, and other improvements approxi-
mating $19,500 for the water system
of the college this year. This, making
for the entire community, over $25,000
spent on the water supply alone. In
addition the college in other improve-
ments spent $30,500, including campus
improvements, additional real estate
and an infirmary for the college stu-
dents,

The citizenship of the town on raw
material $£70,000 according to
local dexlers.

proximately $123,000, Practically

every dollar of this improvement has
been invested in permanent buildings.

Mrs. Laws graduated from the Bos-
ton School of Cooking over 30 years
ago and was also a student at various
times at Chautauqua, New York, and
the Wisconsin University. For a quar-
ter of a century she has been engaged
in one of the noblest ¢ all callings,
that of making women's work easier.

For-two years she assisted in the
care and feeding of hundreéds of orphan
children at the Indiana Soldiers’ and
Sailor's Orphans Home. Later she
studied nursing at ‘the Lincoln Park
Sanitarium Chicago. For five years
she was a teacher of home economlics
in the Minneapolis public schools
where she also taught mission classes
and mothers' classes.

For seven years she was connected
with the Minnesota Farmers Institutes,
delivering lecturers before chautauquas
clubs and schools. She was also
teacher of home economics in the
Northern Normal College at Aberdeen,
South Dakota, for one year. She has
lectured in nearly all parts of the Uni-
ted States, Canada and Alaska.

Eight years ago she began the work
of building up a department of Wo-
man’s Work at the Minnesota State
Fair, and so fast has it grown that
there is no other such department in
America.
