A special aeoaioo of the commiasioo* 
era court will be held this week to 
caavaaa the retnrns of the election in 
order that the voten In the newly add* 
ed district may cast their votes in the 
trnatee election. Only one election 
will he held in the new enlarged dis­
trict, this being at the court bouse on 
Itotorday, April first. Four trustees 
are to be elected on April first.

At the meeting of the board of trus­
tees Monday night, it was decided that 
slBce the two districts had voted to 
come into the Independent district, no 
tuition charge would be made fur the 
remainder of the school year fur those 
pupils coming to the t'anyon school 
from the ontsMe dlstricta 

The following statement is given out 
regarding the Trustee E lation , on
April 1:

“ Four memhers of the board of trns- 
tesa for the Canyon City Independnit 
Hehoot District are to be chosen by the 
voters of this district at the eleriion 
on April first, and will bold office for 
tha coming two yeara The three mem­
hers who are to hold over for the com­
ing y ears were asked by the retiring 
members to select four men whom in 
their Judgment conld best serve the 
interests of the people of this district 
should they be elected to office. This 

a ^<nl Job impooed npon us, as there 
are in the district

tHs offlde,
and no doubt would patriotically give 
o f their time to serve 'the ariiools 
should they be elected. All of the four 
men retiring from the board this year 
have faithfully served the district, and 
If we allowed our, personal fsel- 
Ings to dictate In the matter, we would 
■sleet these four imen with whom we 
have worked during the past year.

“ When the qneetlon of consolidation 
was being conalderad, the anggeatton 
sras made that one trustee be elected 
from each of the dlstricta which are 
coming Into the conaolldatlon. and we 
therefore name Tom Black from Dis­
trict Na 2 and A. N. Bnrgnn from 
District Na 18, both good men and 
highly Interested In school affairs.

“The three men remaining on the 
bonrd do not mean to dictate as to 
whom the voters shall select, hot since 
It mna left to ns to choose, we have 
done oor best. We shall net toel of­
fended in the least if the voters wish 
to pot other names on the ticket, or do 
not adhere to onr Judgment in this 
aMttor.
