The
bond issue carried by a umjgrity of
198 to 25.

The transcript will be re-
turned today to Breg, Garrett & Com-
pany of Dallas, buyers of the bonds,
who expect to have a decision from
the attorney general within two weeks,
The bonds have been sold for par, ac-
crued interest, and a bonus of $375.
This price is $150 better than ' Tulia
sold her bonds last week, and the
Tulia didtrict had to prepare all of the
proceedings and print the bonds, which
makes the Canyon district receive at
least $750 mére for our bonds that did

_ The State Board of Control has
made ' public its recommendations to
the legislature, which meets early in
January.

The West Texas State Normal Col-
lege has been granted a total of $345,-
745 for the first year and $317,025 for
the second year period, these years
beginning September 1, 1923,

The Board of Control recommends
three buildings -for the Normal, the
cohipetion of Cousins Hall, at a cost
of $100,000; a training school building
at: a cost of $100,000; and a home
economics buillding at a cost of $10,-

0 ; $11,000 was granted for perman-
ent campus improvements and $9,000
for power-shouse equipment,

President J. A, Hill returned yester-
day from Austin where he saw mem-
bers of the Board of Control and talk-
ed with Lee Satterwhite, who was
chairman of the appropriations com-
mittee last session of the legislature,
and is now representative of this dis.
triet. It is generally believed that
the legislature will follow closely the
recommendations of the board of con-
trol, although the same investigations
of appropriations as in the past will
be made by the members of the legis-
lature,

As the recommendations now stand,
the Normal has been granted $172,170
for salaries during each yea The
departments are xrant«l $24, 21-1 fur the
first and $22.205 for the second )ear.

The “Christ of the Andes” is a sta-
tue of the Savior, cast in the bronze
from the rannon of opposing Argentines
and Chileans, standing nearly 13,000
feet above the level of the sea at Cam-
bre Pass, on the mountain frontier be-
tween Argentine Republic and Chill.
It was placed there in March 1904, as
a symbol of the perpetual peace which
was then sworn to by the opposing na-
tions.

SOCIETY IS DOING A GREAT SER-
- VICE T0 COUNTRYX

The Panhandle Hjstorical Society
was organized in February, 1921, with
about twenty-five charter members
Since the beginning >f the organiza.
tion it has considerably increased its
membership T:nd the interest manifests
ed In the work which the organization
is undertaking has been very gratify-
ing indeed. Already a number of news-
paper clippings, books writteén by early
ploneers, and relics of various kinds
have been collected from over the Pan-
handle. Some of these have come as
gifts while others have been loanéd to
the society for safe keeping. A num-
ber of very interesting geological speci-
mens have been sent from a number
of places. This collectiop itself at its
present rate of growth will soon furn-
ish a valuable and interesting study
for those who are interested in this
kind of work. Another phase of the
work is the mounting of birds and an-
imals native to this section of the coun-
try and already the society has mount-
ed specimen of such animals as the
lobo wolf, the coyote, and the badger.
Alsgo a collection of mounted specimens
of birds has been started. The taxi-
dermist work is done. by  Mr. L. A.
fimms, who lives near Canyon, at a
reasonable price and his work is first
class.

Still another phase of the work
which will be begun in the near fu-
ture is the collection of photos of Pan-
handle pioneers. Just as soon as a
place can be provided a picture gallery
will be provided by the institulinn, and
these photos of a uniform size will oe-
cupy a prominent place in the halls of
the school. The society has already
secured photos of Col, and Mrs. Good-
night, two of the most typical and
most prominent of the early pioneers
in‘this section. A number of others are
in the possession of the society and
many more will the
near future,

These various phases of the work of
the organization will be pushed as rap-
idly as funds can be secured. Those in
(;llnrz(n of the organization feel that in
a few years they will have a collection
of material that will be of intrinsic
value, not only to the school, but also
to all people who live in this section of
the country. The work which this or-
ganization is undertaking is fast find-
ing its way into the hearts of the peo-

While
this is the easiest way to help along
the work of this organization, there
are still other opportunities for render-
ing service. The Society will be glad
to secure material through gifts, loans,
or purchase.”
