Housing Authority's

Board members of the beleaguered Castro County Housing
Authority—which is faced with bankruptcy within three
months—met Monday night with Farmers Home Administra-
tion representatives to try to work out their difficulties..

In addition to its financial woes, the Housing Authority is
faced with a class-action lawsuit filed by Texas Rural Legal
Aid, Inc., and court injunctions that make it difficult to collect
rents or evict tenants for non-payment.

Board members went into Monday night's meeting hoping
that the state and federal FmHA officials who converged here
could show them some path through their maze of troubles.

But the lengthy meeting only added to the frustrations of the
board in its battle with the layers of red tape and regulations
under which the directors feel they are ‘‘drowning.”’

Paul Kahn of Washington, DC, director of the FmHA's
Multiple Housing and Support Organization, told the board
that serious accusations had been made against the Housing
Authority, and that FmHA wanted to know how the problems
would be resolved.

Kahn—who had met with TRLA attorneys earlier in the
day—said the problem areas concern block leasing, mainten-
ance, project delinquencies and record keeping. FmHA wants
plans from the board, he said.

Housing Authority Board President Allan Webb reported
that the board has been working since July to solve the
problems and has engaged Neil Larimore as a consultant.
Larimore from Olney, is president of the Rural Rental Housing
Authority of Texas and has 22 years’ experience in the field of
migrant housing.

Larimore has drawn up a management plan, Webb said, and
the board hopes to implement it by April 1.

The present manager of the huge Agricultural Housing
Project, Fred Moulton, will resign at the end of March and the
board is currently seeking a qualified successor. Three
applications have been received but no one has been employed
yet, Webb said.

Board member Truman Touchstone said, ‘‘There has been
no block leasing since July, and if TRLA tells you there is, they
are just trying to trick us.”

Rayphard Smithson, also a board member, told the FmHA
representatives that the housing project has been a good thing
for the farm workers.

“"A man comes to me looking for a job. I say, go to Fred
(Moulton) and get a house and I'll give you a job. I call Fred
and tell him I'll pay for his house, I loan the man money to buy
groceries—then TRLA says we're block leasing,”” Smithson
said.

Kahn asked the board why the policy of block leasing had
been continued from 1974 until 1979 when it was in violation of
regulations.

It was the only way we could keep the project in the black
and keep the rent low for the tenants,”” Webb said.

Higher utility costs and lower occupancy rates since the end
of block leasing, combined with the restraining order on
evictions, has lowered income, Larimore said. With only 34%
occupancy in February, utility bills averaged $82 per tenant. If
a tenant was paying $85 rent, the housing authority was
making $3; those paying less than 382 were costing the project
money, he said.

The big housing project here was the first of its kind
constructed under FmHA auspices and there are some 'mh_ergnt
design flaws which contribute to local problems. Each bqlldmg
is centrally heated, so an entire building must be heated if only
one apartment is occupied. Also, the FmHA learned too late
that migrant workers dislike ‘‘high rise’ units, whlch are
contributing to low occupancy rates. Housing projects built
after the local one are all single-level structures.

The project must have additional financial assistance to be
economically viable, Larimore told FmHA.

“"We are within three or four months of Doomsday,’" he said.

“"We would hope that TRLA would be concerned with
helping us solve our problems rather than giving us all this
flak,”” Larimore said.

Kahn said one of the concerns expressed by TRLA was that
the board was made up entirely of ‘‘grower interests,’”’ and
that the TRLA feels the issues cannot be resolved with this
board make-up. f

County Attorney Jimmy Davis said the Castro County
Commissioners’ Court will not appoint anyone to the board who
doesn’t have experience and good business sense.

"'Some of the people who asked to be appointed to the board
were the ones who had just sued the county,”” he said.

Webb said that since the inception of the Housing Authority
there have been bankers, lawyers, grocers and others on the
board, but all have resigned due to lack of interest.

Another charge made by Kahn was that some rents in the
past had been collected ‘‘under the table’’ and not ‘‘put
through the system.”

Larimore admitted that internal control of finances had been
poor, but not under the table.

"'If we get the right man for the manager, the books should
be in shape by June 1,”’ he said.

"'The board wants to adopt the new management plan and
bring the facility up to standards, but even a rent increase will
not solve the financial problems,’” Larimore said. ‘‘It will meet
the law, but we cannot keep the project above water without
additional financial help.’’

Kahn questioned the competence of the board in allowing
the housing project to get so far behind in maintenance and
into financial difficulty.

Exports of US feed grains
in 1980 —especially Texas
corn, wheat and milo—are
expected to top those of 1979
despite the federal embargo
on the sale of grain to Russia.

Growing exports to other
countries, principally Mexico,
will more than take up the
slack brought about by the
embargo.

Texas Corn Growers Asso-
ciation President Carl King
and Fred Bruegel Jr., presi-
dent of the Texas Grain and
Feed Association, along with
Texas Commissioner of Agri-
culture Reagan Brown and
representatives of wheat, pea-
nut, grain sorghum and soy-
bean producers, have just
returned from a trip to Mexico
to discuss future grain trades.

““We feel we established a
good foundation for future
negotiations,”’ King said,
“‘and we were cordially and
warmly received by represen-
tatives of the Mexican govern-
ment."’

The group met with the
Mexican Secretary of Com-
merce—the No. 2 man to the
President of Mexico, and the
man political observers think
may be the next president,
Bruegel said.

Day-care center planned
for children of migrants

The Castro County Com-
missioners’ Court heard plans
for a day-care center for the
children of migrant workers at
its Monday meeting.

Maye Constancio, district
supervisor for the Texas Mi-
grant Council, explained to
commissioners that the center
would be federally funded and
operated under the Dept. of
Human Resources.

During its summer pro-
gram, the center would pro-
vide day care for children
from infants to age 6, and
during the school year child-
ren below school age.

Rick Peters, county child
welfare officer, said, ‘‘The
aim of the program is to take
the kids out of the fields and
to educate them."

Mrs. Constancio said the
day-care center will help pre-
pare the children for the

public schools and will also
allow their mothers to seek
employment and get off the
welfare rolls.

The Texas Migrant Council
is contemplating the purchase
of the old Catholic Church on
East Bedford Street as a site
for the center.

The center must meet min-
imum standards for licensing,
and the number of children
who could be served would be
contingent upon the facilities.

Priority will be given to the
children of '‘mobile mi-
grants,’’ and next, to children
of migrants who live in the
area. If space permits, the
children of other persons in
the county who meet the
poverty guidelines would be
admitted. Transportation will
be provided by the center.

Mrs. Constancia told com-

missioners she was merely
informing them of the plans
and asking their approval of
the project, although there
would be no legal liability or
financial aid required of the
county.

But the commissioners —
who are ‘‘gun shy”’ from their

— requested an agreement bg
drawn up by County Attorney
Jimmy Davis and signed by
the Texas Migrant Council
and the county court to put in
writing that the commission-
ers' court would not be liable,
either legally or financially for
any part of the program.

1 quart of dry cracked com

1 cup of ash lye

1 bucket of ashes
jack)

First step is to wash and
clean the corn of all the
husks. This takes patience
and lots of water. Like in the

(black

old-time method of making

hominy, you put the dry corn
in with the ashes and add
water. After a while the ash
water becomes like a lye
solution and the corn husks
wash off with repeated
rinsing.

The third step is to make
the afky. Afky is the ash
water used to flavor theicorn.
You take the remainder of the

ashes and put them in a

cheese cloth or other cloth
and pour boiling water
thrcugh it. The resulting
yellowish liquid is the afky.
Now you are ready to cook
the corn. If you are a
traditionalist, get your woman
busy preparing the black pot
over a fire in the back yard.

When the corn is tender, it
is ready to eat. You can dry
the sofky and eat it in a bowl
of milk like cereal, or you can
put it in a crock and set it
back until it sours. Most eat
sofky sour. Why, 1 don't
know, because it reminds me
of spoiled pudding. As the
corn cooks it gets a little thick
and the liquid becomes like a
porridge. This makes sofky
rather unpalatable unless you
like slimy-feeling yuck in your
mouth.

Indians eat sofky with great
gusto. Someone will really
make a killing, though, when
they show them cans of pre-
pared hominy. '

How does a carry-over crop

affect social security benefits?
We hear this question reg-

ularly this time of the year.
The answer varies with the
individual situation. = How-
ever, there are several gener-
al guidelines to follow.

First of all, if a farmer
retires and rents out his land
as of January 1, 1980, he can
receive all his social security
benefits for 1980, even with a
carry-over crop that exceeds
the earnings limit. A carry-
over is considered earned
income. However, it general-
ly does not require ‘‘substan-
tail services'' in the year in
which it is sold.

Social security defines
‘‘substantial services'’ for a
self-employed person as activ-
ity in your business that
exceeds 45 hours per month.
Since a carry-over does not
require work in the year of
sale, the farmer is not per-
forming ‘‘substantial ser-
vices'' and can receive all
benefits if he meets two other
requirements.

First, the year in question
must be the first year the
farmer is eligible for benefits.
The 1977 Amendments to the
Social Security Act limited
this monthly rule to one year
only — the farmer’s first year

of retirement.

Second, if the farmer does
any other type of work he may
not qualify for the monthly
rule. For instance, if he takes
a job and his earnings exceed
one twelfth of the annual limit
for any month, he will not be
eligible for a social security
benefit that month.

In summary, a person may
receive all of his benefits
during his first year of retire-
ment if he does not earn over
one-twelfth the annual earn-
ings limitation, nor renders
substantial services if self-
employed. The carry-over
crop is the classic example of
earned income that meets
both criteria.

TRLA being
Investigated

At the request of Congress-
man Kent Hance, an official
of the Legal Services Corp. in
Washington, D.C., is in the
area today (Thursday) to re-
view the activities of Texas
Rural Legal Aid, Inc.

Dan Bradley of the Legal
Services Corp.—parent organ-
ization of the TRLA—is
scheduled to meet with TRLA
attorneys and Deaf Smith
County  officials in Hereford
this morning (Thursday).
After the Hereford meetings,
he is to meet at noon with
Dimmitt attorneys.

The only meeting open to
the public, though, will be a
press conference which is
scheduled for 4 p.m. today ir
Hereford.

Purpose of the TRLA is to
provide legal services to
people who do not have ac-
cess to attorneys—specific-
ally, people who meed federal
poverty guidelines. But
Hance, in calling for the
investigation, claimed that the
TRLA’s activities in Deaf
Smith and Castro Counties is
“creating a circus atmos-
phere."”’

The TRLA has filed class-
action suits against the Castro
County Commissioners’ court,

The TRLA has filled class-
action,suits against the Castro
County Housing Authority,

Castro County Hospital Dis-
trict, Castro County Commis-
sioners’ court, the county's
political party chairmen, the
Deaf Smith County Sheriff's
Office and individual farmers
and businessmen in the area.

The TRLA’s actions have
gained statewide publicity—
and have spurred a backlash
in the two counties.

Resolutions that call for
cutting off funds for TRLA
have been adopted by the
Commissioners’ Courts of
Castro and Deaf Smith
Counties, the West Texas
County Judges’ and Commis-
sioners’ Association and the
Texas Corn Growers Associa-
tion.

The resolutions charge that
‘“‘the benefits available and
services rendered by TRLA
are a gross misuse of tax
money and detrimental to the
wellbeing of taxpayers."

Copies of the resolutions
are being forwarded to mem-
bers of Congress.

Individual citizens are also
signing petitions asking for
the end of funding for TRLA.
The petitions, originated by
Carl King of Dimmitt and
Deaf Smith County Sheriff
Travis McPherson, claim that
the federally funded office is
using taxpayers money to

represent illegal aliens.

‘Fire fund’ campaign
for Girlstown starts

Local Lions clubs are spear-
heading a drive to provide
money, clothing, meat and
other items to the Borger
campus of Girlstown USA,
which suffered a $200,000 fire
loss Friday.

The Easter Lions Club
voted Monday night to donate
$500 to the drive. The
Dimmitt Lions Club chipped
in $200 Tuesday and opened a
special fund at the First State
Bank. And Zone Chairman
John Brooks of Dimmitt is
working with other Lions
Clubs in Castro and Parmer
Counties to coordinate the
campaign.

Friday night's fire destroy-
ed the administration building
on the Girlstown Borger
campus. Lost in the costly
blaze were all the girls’ sum-
mer clothing, a large freezer,
600 pounds of frozen beef and
pork, 14 years of records, a
copy machine, an addressing
machine, oftice equipment
and supplies, and all the girls’
spending money.

““The fire couldn’t have
come at a worse time,”’
Brooks said, '‘because plans
were being made to build a
new administration building
at the Borger campus to
replace this one. Now those
plans have gone out the win-
dow because of this fire."”

Neither the building nor its
contents were insured, Brooks

donated,”” Brooks said.
