It requires no eye o f a landscape 
artist to discover that ilico lacks 
many of the beauties she should have. 
Neither does it require a person ac­
customed to the city’s fine buildings 
and streets to discover that Hico is 
woefully behind many of her sister 
towns in cleaning her face and wash­
ing her ears and rouging her cheeks.

“ Hico’s My Town; I ’m Against the 
Gink Who Kuns Her Down.” That 
motto, placed in local stores by a pub­
lic-spirited citizen, applies directly to 
the writer of this column. Hut like 
the person who says. “ I wouldn't like 
So-and-So even if 1 knew he was all 
right,”  Here in Hico says people do 
not like unpainted houses and un­
kept yards eVen _ if they have been 
accustomed to them all their lives.

Roemi-e Ilico could be made a beau­
tiful little town if thi* people were 
only willing (for nature has already 
done her paid), this column is hereby 
dedicated, this March 15, 1929, to n 
more beautiful Hico.

Beauty is far more than skin deep. 
In Hico, for instance, the interiors of 
practically all homes are more attrac­
tive than the exteriors. But the 
stranger cannot see the inside beau­
ties; he judges by the yards, the 
houses, the streets, the store fronts. 
So we say. in the spirit of that motto, 
that several thousand gallons of paint 
and whitewash would be a godsend to 
Hico. Many o f the houses, fences and 
bams here would look much better 
wrapped in flames than they do now, 
and the flames would make good rid­
dances; but there are many stately 
old homes, with all the architectural 
eurly-queues of the POs, that would 
spring to life if they were given a 
couple of coats of paint:

Just as paint can make n grand­
mother look like a flapper, so can 
paint make a relic of the carpenter'- 
art take on th< vigor of 1929. A lit­
tle paint, a few repairs, and. lo. the 
house that yesterday peeped out at 
the stranger from a cobweb sanctuary 
will today assure him that spring 
has come— that Hico knows the dif­
ference between thn pleasant spring 
months and the sordid winter ones 
without a pocketbook thermometer.

When someone stakes an old brindle 
cow on a vacant lot adjoining your 
well kept lawn, and the old sister 
takes a liking to your grass and flow­
ers—̂ ain’t it a grnnd and glorious 
feeling ? Or when your wife or moth­

Trustee Elections to 
Be Held on April 6

County Judge P. M. Rice favors 
the News Review with the following 
statement as to the law concerning 
county trustee elections:

The time is again nppronching 
(April 8) when she voters in all school 
J -t  riels wjill vote [in their -chord 
ditsrict trustees, and two commission­
ers’ precincts o f the county will each 
elect a member o f the county board 
of trustees.

The law is that names of school 
trustee candidates will he printed on 
official ballots only at the request of 
as many as five voters. No partic­
ular form is required, but the request 
must he in writing and signed by at 
lea-t five voters. A letter to the 
county iudp'c statiujt who arc the de­
sired candidates, signed by at least 
five voters, will be sufficent. These 
five voters may request as many of 
the names as they please. Some peo­
ple will say that this is “ a lot of 
red tape.”  and maybe it is, but the 
purpose o f the law is to give a fuir 
opportunity to all groups of citizens 
t< get a square deal in all districts, 
for any five voters may have any 
body's name placed on the ticket that 
they may desire. A little forethought 
is all that is required.

The only exception to the request 
I by five voters is that any person who 
. may desire to la* n candidate may in 
writing request the county judge to 
print his own name on the ticket, and 
when so requested this will be done.

The names should be sent in not 
later than March 28. as the names 
must be print«d and sent hv the coun­
tv judge to the person who is to hold 

| the election. The person who is to 
hold the election i- selected by the 
school trusties in each district, and 
not by the county judge, hut the judge 
should la* notified who the election 
holder is so that the election ballots 
may la* mailed to him.

The president of each board of trus­
tees should see that the election no­
tices are posted.

In all districts in commissioners' 
precinct Nos. 1 und 2. the voters also 
chose a member o f the county board 
o f trustees to represent their respec­
tive precints. These places Hre now 
held by A. L. McKinly and R .G. 
Krueger. The persons holding the 
trustee election also hold this elec­
tion at the same time. The law as 
to sending in names to go on the tick­
et docs not apply to this election, hut 
the voters may use the blank ballot 
provided Independent districts do not 
vote on these members of the county 
bonrd.

Referring again to district truster* 
ballots: While the law is that the 
names of candidates must be certi­
fied to the county judge and printed 
hv him. yet the voter still has the 
right to scratch all or any o f the can­
didates and write anyone else's name, 
and -uch name must be counted. This 
seems to contradict the nurpose of 
the law. hut the ruling is that a voter 
has an inherent right to vote for any­
one he mnv choose, hut he must use 
the legal ballot provided, nnd write 
the name on that hallot.

Appointed for Town
J. A. Simonton. John Kakins and 

A. C. Johnston of Hico were appoint­
ed as notary public at the recent ses­
sion of the. legislature, and are now 
empowered to carry out the work of 
that office.

Formerly, notaries could bo appoint­
ed only once each year, hut a recent 
ruling calls for appointment at any 
time the legislature sees fit.

GRAND JURY RAPS 
LIQUOR VIOLATIONS

Reporting that little crime of a 
serious nature had occurred in Ham­
ilton county in the past six months, 
the grand jury convened this week 
after an eight-day session. Viola­
tions o f liquor laws was cited as the 
most flagrant crime, and the jury, in 
its report to District Judge Joe 11. 
Eidson, also stated that perjury, es­
pecially among young men, had be- 1 
come a serious matter in liquor case 
testimony. “ We believe it will be pos­
sible to stamp out th;s evil,”  the jury 
reported, “only when people in gen­
eral realize the serious re-ults that 
may grow out o f liquor law violations 
and use their best efforts to set a 
good example both in word and deed.

One hundr'd and twenty-nine wit 
nesses were examined, and 24 bills 
of indictment were returned by the 
jury. Twelve o f the bills were felo­
nies and 12 mi-demeanors.

Celebrate Birthday of 
64-Year-Old Pioneer

Representatives of two oil operat­
ing companies are expected to be 
present at a called meeting of the 
city council this evening, and Mayor 
J. C. Barrow states that their pres­
ence will insure a definite disposal 
o f the local ga- franchise if  at all 
possible.

The Murchison Company of Dallas, 
which held the gas franchise here be­
fore its expiration March 1, will pro­
bably be represented, and a Mr. Shaw 
representing the Morgan interests, 
hu slated that he will be here- from 
Hrownwood. It is understood that 
the Morgan people have the fran­
chise at Hamilton anil other towns in 
this section.

The Murchison franchise, which 
was purchased by the Dallas concern 
from Mr. Boone a few months ago, 
was extended to March 1 by the coun­
cil, but uppurcntly no action has been 
taken that looks toward piping o f 
ira here in the near future. Mr. 
Boone still hold- the drilling rights 
"n the Robertson place, near the old 
l.aney gas well, but nothing has been 
don" on the location except the 
building o f a derrick. A report has 
again been circulated that the rig has 
been shipped, but this is not known 
for certain.

Keeping in mind two needs o f this 
vicinity the development o f a gas 
field and the bringing of gas here 
for retail consumption the council 
has attempted to place the franchise 
in the hand* of the concern that can 
carry out the two programs at the 
same time. Continuous delays have 
hrought neither a gas field nor a 
cheaper fuel, and the council is deter­
mined to take definite and certain 
action tonight if  the two representa­
tives are present, according to the 
mayor.

Both Mayor Barrow and Mayor 
Pro Tempore H. N. Wolfe state that 
no franchi-e will lie granted or renew­
ed Without the posting o f a bond. 
Th Morgan interoat*, it is under­
stood. have promised to take the 
franchise and guarantee gas here 
within four months, with a bond 
posted insuring carrying out o f the 
agreement. If. on the other hand, 
th" Murchison contract i* renewed, 
there remain- the possibility of open­
ing up the local gas field and supply­
ing a number o f towns in this vicin­
ity from wells there.

Whatever disposition is made of 
the franchise, the councilmen prom­
ise a definite decision, with a bond 
posted for carrying it out, should the 
two ropre-entntives nyeet with them 
tonight. ___

"Married men. ”  so states the wise­
cracking vaudeville performer, "have 
their better halves, but bachelor! have 
better quarters.' While a great n«iny 
people may take issue with the fore­
going statement, it would be hard to 
disprove that a majority o f the thick­
ens being raised in this country are 
entitled to better quarters and do not 
get them. Certainly, a distressingly 
large proportion of the poultry being 
raised today would fall in that cate­
gory.

All too often, the matter o f poultry 
housing is 'eft until everything else 
has been provided for and then any 
kind of old shack will be hastily 
thrown together, often in u location 
not deliberately chosen for the pur­
pose. but which is used because it is 
fit for nothing else.

As a matter of fact, the location 
that is fit for nothing else is usually 
unfit for poultry raising, but that is 
apparently, not often taken into con­
sideration. 1 shall briefly describe a 
type o f house which, after experi­
menting with many kinds for over 
twenty years, 1 am convinced is the 
cheai»est, most practical, healthiest, 
nyore comfortable and easiest to build 
poultry house, for the average farm 
flock, o f which I have any knowledge.
If  I felt otherwise, it is quite certain 
all my own poultry houses would not 
be built on this plan.

My ideal poultry house is the one­
way’ shed roof, opin front, fresh air 
type that admits plenty o f ->tin«hine 
and plenty of fresh air at all times 
without drafts, and faces south. It 
should he "0 feet wide or deep from 
north to south, and as long a* nece«- | 
sary to accomodate the flock. A house and 
20 by 20 feet is a nice size for an write 
ordinary size small farm flock. It 
will comfortably house 100 hens of the 
larger breeds and 135 Leghorns in all 
cold and moderate climate*; while in 
warn|er climates. 25 per cent more can 
he housed without crowding. This is 
due to the fact that the fowls do not 
have to be housed many days during 
the winter in the warmer sections of 
the Unite,! States. It is a great mis­
take to crowd chickens into a house, 
as they should have plenty o f room 
at all times. This house should be 
9 feet high in front and he a trap 
door 19 or 12 inches wide 6 feet in 
the rear There should along the j 
north wall just under the roof that 
should be opened during hot weather j 
for coolness at night; while during 
fall, winter and spring the northeast 
and west walls should be absolutely 
as near air-tight a* they can be made.
In a long house, there should be a 
solid partition from the back almost 
|o the front every 30 or 3& feet to 
prevent draft- sweeping from one end 
of that house to the other on the birds 
at night.

The openings in front are all the 
ventilators a poultry house needs, and 
the larger these permanent openings 
are. the healthier the fowl* will be, 
as long as they do not freeze their 
combs and toes. By having the roosts 
along the north wall there will be no 
draft* at night by having the north 
east and west wal's closed tight, even 
if the south is open.

Every poultry house should have a 
floor— either concrete or wood. It 
is impossible to keep a dirt floor clean 
and sanitary. The floors in all rrty 
houses are made o f tongue and 
grooved flooring that is absolutely 
tight. All mv houses are up on post 
two or three feet high, which provides 
s cool place during the heat of sum­
mer. A giH>d roof i« very essential, as 
a poultry house must be kept dry if  
the fowls arc to he kept healthy. The 
usual material used for shed roofs is 
either roofing paper or ralvanized 
iron. The latter U usually the most 
durable, but is also very hot during 
hot weather if the roof i* not high.
A straw loft or a ceiling under the 
rafters wit* make the house a great 
deal cooler in the winter. Do not have 
the roof too low, especially in warm 
climates, nor too high, especially up 
north There should be 5 1-2 or 6 
feet clearance space in the rear, and 
A or 9 feet in the front inside.

TTiia poultry house is equally good 
in any climate and at any season o f 
the year, the only difference being in 
the construction of the front open­
ings. In the southern states, the 
front should be left almost entirely 
op-n at all times, while up north 
•  here the weather is cold, most of 
the front should be closed for the pro­
tection o f the fowls. In the northern 
•tates. quite a portion o f the front 
can be covered with glass substitutes 
to sdmit light and sunshine, and suf­
ficient air for ventilation can be had 
througfi openings that are covered 
with thin muslin curtains during cold 
weather In climates similar to Mis­
souri. the openings in the front should 
equal about 10 per cent of the floor 
area o f the house, and these openings 
should extreme cold weather or while 
storming from the south, when a thin 
muslin curtain can be pulled down.

Of course «ome rain will heat in the 
southern openings at times, hut the 
harm from this is trival as compared 
to having the frfcnt o f the houae 
closed nr nearly so

The floor should be sloping a little 
to the front, so that the rain that 
should blow in will run to the front 
and out.

No nrdinarv glass window* are 
needed In the front o f a poultry house,
•nd very few any nlare e'se. Th« 
front o f the house should be boarded 
un and solid for three feet above the 
floor, and all openings should be above 
this.

In Cold clinaates. the north, east and 
west wall* should he made warm.
Ship Iso or drop tiding should he 
carefully put on so as to leave no 
cracks, and then this should be lined 
on the inside or out with two or three

Whom Shall W e Elect?
The White House now has a four- 

year occupant, and voters have ceased 
waging verbal wars against Herbert 
Hoover or A1 Smith. Congressional 
seats have new or re-lected occupants 
for two or foqr or six years, and the 
nation’s law maker-* go on with their 
harangues and routine business with 
liltle thought, for the moment, of 
keeping their political hats unsoiled.

Down in Austin, where the Colo­
rado rolls not far from the steps of 
the domed state capitol. the legislators 
are purring along in the even tenor 
of their way: some o f them may even 
be stealing away to the happy river 
to cast their hooks for a catfish or a 
trout...........

Over in Hamilton, leaning over their 
records or carrying on the courts of 
justice or enforcing the laws of the 
land, the county and district officers 
are safe for almost one year or al­
most two. Most o f them are faithful 
workers; and the voters forget they 
have officers, forget they have laws, 
and *av. “ Let the officers we have 
elected worry about law enforcement 
— that is none of our ours.”

That attitude of voters is one of 
the chief reasons why there is graft 
and inefficiency in our government. 
Tt requires more than a pre-election 
argument over a candidate's religion 
or his wetness for the average citi- 
ben to fulfill the duties o f his fran­
chise privileges.

Not only do the voters pay little 
attention to the officers in whom they 
have placed the reins of law creation 
and enforcement, but they almost fo r­
get the so-called “ minor officers”  of 
their town and their school district.

School trustees are to be elected in 
Hamilton county the first week in 
April. On them will largelv rest the 
burden of making county schools suc­
cessful or unsurceaaful. They are 
only lay citixens. yet at the infre­
quent meetings they hold are deter­
mined the policies that may mean

education or ignorance for a boy or 
gir', encouragement' or discourage­
ment for uninterested parents who do 
not care whether their children go to 
school or not.

In Hico, four municipal officers are 
to be elected early in April. Here, 
again, are important duties placed on 
the shoulders o f lay citizens. It will 
be a sacrilege against good govern­
ment and a black eye for Hico if only 
a scattering handful vote for those 
four officers.

It wil| be well for citizens through­
out the county to consider carefully 
the men or women they shall elect 
as school trustees. It will be well for 
citizens of Hico to consider carefully 
the four thev shall place in office in 
their home town.

Washington, Austin and Hamilton 
are not the only capitals that deter­
mine our welfare and that of our 
children. The community and the 
home town are vital factors in the 
body politic.
