County Agent Fails 
to Attract Farmers

Mr. W oodward outlined the p rob ­
able program  th a t wrill lie followed in
case H am ilton county votes the  p ro ­
posed $450,000 in bonds for com bined 
im provem ent of highw ays and lesser 
roads. Of th e  to ta l am ount. $300,000 
will he used fo r la te ra ls . T he re ­
m aining $150,000 will be used fo r  the 
highw ays. That gives about $1,500 
per mile fo r highw ays No. 67 and 
108, which trav e rse  th e  county. The 
engineer is confident th a t th e  s ta te  
will add to  this am ount enough to  
grade the roads, p u t in new bridges 
and culverts in m any places, and p ro­
vide caliche fo r every mile.

Not only will the  d is tric t eng ineer 
recommend th a t th e  highw ay d e p a r t­
m ent help the roun ty  to caliche the  
highw ays, but. he is confident th a t  th e  
departm en t will see f i t  to  pu t a s p h a lt 
topping w herever the caliche proves 
capable of holding up. Road equip­
m ent will be furn ished  by the - ta te , 
and com plete m aintenance will be pro­
vided when the roads a re  com pleted. 
All o rd inary  drainage s tru c tu re s  will 
be made of concrete, and a nice job 
of g rad ing  will be done.

I told him tha t I would 
take upon myself the responsibility of 
saying that there were the most ur­
gent reasons why tills spy must tie 
caught, and tha t he must wire his 
principals th a t the utmost vigilance 
must he used.

“We already hnve the railroad cov­
ered a t both ends.

S tealthily I tip­
toed to the bow and cut the rojies. not 
quite through but almost. A stiff wind 
was blowing. The ro|K*s cracked and 
broke. The ship swung around. The 
watchman ran forward shouting, and 
at the same moment I ran aft. '•'Uin 
l,ling around the captain 's cabin I at 
first fulled to locate the log. Finally.

totally different from the other.
Of course the stolen log of the Mu- 

leta gave us a lot of useful Informa­
tion about her crew, and our fake le t­
ters were made to lally with this In­
formation.

We got old 
Norwegian stamps und Norwegian 
postm arks of various ports the letter 
were supposed to have been sent to.

I picked as my officer* men who 
like myself had spent long years tie 
fore the mast, who knew Norwegian, 
and were of the right spirit.

1 Joined In the shouting, pretended to 
help them for a minute, then clam- • 
be red on to the dock and hurried off :

We new put on the final touches j 
th a t were to turn the Base of Balmaha ] 
Into the Maleta. We painted her the : 
seme color aa the Maleta, arrnnged J 
her deck the Santa, and decorated the 
cnhlna with the same nraam ents. la  
my captain 's cabin. I hung pictures 
of the king and queen of Norway and 
also of their Jovlul relative. King Ed­
ward VII of England. The barometer, 
thermometer, and chronometer, and all 
the other Instrum ents were of Nor­
wegian make. I had a Norwegian li­
brary and a Norwelglan phonograph 
and records. We had enough pro- 
vislona from Norwegian firms to last 
us through the blockade. It would 
hurdly do to liuve any Bismarck her­
ring. sauerkraut, and pretzels In sight 
If the British hoarded us, would it?

The names of Iho tailors sewn In­
side my suits and my officers' suits 
were replaced with labels from Nor-

wegian tailors. «>n my underclothing 
we embroidered the nam e of the cup 
tuln of the M aleta—Kuudseu.

,1 had learned In Copenhagen tliut 
a donkey engine was being Installed 
on the Maleta. Very well, we got n 
donkey engine of the same make from 
Copenhagen and Installed if on our 
ship. The log hook of the Mulct! was 
solemnly put In place, mol the flr>t 
entry  wns made. "Today put in a new 
donkey engine.”

We got up our cargo paper* In reg 
nlnr form, signed and sealed by both 
the Norwegian port authorities nnd 
British consul. We also had a Id le r  
signed by hls m ajesty 's consul a t Co­
penhagen stating  Hint (lie Matcla was 
carrying lumber for the use of the 
government of the Commonwealth of 
Australia. The le tte r requested nl,l 
British s!i!ps to help ns If any emer­
gency arose. To prove th a t this doc­
ument was genuine, it was even 
stamped with the British Imperial 
seal (iiimle in Germ any!).

I also had a le tter which a British 
officer had supp >*et]l\ w ritten to  m.v 
shipowner und which my shipowner 
had forwarded to me, warning us 
agnlnrt German search officers, but nd- 
vising us to place our tru«t in the 
British I

A sailor with the loneliness of the 
sen upon him nearly always tnltcs 
with him on hls voyages photographs 
of hls people. Now the crews on Brit­
ish warships know sailor ways, so I 
Inquired all about tlie procedure from 
captains of neutral ships who hud had 
the ir ship* searched. They told me 
th a t the British always Inspected the 
fo'c'sle to sec that everything looked 
right there. I Immediately gut togeth­
e r  a lot of photographs to pass as 
those of Norwegian sailors' parent*, 
brothers and slater*, uncle* and aunts, 
sweetheart*, wives and inothers-ln law. 
W hat did It m atter whether the sweet­
heart* were good looking or not? Sail­
or*’ sw eethearts are not always prize 
heautlea. We sent a man to Norway 
for the picture* In order to  have the 
name* of Norwegian photographer* 
stnm(ied on them.

The British are sm art people, by 
Joe, and they know how to search a 
ship. They attach  special Importance 
to  sailors' letters. T he sailor eagerly 
looks forward to the letter he will re­
ceive lit the next port. He never 
throw* the letters away either, hut al- 
way* keeps a stack of them In hi* 
sea cheat. Sometimes you will see 
him reading a le tter that hta mother 
sent him eight yeors before. So wa 
bad to get up a whole se t of letters 
for flqr "Norweflaw" sailors^ eech set
