not censure their act very much and
the punishment alloted is very light
if any. Light punishment will not

teach’ the lawless the necessary lea-| -

son, therefore the public continues
to suffer at its own hands, There is
no use of trying to lay the lack of
law enforcement on the shoulders of
the officers altogether, for the public
makes the laws and therefore the
public must see that they are en-
forced.

The Prohibition Law, like all other
man-made laws has many loop holes
that the violators can jump through.
These loop holes are costing many
millions of dollars each year. And we
hear the cry from every part of the
United States that the prohibition
law is a total failure, and should be

repealed. It should be repealed but
should not be done away with. The
only reason that the present law

cshould be repealed, is =0 that a new,
stronger law without a loop hole could
be made. The loop hole appearing in
the present prohibition law, is that
the only person that is liable to pun
ishment is the man who makes
liquor, or the man who sells illicit
liquor when there should have been
a claunse in thic law that wounld make
the drinkers of this illicit liquor as
liable to punishments the man
who sells or manufactures it—and to
make this addition is the only rea-
son that the law needs repealing.
Rut there is no need of law or repeal,
if the public opinion will not censure
the lawless and give aid to the law
enforcement officers Don't blame the
officers for the failure of enforce-
ment of the prohibition law-——blame
public opinion

At a called session of the trustees
of Hico County Line Independent
School District on August 19, the date
for the formal opening of Hico Pub-
liec Schools was set for September Y.

The rate of tuition for children
under the scholastic age is to be three
dollars and fifty cents; the same rate
will be charged transfers in the
grades, It has been the custom for
this school distrievt to allow children
transferred to this district three
month’s free school and charge for
six months; this custom will be con-
tinued. Those children who are trans-
ferred to this district for high school
| purposes wil] be allowed the same
| number of month’s of free school. In
|cases where the child can not get the
grade wanted in his home high school
| he may be transferred to this or some
other high school and his home dis-
trict will pay his tuition.

The scholastic age for this year is
from seven to seventeen years of age.
Children =ix years old before the first
of September, thi« year are not en-
titled to free school.

The Texas Senator held that this
plan would raise the price of the
farmers’ goods and would not take
from the treasury a single dollar. It
proposes, he asserted, to give back to
the farmer a portion of what he
charged the tariff has been continu
ously taking out of his pocket.

| American street railways were able

through economies to make a slightly

| better showing in 1928 than in 1927,

according to the A. E. R, A, report
covering operations of approximately
60 per cent of the companies.

Gross revenue decreased $7,000,000,
but operating expesnses were reduced
$6,200,000, and the increase in non-
operating revenue and decrease in tax
paid were sufficient to show an in-
crease of over $600,000 in gross in-
come, totals being $92 528 768 for last
yvear and $91.964 266 for 1927,

The street railways, however, paid
a higher portion of their net reve-
nue for taxes than any other Ameri-
can industry, contributing 54.6 per
cent to the tax budgets,

And How to Prevent Them'

Fires in cotton gins cause a large
snnual loss in the United States
each year, in some seasons amount-
ing to $1,250,000.

1. CAUSES OF COTTON
FIRES—Fires during
process may be due to a number of
causes, such as matches in cotton,
static electricity, overheated bear-

GIN

ings, friction between the saws and|

cotton stuck in the ribs, and sparks
struck by the passage of meta] and
other foreign material through the
equipment,

STATIC ELECTRICITY THE
PRINCIPAL CAUSE OF FIRES—
Static electricity is the principal
cause of fires during the ginning
process. In seasons when the great-
est number of fires have occured el-
ectrostatic charges have been abum-
dant and troublesome. At such times
the humidity was low, and the cot-
ton, and dirty cotton are essential
for high electrostatic charges in the

gin.

HOW TO ELIMINATE STATIC
ELECTRICITY-—Some ginners re-
move static electricity by hanging

wet bagging in the building, some by
wetting down the plant and grounds
every day, or even twice a day, and
others by injecting a little steam in-
to the suction pipe in the direction
of the flow of cotton. A few ground
the machinery.

The first essential in profitable
dairy production is to draw up a def-
inite plan and work at it with en-
thusiasm, Start in a small way and
grow in experience,

Right Kind of Cows

The second essential is to secure
the right kind of cows. The time is
past ‘when you can afford to match
your time with scrub cowe. Genera-
tions of intelligent breeding have
given to us dairy cattle with the ca-
pacity to produce large quantities of
milk. With the high cost of labor
and thehigh cost of land, it is es-
sential that you secure good cows,

Another essential adequate
equipment-—not expensive or elabor-
ate equipment; but even in the south,
adequate shelter against wind, rain,
ind sun should be provided.
