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Watertabledrop slows 
Castro County's under-

ground water table is still 
dropping, but the overall 
water table in the 5.2 
million-acre High Plains 
Underground 	Water 
District neither increased 
nor decreased last year, ac-
cording to HPUWD figures 
compiled from 950 observa-
tion wells across the region. 

The measurements were 
taken in January and 
February. 

Average depth-to-water 
measurements made in wells 
in eight area counties show- 

ed a rise in the water table, 
with Crosby County show-
ing the largest rise, 2.5 feet. 

The average depth-to-
water in the seven other 
counties showed a small in-
crease in the depth-to-water, 
or a decline in the water 
table. 

Average declines ranged 
from .08 feet in Bailey Coun-
ty to 1.40 feet in Parmer 
County. Castro County's 
decline last year was .78 
feet, third on the list behind 
Bailey and Lamb Counties 
(-.82) in the rate of decline. 
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-0.35 	-0.12 	-0.27 	-0.15 

Last year's -.78 loss in the 
water table was a dramatic 
decrease compared to the 
average loss for the last 10 
years, 1976 through 1986. 
The 10-year period showed 
an average decrease of 2.06 
feet per year in the county, 
with the average change 
dropping to -1.65 feet from 
1981 to 1986 and -1.51 feet 
from 1983 to 1986. 

"In most counties the rate 
of decline in the water table 
has been significantly 
decreased, particularly in 
the last five years," said 
District Geologist Don 
McReynolds. "A combina-
tion of non-use, increased 
energy costs and fortunate 
rains at opportune times has 
allowed the Ogallala Aquifer 
to replenish itself." 

HPUWD based its 
averages on observation 
from 89 wells in the county. 

The well which showed the 
largest total change in the 
county was near Sunnyside, 
and dropped 43.83 feet over 
the past 10 years, while the 
well with the largest gain in 
water over the past 10 years, 
northeast of Dimmitt, had 
an increase of 8.85 feet.

When I visit the hospital, I'd 
rather it be with a bouquet or 
book for a friend.

They Paid The Price 
Have you ever wondered what happened to those men 

who signed the U. S. Declaration of Independence? 
It took more than a mere signature on their part. They 

had to be willing to pay the price, and so they did. Five 
signers were captured by the British as traitors and tor-
tured before they died. Twelve had their homes ransacked 
and burned. Two lost their sons in the Revolutionary Army, 
another had two sons captured. Nine of the 56 fought and 
died from wounds or the hardships of the Revolutionary 

War. 
What kind of men were they? Twenty four were lawyers 

and jurists. Eleven were merchants, nine were farmers and 
large plantation owners, men of means, well educated. But 
they signed the Declaration of Independence knowing full 
well that the penalty would be death if they were captured. 

They signed and they pledged their lives, their fortunes 
and their sacred honor. 

Carter Braxton of Virginia, a wealthy planter and trader, 
saw his ships swept from the seas by the British navy. He 
sold his home and properties to pay his debts, and died in 

rags. 
Thomas McKeam was so hounded by the British that he 

had to move his family constantly. He served in the army 
without pay. All his possessions were taken from him and he 
died in poverty. 

At least ten of the signers had their homes and properties 
leveled to the ground by the enemy and when they returned 
home, it was to find everything gone. 

John Hart was driven from his wife's bedside as she was 
dying. He and his children fled for their lives. His fields and 
grist mill were laid waste. He lived in forests and caves, 
returning home after the war to find his wife dead, his 
children vanished. 

Such were the stories and sacrifices of the American 
Revolution. These were not wild eyed, rabble rousing ruf-
fians. They were soft spoken men of means and education. 
They had security, but valued freedom more. 

They gave us an independent America. Can we keep it?

Students and other young 
people planning to work during 
the summer should note that 
special rules affect the repor-
ting of earnings from many 
typical summer jobs for Social 
Security purposes. Becoming 
familiar with the rules can 
assure that the earnings are 
reported properly to earn im-
portant Social Security protec-
tion. 

Social Security pays disabili-
ty and survivors benefits on 
the record of workers who have 
credit for as little as 11/2  years 
of work. Work credits ac-
cumulate over the worker's 
lifetime for retirement benefits. 
While the amount of work 
credit determines eligibility for 
benefits, it's the annual earn-
ings reported that the benefits 
are figured from. 

With most jobs, social 
security taxes are automatical-
ly deducted from the pay 
check, and the employer pays a 
matching amount and reports 
the total to Social Security. 
Many of the types of jobs 
generally available to summer 
workers are service jobs 
(restaurant and hotel work, for 
example) farm work, or self 
employment (sales work, for 
example). A person needs to 
know how to report cash tips, 
which are a major part of many 
service jobs, when farm work 
counts for Social Security pro-
tection, and how to report self 
employment income. 

Many service jobs involve 
tips. Taxes on tips are paid by 
the employee only. The 
employee should give the 
employer a report of tips he or 
she received during the month 
by the 10th of the following 
month. The employer reports 
the tips to Social Security 
along with other regular wage 
reports. 

Because much farm work is 
irregular and sporadic, a 
minimum of work or earnings 
is required before it counts for 
Social Security purposes. Ear-
nings of at least $150 or more 
in cash from one employer dur-
ing a calendar year, or cash

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Workman's comp meets vague awareness 
There is a general if 

sometimes vague awareness 
among farmers of the Worker's 
Compensation for Farm-
workers Act passed by the 
Texas Legislature during the 
special session of 1984. 

Although the law became ef-
fective at the beginning of 
1985, published information on 
the law's provisions has been 
scarce, and there are still a lot 
of farmers who aren't sure 
whether they are subject to its 
workers' compensation re-
quirements. 

That's the observation of 

members, but if they don't, the 
farmer or rancher with whom 
they contract is jointly and 
severally responsible under the 
law.

covered by workers' comp," 
Johnson warns. 

The law. requires agricultural 
producers to carry workers' 
comp on employees who fall in 
three categories: migrants, 
seasonals, and "others." 

Coverage is required on all 
migrant workers, defined as 
those in seasonal or temporary 
farm work which requires them 
to be absent overnight from 
their permanent place of 
residence. For practical pur-
poses, PCG is told that the 
definition likely includes all 
alien workers, legal or illegal. 

Seasonal workers are defined

as those employed in seasonal 
work which does not require 
overnight absence from their 
permanent residence. They 
must be covered if: they are 
working on a truck farm.

$4 billion, down 5% from 
March 31, 1985. Rogers in-
dicated that bank officials were 
concerned about their good 
borrowers who might leave the 
Land Bank in search of lower 
interest rates. He said the 
district board had asked the 
Farm Credit Administration, 
the banks' regulator in 
Washington, D.C., to approve 
a lower interest rate. So far, the 
request has not been approved. 

Rogers noted a healthy 
surplus and reserves of almost 
$490 million for the three 
banks, an improvement over 
the $489 million at Dec. 31, 
1985. 

Nationally, the Farm Credit 
System incurred a net loss of 
$206 million for the first 
quarter of 1986, compared to a 
net income of $118 million at 
the same time last year. The 
system reported a $2.7 billion 
loss in 1985. 

"The Texas District remains 
among the strongest in the na-
tion," according to Rogers. 

The Farm Credit System is 
the largest single agricultural 
lender in the US, providing 
about one-third of the nation's 
total agricultural credit. The 
Texas District has almost $4 
billion in loans outstanding to 
40,000 farmers, ranchers, 
aquatic harvesters and 150 
agricultural and rural utility 
cooperatives.

Picante sauce is hot item 
ing to provide educational 
assistance and information or 
proper processing of picante 
sauces, maintenance of quality 
and safety as well as consumer 
awareness, acceptance and use. 

The Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station is working on 
developing improved pepper 
varieties which should be a 
boon to the picante sauce in-
dustry.

Over the years Texans as 
well as folks in other states 
have developed a taste for 
"hot" sauce in varying 
degrees, and that taste seems 
to be growing by leaps and 
bounds as picante sauces of all 
types are hitting the market. 

"Picante" comes from the 
Mexican word "picoso" which 
means "hot to the tongue and 
mouth." The unique taste or 
flavor of picante sauce comes 
from its ingredients: tomatoes; 
peppers, including jalapenos, 
serrano and Anaheim-type 
green chiles; onions; vinegar; 
garlic; black and red pepper; 
comino; and oregano. 

The first commercialp icante

sauce was produced by David 
Pace in San Antonio in 1947, 
and picante sauces have been a 
"hot" item ever since, says Dr. 
Al Wagner, a food technologist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. 

"There were probably only 
about five companies in the 
picante sauce business 20 to 25 
years ago," Wagner notes. 
"Now you can find some 20 to 
25 different brands of picante 
sauce on the market. Nineteen 
companies in Texas alone are 
producing their version of 
picante, with annual sales 
estimated at $200 million in 
$1985." 

More and more people seem 
to be getting into the picante 
sauce business, Wagner says, 
and he often gets inquiries 
from firms and individuals in-
terested in developing their 
own brand of this sauce. 

"I get calls and samples 
several times a week," Wagner 
says. "People ask me to check 
the taste and acidity level of 
the samples, acidity being a 
key factor in the product's 
safety." 

While the market for picante 
sauce is maturing in Texas, in-
roads are just being made in 
midwestern, northern and 
eastern states, notes Wagner. 
Thus, there seem to be good op-
portunities for expansion of the 
picante sauce market into 
other parts of the nation.

More adult children 
heading back home

Cedar fences and roofs quick-
ly lose their natural beauty due 
to the weathering and mildew, 
and if sapwood is present, 
wood rot and termites add to 
the problems. 

While most people know that 
cedar fences and roofs will turn 
gray, few realize that cedar 
wood is not always durable, 
notes Chuck Stayton of Over-
ton, wood products specialist 
for the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service. 

"Only the cedar heartwood 
has natural resistance to rot 
and insects, and one has to 
specify all heartwood to get 
this protection," Stayton 
points out. "Once the price of 
all heartwood cedar is 
established, few are willing or 
able to pay it. This is why most 
cedar fences and many cedar 
roofs contain some sapwood 
which has no natural resistance 
to rot and termites.- 

Most owners of cedar fences 
and roofs are now experiencing 
replacement costs within 12 to 
15 years. Except for the first 
year or two, they also have 
fences and roofs that have 
turned gray and are discolored 
due to mildew. 

"Cedar roofs and fences can 
be restored and preserved to 
give longer service life," 
Stayton emphasizes. "The key 
is to start treatment before 
cedar has weathered for more 
than six years, particularly on 
roofs.- 

The first step to restoring 
both cedar fences and roofs is 
to thoroughly clean them, says 
the specialist. In this regard, 
bleaching works well. Liquid or 
granular chlorine in water does 
an excellent job in removing 
mildew and discoloration due 
to weathering. Tough stains 
not affected by bleach solu-
tions can be removed using a 
solution of oxalic acid in water. 
Because oxalic acid solutions 
are poisonous, they should be 
used sparingly. 

The solution of chlorine and 
water can be applied to wood 
with a plastic garden pump 
sprayer. Chlorine solutions are 
corrosive and should be applied 
with commercial spray equip-
ment only when such equip-
ment has stainless steel or 
plastic internal parts, cautions 
Stayton. The chlorine solution 
should be left on the wood for 
15 to 20 minutes and then 
washed off thoroughly with a 
high water pressure spray from 
a garden hose. Scrubbing is 
usually not necessary. 

"Once the bleached cedar 
roof or fence has dried, it 
should be treated with a preser-
vative," Stayton points out. 

on their time, finances, lifestyle 
or privacy.

Taylor points out that when 
either the adult child or 
parents consider the living ar-
rangement to be temporary or 
transitional, it will be helpful 
to establish a tentative date for 
departure.

For some 
adult children it will increase 
feelings of resentment, failure 
or lack of independence. 

"If parents disapprove of the 
adult child's social life and sex-
ual behavior or have different 
ideas of appropriate values and 
behavior for their grand-
children, it will be a stressful 
living situation for all," she 
• remarks. 

To reduce some of the pro-
blems in a two- or three-
generation living situation, the 
specialist recommends a 
thorough discussion and agree-
ment between parents and 
adult children about the roles 
and responsibilities of each. 

Because adult children often 
move in with parents at a time 
of crisis in their lives, it may be 
difficult for them to effectively 
communicate about these mat-
ters at first, Taylor observes. 

The older parents may also 
be• upset about the imposition

Since there are pros and cons 
for both adult children and 
their parents. the decision to 
return to the parents' home 
shouldn't be taken lightly by 
either, says family relations ex-
pert Dorthy Taylor.

The Consumer Leasing Act 

for personal property requires 
rental companies to inform 
shoppers on the lease agree-
ment that they may be able to 
get cash or credit terms and 
pay less for ownership.

You must also be informed of 
the terms of the lease, in-
cluding what insurance you 
will need, warranties, who is 
responsible for maintenance, 
how to cancel the lease and at 
what price you can buy the pro-
perty you are leasing.
