The form of Government set up 
by the Constitutional Convention 
wa» a compromise between the 
loose alliance under the Articles 
of Confederation, and the plau ,,f 
a single nation with completely 
cent rullzed powers. The small 
State* Insisted upon an equal 
voice With every other Slab The 
Ijrg.- Slates felt that th.-lr 
wealth, sire and importance 
titled I belli to a larger V,i|i-< |n 
the affairs of the country These 
conflicting flews resulted in wliut 
historians call the “Connecticut 
Compromise "

The colony ot Conner tlcut from 
Its earllaat history had a dual 
system of representation <n its 
legislature tine houpe r* pr. nt 
ed the towns us equal unite I'he 
other house represented all the 
people a» Individuals. This plan 
became thr- II I»)* upon which the 
Congress Of the L'nited Stale* Was 
set up

The Constitution provtd, . tor 
•qual representation of all the 
States large and «mall, lu the Se­
nate. aud for repreaeiita'lou of 
the people III the House of licpre- 
»•oUitlve*. in proportion to the 
number of inhabitants

The Convention was > unit in 
agreeing that all power to direct 
and regulate the affairs of tne 
country should reside in this re­
presentative organization the 
Congress Section 1 of Article I 
of the Constitution read* "A ll 
legislative powers herein granted 
»hall tie vested in a Congress of 
the l'nited States. whi< h shall 
consist o f a Senate anil House of 
Representatives."

That provision of the Consti­
tution ha* never been altered It 
has recently been brought to the 
front of public dlscu»«l"n »hronrh 
the derision of the Supreme Court 
that certain fact» of the 7*!r• 1 Con 
gress were unconstitutional be­
cause they run contrary to thi. 
f11 at amt fundamental prevision 
of the Constitution as drafted in 
17*7. Congress cannot delegate to 
the Executive, or to anvbod' else 
th i patttt i "  «-uai t law«
1 eg Illation» having (he t of
law- unless It puts clear and def­
inite limitation« upon tlv- reguta 
live authority.

Member* of the House of Re­
presentative». elected dir tl) by 
a vote ot the people, mu- In- at 
least 25 years old. and be inhabi­
tants of the state In whh h the> 
are elected. There la no < 'institu­
tional requirement for dividing 
stales into districts or for no-m 
hers to live In the dl»'ricta they 
represent That Is son filling for 
each state to determlt In New 
Yor k, several nietnbei. live out 
side o their districts In Mis­
souri there are n< Congressional 
districts The 1.2 representative« 
are elected at Ur by the vo'ers 
of the whole stale S-natora must 
be 20 years old and residents of 
I heir States

As the body originally closest 
to the people the House of Re.

pi eseututives wa< given in the 
Constitution tin- exclusive right 
to orlgiuate hills for raising rev­
enue.

The iiisisteuc, of the smaller 
States brought about another res­
triction upon Cougresa; it for­
bade the levying of any direct tax 
except in proportion to popula­
tion This wa* later changed hv 
the iucometax amendment, which 
became etfer tlv, March J, i!'13 
That ia the only exception to the 
rule established in tbc original 
Constitution, intended to provide 
that direct taxes levied by the 
FrdMrul Government shall bear 
• quail) upon all citizens.

The Senators. .1« ihe dlr-ct rep 
rescntatlves ,ti Slut'- governments, 
were to Ih- elio.cn by the legisla­
ture» of th*- States That prevailed 
until 1)12 wln-n .hi amendment 
was ratified providing for th>- pop 
lllar elections of Senators as well 
as Representative* A still later 
Amendment, the twentieth. |ratl- 
ffed in 19.33. changed the date up­
on whit h the term* of office of 
Senators aud Representatives be­
gin from the 4th of March to the
