7-32,

Golden Text: James 5:18.

The age in which we live is not
enthusiastic about praver. Yet we
’ull recognize its necessity. Every-
yone prays in a time of grave em-
rergency. When Dr. Grenfell, the
famous Labrador physician, was
trapped on an iccpan nearly 30
years ago, and found himself
ldrmlnu toward the open sea, with
death from exposure as his appar-

Brother
Lawrence found God as he ful-
filled the menial tasks of a scul-
llon.
