tination he lets the other busi­
ness wait until he Is through 
driving and then attends to that 
• t the proper time. But. the ordl- 

•-•llow-tn-a-hurry keeps his 
ihftorbod in the business he 

Is to attend to upon his arrival at 
his destination and therefore 
gives only a small part of the re­
quired attention to the business of 
driving. Is It any wonder then 
that this fellow-ln-a-hurry some­
times uses verv laid driving pro­
ceed ure. such as turning in thr 
middle of the block instead of

going to an Intersection, parking 
tn the traveled portion of a street 
or highway to transact business 
or repair his car. or finds himself j th> 
taking curves and heavy traffh 
too fast" Where a careful driver 
will consider the fact that he saves 
only 5 minutes while driving 10 
miles at a rate of ftO miles per 
hour (and will drive slower and 
figure the 5 minutes "lost" was 
only a forfeit that he would he 
alive when he arrived. I the ordi­
nary fellow-ln-a-hurry never stops 
to figure the long odds he Is giv­
ing against his life and find* him­
self taking chances that puts a 
great percentage of them In a hos­
pital. losing considerably more 
time than the 5 or 10 minutes If 
he had driven slower and more 
carefully.

It seems that wc are doomed to 
have drivers on our highways who 
Just do not care If they are using 
hail and unsafe driving methods 
Where the , areful driver wants to 
learn and practice the very best 
driving methods, the I-don't-care 
driver will Just not attempt to 
Improve his driving until he 
awakens In the hospital and 
learns that he may not be able to 
ngaln drive a car This type of 
driver usually finds himself being 
hailed Into court for parking on 
thp paved or traveled portion of 
road, etc , sometimes paying a fine 
or serving a Jail sentence, while 
the careful driver Is never both­
ered with fines or court sentences 
over such useless and unnecessary 
matters
