Science has provided us with 
effective drug* to combat the 
spread of syphilis and gonorrhea, 
disease* which take an annual toll 
of blindness. Insanity, locomotor 
ataxia, bone infections, enlarge­
ment of the arteries and deformity 
of Infants

Tuberculosis and cancer have

Because we 
commonly think of failure as the 
conventional opposite of success.

we continue to make false anti­
theses of the qualities which at­
tend success and failure. Success 
Is bracing, active, alert; *o the 
typical attitude of failure, we bo- 
I '-re must be lethargy. Inertia, a 
supine position True enough, but 
that does not mean that no energy 

energy j '* being used
When failure comes about 

through devoting precious hour* 
to time-killing pursuits, we can all 
s<-e that energy is Iteing directed 
from it* proper channel.

But there are ways of tiling

Hut why should this be so? 
Why. if. with the same energy we 
must use in any case, we might 
be succeeding, do we seldom live 
the lives we hoped and planned 
to live? Why do w-e accomplish 
so little, and thwart ourselves 
senselessly?

We know that those who suc­
ceed see the same sunsets, breathe 
the same air. love and are loved 
no less than failures, and In addi­
tion they have something more: 
the knowledge that they have cho­
sen to move in the direction of 
life and growth instead of ac­
quiescing In death and decay.

Then why do we fall? Espe­
cially. why do we work hard at 
failure?

Because, beside being creatures 
subject to the Will to Live and the 
Will to Power, we are driven by 
another will, the Will to Fall, or 
I)le.

But the Idea of another will, a 
counter-balancing will. the Will 
to Fail, the WU1 t" Death 7* M l 
so readily accepted.

Yet death I* as much a fact of 
experience as birth and growth; 
and If Nature prepare* us for each 
new phuse of life by closing off 
old desires and opening new vis­
tas, It does m*t seem too difficult 
to think that we are. always, be­
ing slowly, gently reconi lied to 
nnr eventual relinquishment of all 
we hold dear as living creatures

And withdrawal from struggle, 
abandonment of effort, releasing 
of desire and ambition would be 
normal movement* iu an organ­
ism w hich w ts lieing gently wooed 
away from its preoccupation with 
life

It Is for this reason that we are 
entitled to look upon the Will to 
Fall as a reality.

Afghanis­
tan and other localities I.ater it 
was found to have mild medicinal 
qualities and was smoked in small 
quantities as a sedative, or given 
In large doses as an emetic. It 
grew wild in many lands and for 
centuries no one thought of culti­
vating the plant

use “ would dehasi the mind, ruin 
aud overthrow the body and coul."

Sei rnona were preached over 
the Continent and Great Britain 
In which It wu« charged that “ to­
bacco was a plague and a mis­
chief maker—a destroyer of health 
and devilish." One Pope In 1624 
threatened to excommunicate all 
the faithful who used tobacco In 
any form. Peter of Russia, Issued 
an edict ordering that all his sub­
jects caught smoking, chewing 
tolmcco or using snuff, have their 
noses silt and be banished to Si­
beria. The Turk* Imposed the 
death penalty on all addicts to 
latdy Nicotine.

remedy for all diseases.
