Dallas. April 12.—C.ulon Gregg, 
state farm debt adjustment super­
visor. revealed today that 362 Tex­
as families who have been farm­
ing under excesstve debt* were 
served during March by county 
debt adjustment committees under 
direction of the Farm Security 
Administration

These committees, composed of 
local men. worked out agreements 
between farmers and their credit­

ItuI if soil is to he fertile It must 
have certain e**entlal« stnh sa 
proper drainage, texture and tilth, 
available plant food and the right 
reaction for plants a. to their acid 
or alkaline requirements.

First of all. consider drain tge 
(liven an Ideal natural location 
the soil texture may need treat­
ment to permit the ready remoral 
by gravity of excess water folio* 
ing heavy rainfall. A soil of too 
rnarae particles is unable to retain 
any moisture as well as some of 
the important plant foods and Is 
deficient In nitrogen and potash.

Too fine soils holds too much 
water and drains too slowly for 
best plant growth So yon may 
need to Improve the texture of 
your garden soil by adding fine 
parttrlea to coarse particles or 
just the opposite. Most gsrden 
plants do best In a soil that is not 
excessively gravelly, sandy or

PLANTING LIVESTOCK I’KOUTS

Vital Spot in International Situation

Improved permanent pasture*
are ot course tile key to perma­
nent suecess In livestock. More 
than ia xenerally realized this Is 
just .is true of hog* and poultry 
t including turkeysi as it is of 
stairy cattle, sheep or beef cattle. 
Anything that u n  be done this 
spring, therefore, which will make 
the permanent pasture belter el* 
ther next summer or a year from 
now is a step u the right direc­
tion There is still time to sow 
lespedeza. sod bermuda grass, and 
run contour furrows to hold the 
rainfall on the pastures.

Temporary pastures, such as 
sudau grass, are equally Impor­
tant. The permanent pasture 
sometimes runs short in the sum­
mer drouth and it alwavs noils 
an occasional rest so that the 
grasa and clovers can mature seMi. 
fill tn the sparse spots, and 
maintain such a dense *»sl that 
weeds are held down. Au over- 
grazed pasture usually soon be­
comes a weedy pasture, and the 
mower must be brought into play 
to control them

Not only to help improve the 
pennznrnl pasture, but ot more 
immediate moment, is the need or 
temporary summer pastures to 
keep an ample supply of green 
grazing for all the livestock on 
the farm A comparatively small 
aiereuge tn sudan will keep the 
milk flow up when the permanent 
pasture ts short or dry, It will 
keep the hens and turkrys heal­
thy. it will supply an essential vi­
tamin to all manner of animal 
lire

A good many successful farm-
ers plant cow peas or soy beans 
In the corn and turn livestock In 
to do the harvesting. In the 
western portion* of Texas and Ok­
lahoma the best practice is to 
plant the corn or grain sorghums 
"two row* and skip one" with the 
toean* or pea* planted In the va­
cant row Farther east there is 
visually enough summer rainfall to 
support both crops In the name 
row, but on thin land alternate 
rows of corn and peas or soy 
kroon* is more genersliy the prac­
tice The point ia to use some le­

gume crop, according to its best 
sdaptatlou. because legumes are 
needed in a good ration, aud they 
add to the productive value of the
ai bonaceous feed*, either grain 

or forage
There remains the oue sure- 

shot. twelve month source of suc­
culent feed the silo. Of all the 
‘'pastures." permanent or tempo­
rary. it Is the only one which 
neither drouth nor waterspout, 

I fire nor flood, heat nor cold, af- 
I feet* It can be used any day in 
I the year when needed, or it ean tie 
| left Indefinitely without deteriora­
tion Many thousands of farmer* 

| in the Southwest have already 
proven the trench alio as a cheap 
and efficient method of storing 
feed as an Insurance against 
shortages Many more thomauls 
will this spring plant for the silo, 
and those who do not will go on 
taking the risks of weather and 
ft re.

Wlut shall we plant? Whatever 
will grow the best on your farm' 
Grain or sweet sorghum* usually 
make the heavier yields in the 
Southwest, and where they "head 
out" well are equally as good, ton 
for ton. as corn Corn and soy 
beans make an ideal silage, but It 
takes good land and ample rain­
fall to produce a good crop where 
they are drilled together in the 
row A good many fa-mers like 
popcorn as a silage crop, planted 
thickly. PUat whatever you think 
best on your farm, but plant si­
lage of some sort!

It Is pretty hard for a South­
western farmer to ensile a corn 
crop which Is making a good yield 
of grain Those who know Its 
value by experience do not hesi­
tate to put a forty-bushel corn 
crop in the silo, as Troy Fenner 
did last year Hut Troy had been 
feeding silage and knew that for­
ty bushels of grain In the silo is 
worth more than the same amount 
of dry grain
