Industry reps challenge
'myths’ of pre-fab homes

Three representatives of
the manufactured housing in-
dustry met with the Dimmitt
Zoning Board Monday night
to make suggestions on reg-
ulations for mobile homes in
Dimmitt and also attempted
to "debunk’’ many miscon-
ceptions about them.

Johnny Vick of Luxury Liv-
ing Mobile Homes and Texas
Homes of Amarillo, Michael
Hale of Luxury Living Mobile
Homes, and Jim Warner,
owner of Warner Mobile
Homes of Amarillo, all told
the board that many of the
objections raised against
mobile homes at the last

meeting of the Zoning Board
were based on misconcep-
tions.

"‘Because of self-policing
by the industry, as well as
more stringent regulation on
the state and national levels
as of 1976, mobile homes are
subject to more stringent
safety requirements than any
site-built home,” Vick told
the board. “‘In 1980, the
latest statistics available, site-
built homes burned 3% more
frequently than mobile homes
per 100 homes sampled."’

‘‘Also, mobile homes do not
depreciate any more than a
site-built home. In fact, many

Commissioners allot
$5,000 to firefighters

Monday, Castro County
Commissioners voted to allot
$5,000 extra to the Castro
County Firefighters associa-
tion.

Tommy Cleavinger, of the
association, met with commis-
sioners and discussed funding
matters. Cleavinger said the
association didn’t realize cer-
tain expenses were paid out of
the original $5,000 the com-
missioners budgeted for the
association. He said that
$3,000 more is needed for
hoses and bunker gear.

“There is still that much
left in the fund,’’ Cleavinger
said. ‘‘But if we use it we
won't have any money left for
oil, gas and maintenance ex-

penses for Dimmitt's county
trucks."’

Cleavinger said they want-
ed to talk to the commission-
ers before they paid the bill,
to see what they suggested.

Commissioners voted three
for and one abstained to allot
an extra $5,000 to cover oil,
gas and repairs for Dimmitt's
county trucks.

Commissioners also voted
to raise the bond in the
County Clerk's Office from
$10,000 to $25,000.

The commission agreed to
send $100 to the National
Association of Counties. The
organization had sent a letter
asking for the donation to

ed in value over the last few
years, partly because of the
increased demand for hous-
ing,”' Hale said. *‘Just like
any other home, a mobile
home can appreciate or de-
preciate, according to how
well the owner takes care of
it."’

Warner pointed out that in
a similar situation in Amarillo
where a neighborhood had
recently been opened to
mobile homes, 24 vacant lots
suddenly became additional
sources of tax revenue for the
city because of the property
tax on the mobile homes that
had been moved in.

‘““No bank would have
loaned money for on-site
building on those lots because
of the declining condition of
the neighborhood. Now there
are 24 new homes and 24 new
families, increasing the
property value of the neigh-
borhood, as well as bringing
more money into the economy
of that area,”’ Warner said.

The men also pointed out
that people owning their own
lot would be more inclined to
take care of it and make
improvements to its appear-
ance if they owned it rather
than just renting space in a
mobile home park.

Vick suggested to the board
that they include require-
ments for minimum size and
maximum age of mobile
homes to be moved into the
areas considered for rezoning.

“You should require the
homes to be at least 320
square feet in size, which
would allow an 8x40’ size.
Also, I think you'd be wise to
limit it to homes built after
1976, because that's when the
requirements were made
stricter,”” Vick said.

The board requested that
the men draw up a list of
suggestions for zoning regula-
tions, and Vick agreed to do
so. He added that he would
include recommendations

from the Texas Manufactured .

es on two state-
wide committees. He is also
president of the Amarillo
chapter of the group.

‘““We feel that you, the
Zoning Board, are doing the
right thing for Dimmitt, be-
cause for so many there are
no alternatives for housing
that is within their buying
power,”’ the men remarked.

Vick also suggested that the
board change the terms of the
regulations to designate
mobile homes as manufactur-
ed housing, since the term
mobile homes is coming more
to mean a structure that can
be towed by car. The term
manufactured housing would
also include pre-fab houses
and ready built homes.

People have many concerns
about Social Security. This is
as it should be. 116 million
workers are making payroll
contributions and 36 million
beneficiaries receive a check
each month. Every citizen is
affected in some way by
Social Security.

that have been proposed. To-
day’'s article will involve a
discussion of some other
commonly voiced concerns
about Social Security.

QUESTION: Can individ-
uals retiring now who have
paid into Social Security for
many years ever hope to get
out of it what they paid into
the system?

REPLY: An individual who
paid maximum Social Security
taxes from 1937 through 1981
would have contributed
$14,765.69. That person's
monthly benefit at age 65
would be $679.30. It would
only take 22 months to re-
cover all that had been paid.
If a dependent was also en-
titled, the recovery would be a
lot quicker.

QUESTION: Would Social
Security be having financial
problems if the funds were
not used for so many things
other than Social Security?

REPLY: Social Security
taxes, trust funds and interest
are used solely for Social
Security benefits and adminis-
trative costs to pay these
benefits. This money is not
used elsewhere in the govern-
ment. Incidentally, adminis-
trative costs represent only
about 1.5% of the total dollars
spent.

QUESTION: Would I get a
better return for my money if
I invested it on my own rather
than pay into Social Security?

REPLY: Since Social Secur-
ity is mandatory, this is not an
option. However, the answer
is that the possibility exists in
certain situations that a better
return could be derived if the
money were invested inde-
pendently. However, it 1is
very unlikely that a safe
investment exists that would
provide a better return and at
the same time replace all the
values of Social Security.

QUESTION: If Social Se-
curity is such a good thing,
why aren’t Federal employees
covered?

REPLY: Federal employees
were not covered when Social
Security was passed but the
reason did not relate to the
merits of Social Security.
Upon enactment of Social Se-
curity, Federal employees had
already been covered' by Civil
Service Retirement for nearly
20 years. Therefore, it was
decided not to include Federal
workers in the system. In
fact, Social Security has many
advantages over Civil Service
Retirement because of the
wider range of benefits and
special features for younger
workers. In other words, one
must generally work long
periods to benefit from Civil
Service Retirement while
Social Security offers life-time
protection.

Incidentally, Federal em-
ployees will begin contribut-
ing payroll taxes to the Social
Security Health Insurance
Trust fund beginning Jan. 1,
1983.

Texas is fastest growing state'’

Texas had three million
more poeple in 1981 than in
1977, making it the fastest
growing state in the nations.

“It's like the state is a giant
magnet pulling people here
from everywhere,”' said Dr.
Robert Skrabanek, demog-
rapher and sociologist with
the Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station, Texas Real
Estate Research Center and
Texas A&M University De-
partment of Rural Sociology.

“The growth is simply
phenomenal; we've never
seen anything like this be-
fore,"" Skrabanek said during
the 1982 Town and Country
Church Conference at Texas
A&M Oct. 4-5.

Why are so many people
moving to Texas?

‘‘Besides being in the Sun-
belt, the Lone Star state has a
low unemployment rate and
low tax structure (compared
to other states),"" he pointed
out.

In 1960, Texas was the
sixth most populated state,
and by 1970 it had become the

fourth largest. In 1975, Texas
became the third largest
state, preceded only by Cali-
fornia and New York.

The population has been
evenly distributed the past 10
years, Skrabanek noted, with
210 Texas counties showing
an increase and only 44 re-
porting a decrease,

“Big cities like Dallas,
Houston and San Antonio are
getting larger, but the real
growth is occurring in the
suburbs of these cities,”” he
said. '‘The cities keep grow-
ing out and incorporating
what were once rural areas,”’

Rural areas have been con-
sistently gaining in population
the past 15 years, Skrabanek
said. This comes from fac-
tories and industries moving
out of big cities and into rural
communities, which in tum
disperses the population more
equally.

In-migration is responsible
for much of the population
explosion in Texas, he said.

During the 1950s, more
than 11,000 people moved to

Texas each year, and between
1960-69 an additional 21,000 a
year were making Texas their
home. In the 1970s, the
number had reached 180,000
people a year.

“‘Even with the depressed
economy, Texas is still a
bright spot when compared to
other states,’’ Skrabanek
said. “‘And I don’t expect
this pattern to change any-
time soon.'’

Who are the people inhabit-
ing Texas?

“‘Since the mid 1950s,
we've changed from a male-
dominated to female-domin-
ated state,”’ he said. ‘‘Add to

‘this the fact that women live

an average' of eight years
longer and it's obvious that
women are a dominant force
in Texas."

The median age in Texas is
28.2 years, compared to 30
years for the nation. This is
almost double the median age
of 16 in 1800.

‘‘Ethnically, Texas can be
divided into three groups,"
Skrabanek said. ‘‘In 1980,

the population was 66 percent”

Anglo, 21 percent Hispanic
and 12 percent Biack."

Some 200 ministers and
laity of rural and small
churches attended the annual
conference sponsored by the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, Texas Agricultural
Experiment Station and Texas
A&M's Department of Agri-
cultural Economics and Rural
Sociology.

Time to stress
hunter safety

It's not too late to enroll in
a hunter safety course before
going hunting this year.

Waterfowl hunting seasons
are open, deer season opened
in most counties Nov. 13, and
quail season is open in some
counties.

Hunter safety officials of
the Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department urge hunters,
particularly youngsters, to en-
roll in one of the eight-hour
courses taught by volunteer
instructors.

The importance of educat-
ing young hunters is support-
ed by data showing that
during the past five years, 68
percent of hunting fatalities
involved persons below the
age of 29.

Perhaps surprisingly, more
accidents happened to
hunters going after small
game, rather than big game
or migratory birds. Many of
the victims in accidents in-
volving small game hunting
were in the younger age
category.

The department recom-
mends that hunters treat
every firearm, whether loaded
or not, as if it were loaded.
The target should be identi-
fied before the trigger is
pulled, and the hunter should
be sure the path to the target
and beyond is clear. Wearing
blaze orange material assures
the wearer of being identified.

To locate a hunter safety
course in your area, contact a
local game warden, depart-
ment office, or call (512) 479-
4999.

Aseptic processing
now available in US

A packaging procedure
called ‘‘aseptic processing”’
now allows consumers to store
perishable products for
months without refrigeration,
reminds Beverly A. Rhoades,
consumer information special-
ist with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service.

This permits families to use
items such as milk, fruit
juices and similar perishable
liquids in throw-away cartons
for lunches, camping trips
and other purposes without
energy-consuming refrigera-
tion, she emphasizes.

new — it’s been used in more
than 50 other countries for
over a decade — but it's just
been approved by the federal
government for use in the

United States,’” ‘Rhoades
says.
The process involves

aseptic liquids being sterilized
and stored in bacteria-free
protective containers, gen-
erally made of paperboard
and plastic or polyethylene.

Liquids are heated to ultra-
high temperatures for a short
time to destroy the bacteria
which normally cause milk
and juices to spoil quickly.

The sterile liquid moves
under non-refrigerated but
bacteria-free conditions to the
package and is sealed, Then
it can be transported to
grocery shelves for display
without refrigeration.

""When you purchase these
products, you may store the
liquids at home as shelf-stable
foods at room temperatures,”’
Rhoades says.

It’s best to compare prices
of these products with their
traditionally packaged
counterparts, she suggests.
Aseptic liquids may be less
expensive than similar refrig-
erated products in other con-
tainers because of high speed
packaging and reduced
energy consumption through
elimination of refrigerated
processing, transportation
and storage. In some cases,
however, aseptic products
may cost more.

Certgin disabled veterans
holding National Service Life
[nsurance policies are entitled
0 a waiver of the premiums.

The statutory disabilities
which permit such waivers are
the permanent and total loss
of use of both feet, both
hands, both eyes, one foot
and one hand, one foot and
one eye, one hand and one
eye, hearing in both ears, or
the organic loss of speech,
said the director of the Waco
Veterans Administration
regional office.

However, the insurance
waiver is not automatic, he
stressed. The veteran, or
someone acting on his or her
behalf, must file a waiver
claim with the VA. Further,
the disability must begin be-
fore the veteran’'s 65th birth-
day, after the application date
for the insurance and while
the insurance is in force.

Also, veterans should re-
view their life insurance
policies periodically to assure
that the beneficiary designa-
tion is correct.

Experience shows that the
designated beneficiary may
turn out to be a deceased
spouse or parent or a divorced
spouse. An insurance policy
is a contract with which the
VA is required to comply. No
one, including the courts, can
change it after the veteran’s
death.

“work at home' plan.

Postal Service, the agency
charged with enforcing mail
fraud laws, recently reported
on an "idea man' behind a
number of deceptive work at
home schemes. His latest
gimmick is selling scraps of
fur and instructions on turn-
ing them into earrings to be
sold at high prices to persons
on mailing lists which are sup-
plied to the consumer.

Unfortunately, most per-
sons who responded to the
advertisements have no pro-
fits to show and, in addition,
have been out the expense of
the materials, mailing lists,
and postage. :

Another typical aspect of
the fraudulent work at home

scheme is that the consumer

either has to sell the finished
product himself or he is led to
believe the company will buy
his product if it is "up to our
standards."”

Typically, the goods are not
acceptable, the company
refuses to buy them back and
the consumer winds up with a
garage full of furry earrings,
metal flowers, or any of a
number of other items.

Other deceptive tactics in-
clude companies that offer for
sale instruction booklets and
other materials to be resold for
profit. Sometimes the con-
sumer may- not receive the
publication after he has sent
his money; other times he may
receive publications that he
could have obtained free,
usually from the U.S. Govern-
ment Printing Office,

Qur Consumer Protection
attorneys urge persons who
are tempted by work at home
advertisements to be cautious
about paying money for infor-
mation about plans, materials,
or equipment.

Larry Chaney of Ropesville
and Vic Nelson of Dimmitt
representing District 2 of the
Texas Farmers Union were in
Waco last week for the first of
two sessions of the Texas
Farmers Union Policy Draft-
ing Committee. Chaney and
Nelson have been officially
appointed as two of 14 farm-
ers from across the state to
serve on this special panel.

The committee is responsi-
ble for preparing policy state-
ments of the general farm
organization for debate and
adoption during the Texas
Farmers Union state conven-
tion which takes place Jan.
20-22 in Austin.

Representatives are ap-
pointed annually to this com-
mittee in order to take policy
resolutions submitted by
along
with amendments and up-
dates and incorporate them
into appropriate sections of
TFU'’s existing policy. The
policy addresses each com-
modity as well as many other
concerns of family farmers
ranging from state and local
issues to national and inter-
national matters.

Among some of the more
significant policies which
were adopted by the commit-
tee include: a recommenda-
tion that the price of cotton be
established on grade and
staple only, eliminating the
micronaire base; enaction of
legislation that would provide
improved protection and the
sanctity of ownership of
producer-owned commodities
stored in warehouses; opposi-
tion to the 50 cents milk tax;
and opposition to any actions
that would weaken the Farm
Credit System.

Texas Farmers Union rep-
resents approximately 10,000
farm and ranch families in the
state and is part of the 22
state National Farmers Union.
State delegates at the January
convention will officially adopt
policy for Texas Farmers
Union and elect national dele-
gates to the annual NFU meet
scheduled for Feb. 27-March
3, 1983 in San Diego, Calif.
