The Rittenberry firm design-
ed the highly acclaimed Dumas 
Library and the recently con-
structed Callahan Memorial Li-
brary in Panhandle. Among

Monday, James Rittenberry of 
the architectural firm visited 
here with Library Board Chair-
man Jack Miller and other 
board members to look over 
nine potential sites, six of which 
have been declared available by 
their owners. 

"WE'RE SETTING up a con-
ference with our state library 
consultant and architect to 
study and discuss all the poten-
tial sites." Miller said. "and I'd 
like to solicit anyone who has 
property available to contact 
me if they haven't done so al-
ready." 

He said the project will re-
quire a minimum of one-eighth 
of a block, and preferably a 
full quarter-block, depending on 
Price, location and other factors. 

Jimmy Ross agreed this week 
to head the fund drive to pur-
chase the library site and round 
out construction funds. The 
drive will officially begin after 
the site is chosen, so a definite 
goal car. be set, Miller said. 

'The fund drive will not be 
iust for buying property," Mil-
ler said, "We will also be ask-
ing for additional construction 
funds, because the money we 
have now is actually not enough 
to build a library to minimum 
state standards." 

The erunty has a $165,000 
head start in construction mon-
ey because of a stock gift val-
ued at $115.000 from Mrs. Ty-
lene Perry of Plainview, and 
the prospect of $50,000 in state 
matching funds. 

"We have a real opportunity 
here, but it's going to require 
help and participation by the 
entire community," Miller said. In a called meeting Monday. 

the Hart School Board award-
ed a contract for construction 
of a new band building. 

THE CONTRACT went to 
Steelcraft Builders, Inc., of 
Lubbock. Steelcraft's bid of 
$24,297 was the lowest of four 
submitted. 

The building will be 40 x 6e 
ft., and is expected to be fin-
ished by Dec. 1.

3'2 years ago.

"I'm gcing to be a candidate 
for governor next year, and I 
need your help, your advice and 
support." 

HE HINTED at four campaign 
themes in his talk here: (1)

George Ira Clingingsmith, 66, 
a Castro County resident for 
more than half a century, died 
Monday morning in a San An-
tonio hospital. 

FUNERAL services were con-
ducted at 10 a.m. Wednesday 
in the First United Methodist 
Church of Dimmitt. Officiating 
were Rev. Edwin L. Manning, 
pastor of the First Presbyter-
ian Church. and Rev. Jim T. 
Pickens, pastor of First United 
Methodist. Burial was in Cas-
tro Memorial Gardens, directed 
by Dennis Funeral Home. 

Mr. Clingingsmith was born 
Jan. 22, 1905, in Mallard, Mon-
tague County. to Noah and Fan-
nie Watts Clingingsmith. When 
he was 14. his father bought 
land 10 miles southeast of Dim-
mitt, and the family moved here 
in a covered wagon. 

He and his younger trot 
Floyd, rode horseback to soh 
at Hart, andjaMiatiimPtilah 
high schwa Mucation at Can-
yon, holding jobs as a dish-
washer and night watchman. 
He later studied geology at Tex-
as Tech. then operated an oil 
business in Hart for two years 
before he started farming. 

ON JULY 4, 1941, he married 
Emily Elizabeth McLean of 
Dimmitt. 

He was the first farmer in 
the southeast part of the county 
to experiment with deep-well 
irrigation. A dedicated conser-
vationist, he was active in the 
work of water boards and soil 
conservation districts. One of 
his pet projects was the devel-
opment of a rundown ranch in 
Colorado into a showplace of 
conservation methods. The 
ranch is now a Colorado state 
park. 

He served two terms as a 
county commissioner, and also 
was on the board of directors 
of the First State Bank of Dim-
mitt for many years. 

HE AND HIS family attended 
the First Methodist Church in 
Dimmitt until he helped 	to 
found the First Presbyterian 
Church here, which he served 
as an elder. 

He is survived by his wife. 
Emily; a daughter, Mrs. Rubye 
Mae Hallford of Devine: his 
mother, Mrs. Fannie Clinging-
smith of Hereford: a grandson 
and three nieces.

While we are on the subject 
of weather, and I am not be-
ing boastful just because he is 
our dog, we have a little Pom-
eranian we call Foxie, or Foxy, 
that knows rnore about 	the 
weather than any of the two-
legged forecasters. 

Foxie, or Foxy, had much ra-
ther spend the night outside 
than he had in the house. This 
we have noticed ever since he 
was a pup. On rare occasions 
when old Fox insists on staying 
in the house, he sleeps in what 
we call the utility room. We 
call it the utility room because 
it is equipped with a commode 
and washing machine as well 
as various tools and junk items, 
and that is where Viola hangs 
my sox to dry It is truly a 
utility room. But bark to 
Foxy's weather savvy. When 
he insists on sleeping on his 
Pallet in the utility room, we 
know to pull the windows down 
because it is going to rain be-
fore the night is over. He nev• 
er fails to stay in on rainy 
nights, or if it is going to rain, 
likewise he never fails to spend 
the night outside if the weather 
is fit for dogs outside. 

I leave the weather predict-
ing up to Foxy and he leaves 
the crop and political predict-
ing up to me, we both have 
about the same batting aver-
age in our respective fields. 

I predict, regardless of what 
other people may say or think, 
that Ben Barnes will not be the 
next governor of Texas. There 
is nothing in his record as a 
statesman that would justify his 
promotion to a higher office. 
He has had all the publicity 
and promoting that the conser-
vative political machine could 
provide. They have groomed 
him in every possible way to 
head the conservative establish-
ment that ignores and walks 
over the best interests of the 
people of this state.

Most Texas newspapers and 
an unfortunately large number 
of our citizens reacted to our 
position on the wage-price 
freeze, as it affects state em-
ployees and teachers, on the 
basis of emotion, without realiz-
ing that there were very good, 
logical and legal reasons for 
our position—reasons which 
compelled us to take that posi-
tion. 

THE ISSUE is not, as has 
been suggested by many, that 
we or the State of Texas op-
pose any reasonable means of 
curbing inflation. Nor is it that 
we want special treatment for 
our state, its employees or 
teachers. 

It is simply a question of 
whether Texas will be treated 
in a manner consistent with 
other states, almost all of which 
have already had pay raises 
go into effect for their employ-
ees in the past year: whether 
the governor is supposed to pro-
tect and defend the Constitution 
and laws of his state, or simply 
forget his oath of office; and 
whether the Congress actually 
could authorize, or did author-
ize, the President to void state 
laws. 

Indeed, we in Texas have 
been in the vanguard of the 
fight against inflation and re-
cession. We operate under a 
spend-as-you-go budget, unlike 
the federal government's infla-
tionary policy of deficit spend-
ing, which put this nation more 
than $20 billion in the red last 
year. 

WE HAVE cut spending wher-
ever possible and even vetoed 
the entire second year of the 
biennial appropriations bill so 
that we could reduce spending 
to more sensible levels. We 
have prevented the enactment 
of unnecessary taxes which

FOR ONE thing, all water 
HE URGED quick action on 

craft powered by any sort of 
machinery must now be regist-
ered with the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Dept. Even if the ma-
chinery is not the principal 
source of propulsion, the boat 
must still be registered. 

Changes in the Texas Water 
Safety Act went into effect Sept. 
1, and applications for renewals 
and original certificates of num-
ber may be awarded beginning 
Jan. 1, 1972. 

New registrations will be good 
for two years from the date of 
issuance. 

THE department is also shift-
ing to a staggered system of 
renewals. All renewal notices 
will be sent out at the same 
time, but different registrations 
will expire at different times, 
and the registration rates will 
be prorated accordingly. 

The new Certificate of Num-
ber will be a plastic card which 
can be carried in the boat own-
er's wallet. Two decals in the 
shape of the state come with 
each Certificate of Number and 
are color coded with expiration. 
dates marked on the face. They 
are to be placed on a line even 
with and three inches aft of 
the registration numbers of the 
boat. 

An across-the-board increase 
of $.3 in registration fees for 
all boats also goes into effect 
Jan. 1, 1972. 

New rates for registration are: 
Up to 16 feet, $6: 16 to 26 feet;
