A Matter Of Importance Both Teo
Commaunlity And the Individual

Austin , Nov. 2 —Prevalence of
malaria ln Texas this summer and
fall, though less than in the past
three years, is sufficient to make
malaria control a matter of im-
portance both to communities and
the individual citizen.
