The tornadoes struck five
farm headquarters and barely
missed a dozen others as they
carved out paths of destruction
across parts of 18 sections. Dam-
age to buildings, machinery,
crops and utilities will total up
1o $500,000.

But the overriding miracle of
the horrible night was that no
one was killed. Although fun-
nels destroyed three homes, only
four persons were reported in-
jured, and only one of those
had to be hospitalized.

BRENDA NELSON, 18, was
admitted to Plains Memorial
Hospital for treatment of mul-
tiple bruises and abrasions.

Larry Brown, 22, who works
for R. J. Murray on the Clint
McFarland estate three miles
east and one aorth of Hart, re-
ceived bruises and abrasions
when his house was hit. He
was treated and released Sun-
day night.

Treated for head, leg and
shoulder injuries was Peggy
Scott, 16-year-old daughter of

School trustees ponder

ways to ‘shoot’ students

The Dimmitt School Board
last Thursday night started
seeking a way to have all stu-
dents immunized against basic
childhood diseases, under new
state requirements.

THE NEW LAW requires that
all students in Texas elemen-
tary and secondary schools be
immunized against six diseases
—diphtheria, tetanus, polio,
measles, rubella and smallpox.

Students were allowed to en-

ter school this year without the |

immunization, but with the
provision that their immuniza-
ton against at least one of the
diseases wll have been started
by Jan. 1, to be completed as
soon as medically possible.

THE SCHOOL board has three
options for making sure all stu-
dents are immunized: the
schools could (1) simply require
that students get their immuni-
zation from their family phys-
icians and present certificates
of proof to the schools; (2)
sponsor a public immunization
clinic; or (3) conduct an im-
munizaticn program at the
schools.

Each option has its compli-
cations, involving time, cost,
facilities, records, community
cocperaton, etc. Also, there's
a question of whether the
schools should insist that the
required immunizations be free
to all students.

the one that never did touch
down while [ was watching it.

“The other one—the on]e_kthal
hit the ground—looked like a
rope hanging down, loo, but
above the rooe it bulged intc
a heavy funnel shape. It was
a strange-looking thing.

A CARLOAD of Dimmitt resi-
dents got a scary look at the
backside of the storm as they
drove home on US 385 Sunday
night.

Mr. and Mrs. M. J. Reed
and Mr. and Mrs. Elvis Barker,
who were returning home from
Lubbock, reported seeing as
many as four funnels at one
time belween Littlefield and
Dimmitt.

“We spotted the first one
just as we the Little-

jeld Country Club,” Mrs. Reed
said, “then several others de-
veloped near that one about
8:30 in the Olton-Hart-Dimmitt
area. There was a big one east
of Highway 385 with 2 smaller
one on each side of it, then
there was another small one on
the west side of the highway."

“The big tornado we saw was
on the ground most of the
time,” Mrs. Barker said. "“Ev-
ery unce in a while there would
be a bright flash at the base
of it as it hit something—prob-
ably highline wires or gas tanks.
| d‘:m't ever want to see an-
other one like that."

F. A. SMITH, who lives a
mile south of the Paul Arm-
strongs, saw the tornado hit
the Armstrong farm.

“It was a little after 8
o'clock,” Smith said. ‘“We were
watching the Ed Sullivan show
on TV when it started roaring
go loud my wife and I ran for
the cellar. 1 stayed outside
and watched. It sounded like
half a dozen freight trains all
running together.”

Lamb County Rural Electric
Cooperative linemen believed
this tornado was the same one
that destroyed a bui!dinﬁmearl-
jer near Springlake and knock-
ed out some utility poles five
miles southwest of the Arm-
strongs’. It was also thought
to be the same one that hit
Tex-Hart Grain and the Dean
Sanders and D. A, Bass farms.

*

THE TORNADO came on too
quickly for the two families on
the Armstrong farm—the Paul
Armstrongs and the Dick
Scotts—to get to the cellar.

The tornado slammed into the

« Scoll house on the west edge
of the farm headquarters, but
spared the Armstrong house on
the east edge. Between the two

¥ houses, it obliterated a  steel
shop building, hurled 2 Jeep 50
yards across the road, carried
. a Jeep slation wagor 75 to 100
¢ Yards and dropped it upside

- down in a neighboring field,
threw some vehicle or other
.against a big new Johkn Deere
combine and ruined it. strewed
cars and machinery, damaged
three other outbuildings, and
lurned the farmyard area into
a shambles of boards, tools,
mattresses, tree limbs, irriga-
tion pipe, twisted sheet metal,
utility poles and ruined furni-
ture.

DICK SCOTT, his wife Tiny,
and two of their children were
in a bedroom that had been
added to the house. There's
no longer a frace of the bed-
room. Nor is the roof there
eny more. But miraculously,
none of them were seriously
hurt. Their daughter, Peggv,
16, received cuts on the head,
leg and shoulder but was treat-
ed 2nd released at Plains Me-
morial.

Mr. and Mrs. Scott and the
iwo children were hurled 40 to
50 feet through the air toward
a treerow. But apparently thev
landed on their own mattresses.

None of the other children in-
side the house were hurt.

“PAUL HAD just called the

Parker’s father
dies in Abilene

“We got three doors open,
which probably helped equalize
the air pressure That might
be what saved us. Also, we
had opened some windows ear-
lier because it was hot.

“I RAN TO bhe boys’ room
in the back of the house. From
that point on, it's all sort of
confused.

“We opened the bedroom door
from the hall, then the wind
blew it shut so hard it went
past the safety bolt and we
were unable to open it from
the bedroom. We didn't know
where our children were. Paul
had to kick the door in to open
it.

““We got into the hall and the
children were slanding there.
It was all over by then.

“I ASKED my daughter, Car-
ol, if she had neard the freight
train. It was one of those ques-
tions I guess you ask tc relieve
the tension. She said that all
she remembered was dust.”

Armstrong went immediately
ito the Scott house, where he
had heard someone scream.
Within a minute, the Arm-
strcngs’ phone rang. Tt was
F. A. Smith down the road.
trying to learn if they were
still alive.

THE TELEPHONE achieved
a new importance. With all the
electricity, water and gas knock-
ed out, the phone—protected
from the tornado by a new un-
derground cable—gave the Arm-
strongs vital communication
with the outside world.

And the telephone operators
in Dimmitt went above the call
of duty to help the tornado-
stricken families.

“We are very, very grateful
to the Dimmitt telephone oper-
ators,” Mrs. Armstrong said.
“They tried everywhere to lo-
cate the gas maintenance people
and the REA men. They even
called the Earth Fire Dept. and
put through several long-dis-
tance calls, looking for crews.

“And the REA men (from
the Lamb County Rural Elec
tric Cooperative) have our ever-
lasting . gratitude, too,”” Mrs.
Armstreng said. “They had
our electricity back on by about
4 o'cleck Monday afternoon—
and that was after they had
put up poles, replaced wires.
and put in new meters. They
prebably had worked all night
before they got to our place.
We really are grateful to these
people for the service they
gave."

MONDAY, as men cleared the
debris around the Scott house,
they learned that inside the
Scott’s telephone, too, was still
working.

The Scotts spent the rest of

the night in the Armstrong
home, then moved Monday into
ancther house nearby.

Damage hits

on the McFarland estate, short-
ly after 8 p.m

Minutes later, at the Wamon
Foster place a mile northeast
f Murray's, ‘the tornado de-
meclished the new home of a
hired hand. Only part ol one
wall reportedly was left stand-
ing, with new kitchen cabinets
hanging grotesquely on the wall
2s if they hadn't been touched
The house's occupants report-
edly weren't home when the
twister struck.

About half an hour later, a
huge tornado ripped the Paul
Armstrong farm southwest of
Hart, causing massive destruc-
tion. The Armstrong home it-
self was the only building on
the farm that was spared as
the twister obliterated a sheet-
metal shop building, unroofed
the Scott home, damaged three
other buildings, hurled several
vehicles to their destruction (in-
cluding a vintage Model T),
ruined a new combine and other
machinery, and turned the farm
into a shambles.

AFTER roaming northeast-
ward across six miles of farm-
land, the tornado struck Tex-
Hart Grain, Inc., where it rip-
ped the roof and walls from a
huge sheet-metal grain barn,
{wisted and hucled an overhead
auger-conveyor, damaged six
grain trucks and several small-
er buildings.

Crossing State 194, the torna- |

do left a path of twisted sheet
metal and other debris ap it
continued to hop-scotch north-
eastward across thick crops of
milo and corn. By the time it
crossed the J. L. Hunter estate
east of Hart, it was gouging
out a path a mile west and
parallel to the Murray-Foster
tornado.

At the Dean Sanders place
three miles east and two north
of Hart, the tornado tore up
hog barns and feeders. Then
it ripped out a fence and des-
troyed cattle feeders at the D.
A. Bass farm half a mile north-
east of the Sanders place. It
apparently lifted back into the
clouds as it reached the south
field of the Hugo Beyers farm
just east of the Ball place.

EVIDENTLY, it was still an-
other tornado that crossed over
the Preston Upsahw place four
miles east and three north of
Hart, twisting and snapping ut-
ility poles. Mrs. Upshaw told
of feeling a terrific vibration
that caused her husband to lose
his hearing temporarily. He
raised the windows of the house.
and Mrs. Upshaw felt this was
what kept the house from ex-
ploding.

Plotted along the same north-
eastward course, the Upshaw
ternado was almost two miles
east of the Murray-Foster tor-
nado, and a mile east of the
funnel path extending from the
Armstrong farm to the Bass
place. However, considering
the force of the latter tornado,
it could have been the same one
if it lifted and veered due north
after hitting the Bass farm.

Tracking the tornadoes by the
clock was difficult because of
conflicting time reports. Un-
derstandably, most of the tor-
nado victims and witnesses said
they “‘weren’t paying much at-
tention to the time" as the dead-
ly funnels struck. But all of
the tornadoes, apparently, hit
from shortly after 8 tc 8:45
Sunday night.

USING A Tidwell Spraying
Service plane, the News tracked
the central tornado path Mon-
day from whecre it touched down
on the White River two miles
scuthwest cof the Armstrong
farm to where it apparently
lifted just beyond the Bass farm.

As it skipped and touched
dcwn in typical tornado fash-
ion, the funnel carved out a
path ranging from 100 to 200
vards wide, along a straight
northeasterly course almost 12
miles long.

The tornado ripped out a
crop-ruining path through farms
operated by Paul Armstrong,
Claude Ray, Bennett Brothers,
H. W. Davis, Warren Lemons,
T. B. and Clande Cox, H. W.
Davis, Paul Brooks, George
Bennett, Douglas Higgins, Glvn
Reed, Dean Sanders, R. R.
Gould, D. A. Bass and Hugo
Beyer.

APPROXIMATELY  $100,000

to $150,000 worth of ripening
crops were destroyed by Sun-
day night's twisters.

Lester Flippo, manager of
Tex-Hart Grain, Inc., estimated
$75,000 damage to the huge
grain barn and equipment. Add-
ing the damage to lined-up
grain trucks and utility fixtures,
plus the increase in replace-
ment costs, the total damage
figure at Tex-Hart could hit be-
tween $100,000 and $150,000.

Damage to houses, farm

buildings, utility poles and lines,
fences, feeders and farm mach-
inery on the five farms hard-
est hit could swell the total
loss from the night of destruc-
tion to $500,000 or bevond.
IT WAS the costliest tornado
assault since the Sunnyside tor-
nado April 2, 1960, which caus-
ed more than $200,000 worth of
damage. And Sunday night's
funnel attack was believed to
be the most expensive in the
county’s history.

Scotts--and the Fosters, Mur-
rays, Larry Brown, the San-
derses and the Basses—are
still clearing away the debris
left by the sudden tornado on-
slaughts. :

Hart stuns Sudan; first 3-A win

The Hart Longhorns spotted |
the Sudan Hornets by 17 noints |
in the first half, then roared
back in the second half with
20 points to pull out a 26-23 dis-
trict win Friday night at Su-
dan.
