1. Wool is likely not going down
in price. since the United States
imports about forty million pounds
& year. chiefly from Australia.

2 A good cooperative warehouse
n Yiro, where wool could
stored, might enable the producer
to zet a higher price a little later

3. Practically all producers who
sell wool here prefer to recelve
their money for it at the time of
sale, whatever the price is. rather
than to wa!t for payment at some
later time

4 In such case a warehouse
should be bullt, and with the wool
stored for the prospect of a better
price. it might be that the bank
could advance money on ware
house receipts for producers who
fnsist on immediate payment

5. In case of the construction of
such warehouse the M. K & T
rallroad is ready to provide the
necessary trackige for the han

dliing of the produce

In view of the discontinuance of
the rallroad at Hamilton {t was
stated that the Katy s prepared to
(offer as attractive rates at Hico
{as any other rallroad point can
for such produce as requires rail-

jroad shipping, and for the con-
'venlence of the Hamilton section
of the county

FALL GARDENS :
IMPORTANT FACTORS IN
LOWER LIVING COSTS

The value of the fall garden
cannot be overestimated. As a fac-
tor in reducing the grocery bill
and as a necessity for obtaining
that type of food needed by people
at a season of the vear when meat

and bread comprise too large a
portion of the daily ration, the
fall garden is extremely impor-
tant

The soil for the fall garden
should be plowed shallow to a
depth of four or five inches fer
tilizer added and mixed into the
soll

In purchasing seed for the fall
garden it is advisable to secure
one-fourth more seed for this

planting than for the spring gar
den. The germination of seed at
this season is poor, consequently
the extra quality of seed will or-
dinarily be necessary (o secure a
good stand

Seed with a hard seed coat
such as spinach, should be sonked
in warm water over night before
‘planting It is alsp a good plan to
press the sofl around the seed at
time of planting
