pipe just north of the barn area 
and a camping trailer and hir-
ed hand's house just south were 
untouched. Damage was minor 
to the main barn, to which the 
damaged building was connect-
ed. 

Mr. and Mrs. Brooks weren't 
home when the storm struck 
their farm. 

AFTER STUDYING hail dam-
age to his fields and neighbor-
ing farms, Brooks theorized that 
two storm clouds—one moving 
room the Foutherist and 	the 
other from the northeast—met 
over his farm and spawned the 
tornado. 

The Brookses' rain gauge re-
gistered 21/2  inches of moisture. 

It was a "dry hail" in many 
places, with large stones pelt-
ing the dry soil before any rain 
started. And in the Hart area, 
odd-shaped "'cycles" and "ice 
cubes" were reported. 

The storm bypassed Dimmitt, 
with the city receiving only .15 
of an inch of rain and nc hail 
Hart's moisture total was 1.97 
inches, and totals elsewhere in 
the county ranged up to three 
inches in spotty patterns. 

MONDAY evening the area 
received a gentle, steady rain 
that put an additional .47 of an 
inch of moisture into the soil. 

The week's rainfall brought 
Dimmitt's official total for the 
year to 4.70. with 4.35 of it 
falling since May 1.

"Forty-five minutes can be a 
long time when it's hailing," 
A. J. Murray of Hart comment-
ed after Saturday evening's 
damaging storm. 

FARMERS north of Dimmitt 
and in the Nazareth area could 
agree with the Hart farmer af-
ter seeing theft crops pounded 
for the same length of time—
or even longer—by stones rang-
ing from golf ball to baseball 
size. 

The hail pounded an art.e.-4 
30 to 40 square miles north and 
northeast of Dimmitt, a large 
strip in the Nazareth area and 
10 square miles around Hart, 
affecting 10 to 15 percent of the 
county's cropland. No dollar-
damage estimate has been pro-
jected yet. 

Within these storm areas, 
damage ranged from heavy to 
total. The hardest-hit farms 
north of Dimmitt apparently 
were those of Donald and Wal-
ter Schilling. Oscar Gross, Mrs. 
Frank Henderson, Roy Meach-
am and Jim Elder. Hailstones 
of golfball size piled up 	in 
ditches and rows along the east-
west strip, with neighboring 
farms in the area along US 385 
also taking a heavy beating. 

THE PALL BROOKS farm a 
mile southwest of Hart or. the 
Olton Highway received 	the 
heaviest damage of any in the 
county. There, the hailstorm 
was accompanied by a small 
tornado that uprooted a storage 
barn and hurled it over another 
barn and into the farmyard. 

Two men, Thomas Lee Brcoks 
and Feliciano Mata, bed just 
driven their pickups into the 
barn to escape the hailstorm 
when the tornado lifted 	the 
barn from around them. How-
ever, neither man was injured. 

The roof and steel beams of 
the uprooted barn were deposit-
ed in an open area of the farm-
yard.

YOUTHS often Interpret a 
lack of discipline as parental 
Indifference, Nichols said. 

"Kids can cope with nearly 
anything except indifference by 
their parents," he commented. 
"One girl who was into drugs 
and the whole scene told about 
coming in once at 3 a.m. and 
being caught by her mother. 
But her mother only said, 'What 
are you doing coming in at 3? 
Go to bed.' There was no chew-
ing out, no grounding, no res-
trictions. The girl interpreted 
it as indifference, and resent-
ed it." 

Most boys who are drug us-
ers said they plan to enter the 
armed forces after graduating, 
Nichols said, "many with the 
admitted purpose of kicking the 
habit. Again, there's the de-
sire for discipline." 

YOUNG DRUG users in the 
area move about freely, he not-
ed. 

"Of the 1,300 polled, 300 ad-
mitted drug use, but only nine 
said they had been arrested," 
he reported. "And many kids 
who are into drugs tell us their 
parents have no idea at all that 
they're users."

Pilot walks away 
from plane crash

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Rick Bell, son of the Lonnie 
Bells and Susie Mooney, daugh-
ter of the Bob Mooneys left Wed-
nesday by plane from Lubbock 
for a summer's work at Camp 
Shiloh at Mendham, J.I. 

CAMP SHILOH is located a 
few miles outside New York 
City, and has become a year-
round program, helping the 
children of the underprivileged 
areas of the huge city. 

Shiloh workers, made up of 
young Christians from all over 
the US, try to fill the needs of 
these children, most of whom 
have been deprived education-
ally, physically and spiritually. 

The summer camp is design-
ed to meet the needs of these 
children in four ways: 111 
through sports and games. (2) 
through daily devotionals and 
Bible classes; (3) through the 
effects of nature, which bears 
witness to God's handiwork: 
and (4) through the creation of 
real friendships among the 
campers and staff members, 
many of which are lifelong. 

SUMMER activities are coor-
dinated with those of the Year-
round program, in which Shiloh 
counselors offer a program of 
after-school activities including 
Bible classes, sewing and cook-
ing, arts and crafts, drama, 

"Students with brothers and 
sisters use more drugs than the 
oldest or only children in a 
family. 

"Anglos have a higher percen-
tage of drug use than Blacks 
or Mexican-Americans. 

"College graduates had the 
highest percentage of drug use 
by educational leveL 

"THE occupation, profession 
or status of parents had no signi-
ficance in youths' drug-use pat-
terns. 

"Those whose parents use 
both tobacco and alcohol were 
a higher percentage of drug us-
ers. 

"Those living with one par-
ent and one step-parent had a 
higher percentage of use. 

"THE WEALTH of the area 
is a significant factor. The 
greatest percentage of dreg use 
was among those who own their 
own cars end receive an allow-
ance of $5 to $10 a week. 

"Those who take part in no 
school activities, those who nev-
er attend religious octivities, 
those who have a high absentee 
rate from schools—they're also 
in the higher percentage of us-
ers. 

"The pushers who supply 
drugs are their friends. It's 
usually the kid next door. 

"Straight-A students are the 
least likely to experiment with 
drugs, and low-grade students 
are the most likely. 

"Most reported using drugs 
as an escape from pressure—
from responsibility, family and 
personal problems." 

NICHOLS SAID his exper-
ience in counseling young drug 
abusers has convinced him they 
want disicpline. But instead of 
providing this discipline, he 
said. many parents are trying 
to "buy off" their children with 
material goods. 

"For many kids in this area, 
by the time they're 16 or 17, 
they've already lived—they've 
aot their car, stereo, tape deck. 
all the goodies," Nichols said. 

"Their parents didn't have 
any of these goodies, and had 

"Dimmitt is known in other 
towns of this area as a notor-
ious town for drugs. It'sgen-
erally considered by the kids 
that there are a lot of drugs 
here, that they're readily avail-
able here, and that there are 
a. lot of users here," the area's 
chief drug-abuse treatment 
worker told Dimmitt's Rotarians 
Friday. 

ROY NICHOLS of the Cen-
tral Plains Comprehensive Com-
munity Mental Health-Mental 
Retardation Center in Plainview 
made the statement while re-
vealing the results of the state's 
only rural drug-abuse survey. 

Nichols directs the drug abuse 
and juvenile delinquency treat-
ment programs at the center, 
which serves Castro and other 
counties of the area. 

"Hereford has the wildest re-
putation in the area on drugs, 
and Dimmitt is about second," 
Nichols told the Rotary Club. 

SPEAKING 	matter-of-fact- 
ly, Nichols dropped a few sur-
prises as he outlined the infor-
mation gleaned by the center 
in a drug-usage survey that poll-
ed 1,300 youths in 13 school dis-
tricts of this area, including 
Dimmitt. 

Nichols explained that the sur-
vey didn't concentrate on mari-
juana, but on"hard" drugs—
amphetamines, diet pills, heroin 
etc —and such accessible but 
dangerous potions as hair spray, 
solvents. glue and cough syrups. 

TWENTY-TWO percent of the 
youths in this area admitted 
having experimented with such 
drugs. Nichols said. But he 
added, "This is a very, very 
conservative figure—I feel it's 
closer to 50 percent. Many told 
us later they wouldn't admit it 
because they were afraid they 
weld he busted if they did." 

Nichols said the survey also 
revealed these facts: 

"Tenth graders use the most 
drugs. But the 12th grade has 
the most students who have ex-
perimented with drugs. 

"MALES HAVE a greater per-
centage of drug usage then fe-
males.

Area concern for preservation 
and protection of the under-
ground ‘a ater in the Ogallala for-
mation can be noted in a re-
cent grant to the High Plains 
Research Foundation by High 
Plains Underground Water Con-
servation District No. 1. 

THE GRANT was awarded to 
the foundation to continue its 
research for reasonable alter-
natives for preplant irrigation. 
Foundation scientists indicate 
that some of the water used in 
preplant irrigations is lost be-
fore it can be used by crops. 
Results from a study in 1971 
indicate that preplant irrigations 
may be limited and, in some 
cases, eliminated in favor of 
irrigation after planting to pro-
vide moisture for seed germina-
tion. 

Foundation reports on the 
1971 irrigation method study 
show that in two plots, the irri-
gation method beginning after 
planting yielded 6.861 pounds of 
grain sorghum while using 40.4 
inches of water. The preplant 
irrigation method plot produced 
6.853 pounds of grain sorghum 
with 50.6 inches of water. 

District directors, in award-
ing the $1,000 grant, noted that 
all avenues of research must 
be explored that could lead to 
better water conservation prac-
tices and the prolonging of th 
area's water supply.

Alfalfa has been a good cash 
crop for this area for the past 
several years. This is probably 
the main reason fur the large 
acreage of this crop in this 
county. 

BESIDES tieing a good source 
of income there are several 
mcre benefits which alfalfa pro-
ducers receive from their crop. 

Alfalfa is an excellent legume 
which helps to replenish the 
scils nitrogen supply. This sod 
type crop has roots which pene-
trate deep into the soil to loosen 
plow-pans and other compacted 
areas of soil. These roots also 
improve the ability of the soil 
to absorb water. 

Alfalfa is well adapted to 
moderately sloping land and pro 
vides excellent soil erosion pro-
tection with it's extensive root 
system and heavy top growth 
When grown on moderately slop-
ing soils it will serve to hold 
the soil in place while irriga-
tion water and rainfall moves 
across the surface at rates 
which would normally he ero-
sive to this soil. This allows 
the producer to apply irriga-
ticn water at rates rapid 
enough to provide uniform irri-
gation of his field without the 
erosion hazard. 

A GOOD time to plant alfalfa 

WEBB-MEARS 

is in late summer or early fall. 
It is generally recommendel 
that alfalfa be planted with a 
nurse crop such as wheat or 
other small grain crops. The 
alfalfa should be given time to 
become well estabished before 
cutting. 

The first cutting each year 
thereafter should be made in 
early bloom stage. The crop 
should be harvested when soil 
.moisture is below 50 percent to 
avoid soil compaction. The last 
cutting should be three to four 
weeks before frost to allow time 
kr sufficient storage of food in 
the roots or winter.
