ings as any publisher could hope

So as we see |t there's
no use at present of our mounting
a4 soap box or taking our pen in
hand to tell the world about our
views on things about which we
know little. Authentic press dis
patches cost money, and if we may
judge from the contents of same
as spilled through the daily papers
and over the radio, are worth less
than nothing in the present situ
ation.
