propagandists were flooding the 
country with statement* that we 
were in no shape to go to war 
and that we ought to "ostrich It 
out."

But when we did get In well, 
you remember the rent. Whether 
the United State* won the war or 
not. our side was victorious just as 
It will be again If that's what * iu 
the cards.

In the meantime. It's a little dis­
gusting to hear the Lindbergh* and 
Wheelers and others of their type 
bem<*an our army, our navy, our 
air force, and our capabilities. And 
It'k Just about a* disconcerting to 
hear the war-mongers liellow their 
bluffs aud overstep the dictate* of 
sane and peaceable procedure Just 
to get a little publicity for them­
selves

When we get through with the 
crepe-hanging and the flag wav­
ing, these United States will surely 
attain some degree of sanity in 
defense effort*. And In the mean 
time we d just a* well go fishing 
while the big wig* are working out 
our troubles, for It takes a certain 
amount of time tor Americans to 
make up their mind*, and then — 
look out!

W h a t- a Hepburn 
an actress! Never!

She wanted to go to m ovie shows, but they would not let
her. W ords Hew and finally her fam ily  com prom ised by  
letting her go to see Western m ovies of cowboys. Her 
favorite actor w as W illiam  S. Hart. And he w as the one
she studied and tried to em ulate as a m odel for screen  
technique. In other words, she studied a cowboy actor to 
becom e the queen of emotional acting!

A fter graduating from  Bryn M aw r  college, she heard  
that a  m an in Baltim ore was putting on u show; so she got 
on the train and went to Baltim ore and applied for the 
acting job. And. by a stroke of luck, she got it, und began  
rehearsals. The play opened. The next day  she picked up 
the paper breathh ssly to see what it said about her. And 
there it was. just one word: "in adequate .”

She got parts in three different p lays— and w as fired 
from  every one of them for incompetencv.

She appeared in a few  B roadw ay  plays, and then one 
day received a telegram  inviting her to Hollywood. H olly­
wood expected her to ask $200 or $250 a week. This is the 
telegram  she sent back

“ I ’ ll come for $1,500 a w eek.”
The m ovie com pany thought she m eant $150 and w ired  

to see if the telegraph com pany had added a cipher by
mistake.

Her w ire back read:
"1 am  the one who m ade the m istake. F ifteen  hundred

a week is too little.”

Parent* nr* always looking lor 

way* to make their children * fu­
ture more secure and these ways
usually involve great sacrifice on 
Uieir part— money for education, for 
teeth straightening, for opportuni­
ties to acquire an assured social 
manner, clothes in which tc make 
■ nice appearance.

AU these, of course, are vital to 
the child's future happiness, and no 
parent minds the sacrifice and work 
involved But in providing them 
don't overlook some of the assets 
your child will need which cost 
nothing at all For instance, one 
characteristic which will contribute 
enormously to making his life run 
smoothly Is the ability to forget a 
grievance Anger it something we 
all need to feel and to express at 
times But anger which stays in 
the mind until it becomes resent­
ment is deadly poison

Begin, then, when your child i« 
very little to help him get over the 
sulks quickly In the days of F7lsie 
Dinsmore * papa it was considered 
a parental virtue to keep a child 
trerntiling and gulping and feeling 
terribly wicked for hours after pun­
ishment had been administered

Nowadays, we believe that pur. 
isbment should grow out of the 
child's unacceptable behavior, such 
as leaving the habitual dawdler be­

hind if he isn't ready to go when 
the car ig. separating the quarrel­
some child from his playmate* If 
he insists an making trouble, serv­
ing no dessert to the young kitchen 
raider who has gobbled up half the 
raisins and nuts meant for the eve­
ning pudding, or a radio ban on the 
boy or girl whose homework be­
comes a family headache because 
he puts it off until bedtime.

But having decided on the neces­
sity for puiuslgqenl and worked out 
a fair one. g&tx>( try to collect a 
further emotional debt from the 
child Of course, no matter how de­
served the punishment or how casu­
al you may have been about It, a 
child naturally resents it at first. 
But you'll be surprised how early 
children can learn to do this tt 
you never let sulking or resentment 
become a habit

Often all you need do to banish a 
grievance is direct the child's play 
into some activity which he docs 
particularly well Another way of 
clearing the air after an unhapi y 
scene is to suggest something the
